7ULU ANYONE ?

Following seeing tne £ilm "Zulu" twikce, I
decided toc switch from the American Civil War to

the 1879 Zulu War.,

I first had to find information on the war,
uniforms, organization etc. This waes fairly eosy
as I am in the Army (Royal ZEngineers to be exact
and in our Corps Library I have found at least 40
books written at the time dealing with the zZulu Var.
I now.believe that I have a fairly accurate picture
of #ll phases of this trief hut interesting war.

very simile to ours, excey»t Ffor the fact that they
might have “nxllere vetween 10-200 companies per
regiment. Thaege ragimevts were raised every two

years or so frem boys whe hed attsined the age of
14-15.

short stabbing a2sszegnis which they yielded with deadly

efficiency. A ZuluARegimant was capable of marching

The war started with the Dritish sdvancing in
4 columns into Zululand. The Zulu's nmoin army
attacked the camp of the middle two columns st
Isandhlwana while part of the force was engaged
elseawhere in a fruitless expedition. There were
14290 EurOpﬁun troops ond %,000 natives in the camp
uhsn it was attacked.

Certain points for wargomes coms from a study
of this war. The first is thet over long distances
the Zulu's can move at 4 times the speed of DBritish
Troops 'and that over short distaences they can out-
distance most cavalry. This is possibly due to the
fact that most of Zululand is broken cocuntry full of
streams ané gullys which slcwed Ruropean troops and
horses down to a2 walk while not affecting the more
agile natives.

In melees the Zulu had a superior fighting power
but this was offset by the Eritish trcops being able
to fire during hand to hand combat. In faed aldn Zull
tactics were aimed at closing in and surrounding the
British and fighting 2t close quarters., The British
relied on thelr superior flre power to keep the Zulu's
at bay. The opinion has been exzpressed that the
troops 2t Isandhlwana, ontnumbered as they were by
10 or 20-1 coovld have held out if they had not run
out of emmunition. (Due +to the fact that the Reserve
Ammunition was in tightly screwed down boxes). The
Zulu accounts of the battle agree with this point and
it was only when +the fire slockened that they were able
to close in.



Rules for Zulu wargames tend to be complex.
I like some degree of rceulism in wargames and this
is very hard to translate t8 @ widr where surprise
and morale factors playsl se¢ great a part.

Lt the present I am still building up two
armies. The eventual 2im is to have a compliete
replica of the 4 British columns which started
the war and of the main Zulu arny. This is not
too unrealistic and invelves 2bout 800 “roops per
side. :

My British Regular infantry are made frcm converted
Adrfix Guards Colour porty end. Guards Bandmen. Thisg
involves the bending of limbs, moving c¢f rifles, remov-
ing of bearskins and odding plastic wood sun helnets.

My basic Zulu figure is coenverted from an Airfix
Red Indian. Don Featherstone made ne Silastomer mould
which turned cut extremely well =2nd to date I have cast
220 Zulu figures with absoluitely no deterioration of
standard. I have painted just over half of my Zulu
figures. I am thinking of casting my British {trcceps
in the same way. It took me two weeks to make my first
regiment and the sec nd one has besen half completed for
the last two months.

My greatest prcblem is going +to be terraoin. I had
an adequate terrain for American Civil War wargames but
it consisted mainly of plasticine covered blocks of
wood for hills, odd houses, walls, recaeds, fences,
streams, trees etc.



Zululand is 2 barren hilly ccuntry. There are
virtuelly no forests and very few scattered trees.
The only vegetaticn is scrub and thick bushes. The
only habitatiens are Zulu Kraanls and HMission stations.
There are no roads fences or walls. This means that
the actuse shape of the grcund and the consequent

I am trying to precduce on easily buildable
terrain which can cover my table (8' 6" x At 6") with
a mass of hills and valleys.

Instead of basing supply points on towns, we give.

If one arny (3.9 any detachment of
troops) hoas more cavalry than his cpponent, then
the man with supericr cavelry demands to be told
the size of the copresing force. But, if the
cpponens's force is over one brigade in size, he
can give any number of infentry within 100 men
either side ¢f his exact numnber. Since he also
can say "I have artillery a2nd cavalry support
also" not specifying numbers of guns, it is a
difficult joeb for his opponent to guess the
exact size of an opposing @rmy. ~Also on the a
actual field of battle, any troops hidden in
wocds, behind hills etc. are not placed con the
actual table until they either move into sight
of the enemy or fire, it is often nerve-wrscking
for beth commanders when they meet on the field.

"A couple of wecks back, my oprenent gaily
sent a force of 1 division (100 men) across the
Rappshannock into the Wilderness. Only when the
first 16 volleys crashed intc his trecps did he
find he had run inte a Zonfederste Cavalry divisi
armed with carbines. '

"Similarly, 4 of my infantry divisions
advancing merrily towards Brandy steticn find
themqelves oprosed by 5 Federal infantry and: 1
cavalry divisions.
