A digression here. Ny wife gave me the HMilitary
History ;and Atlas of the NMapoleonic Vers for Christmas. I
don't- know what you think of it. It seemg 0 me & very valu-
able and succinct account with excellent maps, of all campaigns
in which Britain was not concerned, and that, of coursey, fills
a8 distinct gap for us. But I should be sorry to think that
any foreigner accepted it 28 a fair assessment of Britain's
paxrt, or that of her troops and genersls, in the HNapoleonic
wars, While pages are filled with the aimless manoeuvrings
of the worthless Spenish armies, a few paragraphs dismiss the
rest of the Peninsular Var, while no opportunity is lost by
ommission, misrepresentation, and sneering irnuendo Ho belittle
England'!s motives and Wellincton's achievements, The suthors
congider Jac VWeller's book one-sided and his attitude to
Wellington one of "frank hero-worship.!" As for their own
asgessment of him, they are entitled to consider him a snob,
possibly (according to the modern definition of the term),
but anyone who can describe the Duke as "something of a toady!
merely casts doubt on his own mental balance.

No, I faney the truth is this:

(a) HNapoleon-worshippers cannot Fforgive the country and
the general primarily responsible for his downfall, and

(b) +there is, and slways has been, in the fighting
services of the United States, an undercurrent of hostility
to this country: especially marked in ex-allies guarrelling
over the last war.

Still, it is a most remorkable and valuable book.

I agree, 21so, about Toman's "A Book of Military Uniforms
and Weapons" to which I have just freated myself - really remark
able value ot 30/-, and Blum's "Military Yiniatures" at 7/6d.
For Christmas I received from my daughter, from 4,4, Johnston's
list Iachouque's "Dix Siecles de Costume Militaire" which is
also to be recommended, though obviously from the price 35/—
and the size it has to be selective rather than exhaustive.

It is esgpecially useful for close~ups of details such as helmets,
epaulettes, pouches and sabretaches.

I have noticed in one or +two numbers of the Hewsletter"
Ancient fans enquiring where they can get castles. Well,.
most of those marketed commercially are pretty poor efforts.
Flastolin produce some that are not too bad, but they are not
always easy to obtain, Why don't the enguirers have a bash
at it themselves? They don't know how to plan one? H,M:S.0,
sell little guide-books at 1/- or 1/6d. each to nearly every
castle in the land, with & full description aud history, 2 scale
plan, and several excellent full-pase photographs. What can
they use for materials? ¥ell, exact scale size isn't important,
and surely every household can provide cylindrical tins for
drum~t owers, pepper-containers for watch-turrets, @ sguare
box for the gatehouse and/or keep, and wood for the curtain-walls?
To finish off - Pyruma, which may need to be "keyed" to the :
surface and is best '"sealed" before painting ilabastine, or
just a "serumble" paint to give a slightly irregular surface.
Then paint with little dabs of light and dark grey, blue-
grey, and off-white, to resemble mortared flint rubble, OUne
caution - do not, for heaven's sake, do not make the usual
commercial mistake of bevelling the merlinsy they should be
sguare-cut, and the embrasures cut cloping. If you imagine
yourself with 2 bow trying to shoot down at the ground you will
see just why!

Further modelling aids. I would reconmend getiting the
catelogue issued by Mr. G. N, Slater, of 6, Dalveen Drive,
Timperley, Cheshire, He is primerily a supplier of acecessories
for railway modelling, working to the 7 i, 4MM and 5 MU to
the foot scales, with excellent civilians, horses ani carts, etca
in plastic to those scales, Tmm, scale is of course just right
for 40 mm high figures. and 44l scale for 20mm figures.
BEspecially useful is a series of hard plastic wagon-wheels in
AMM end Tmm scales for 2'64, 3'4n, 476", ‘51, and 5! 6" diameter
(along with horses, shafts, rubbing-plates, and turntables for
building almost any type of horse-drawn vehicle), Now the
3' wheel to Tum scale is actually 21 mm diameter, and is exactly
right for gun and lumber wheels for %0 mm high %roops. And
I don't think anyone can complain at prices ranging from about
4%d per wheel. 30mm Nap. fans might like to know this, as the

difficulty of producing wheels deters many from making guns,
and Scruby and Roskopf are rather expensive, with customs and
the new 15% surcharce added.,

Other items from ¥r, Slater are fine chain; treées and
bushes, fencing, seats, barrels and sacks, also "Ilastikard"
(polystyrepe sheets in black or white in various thicknesses)
and the really remarkable "kek-Pak" liguid cement which is
applied with a brush and is by far the neatest and best
styrene solvent available, welding together without Hrace.
WARNIHNG - keep it tightly screwed up: it is so volatile that
it will evaporate through @ cork! gnd don't try to use it on
a non-styrene, "soft" plastic such as Airfix.

_ Appenl - does anyone know where one can obtain chegaply
30mm, draught horses for artillsry?

Congretulations on the continued and growing success of
the "lewsletter'". I don't see how the scheme of the contents
can be improved while finances won't allow an increase in the
weight to go through thse post; one-can only hope that increased
revenue from increased circulation will one day zallow ik,
Obviously the first in importance are the notices and revieus
of new items and books on the market, then advertisements,
which are (or should be) both news and a nuch-needed source
of revenue. "Hews and Views" of clubs and indivicdusl readers
are generally interesting and stimulating, and "Hints and Tips"
useful without taking up too much space. That probably doesn't
leave much roonm (alas£ for articles which to be of real value
generally need to he developad st some length - I am thinking
especially of Ir, Grant's excellent "Notes on a Campaign” and
"The Battle of Fontenoy". Obviously, what we need is not just
a "Yearbook!" but a "Wargamers Quarterly'! If only the Editor
didn't have to waste time earning a living!

Two further points - Uniforms and "beginners", You are
entirely risght in refusing to give spasce to details of uniforms.
There are many other publications concerned with this. As for
beginners, 2ll hobby periodicals face this problem, and the
only gensgible solution ig not to waste space going over the
same elementary questions year after year (for each year produces
its own crop of youz hopefuls), and thereby infuriating regular
readers, but to refer them to some permanent source of in-
formation - i.e. books. A hsresgsed Editor might con?ider a

To those of us who watech television th
features of this month's wargesmer will be
very familiar, Deryck Guyler seldom missges
2 week without appearing in one or other
of the regular com edy shows starring’
Miohael Bentinej; Tony lanco6k, DNiek Emery;
Roy Kinnsaxj Harry Worth and many others.
He obtains his relaxation by collecting
model soldiers and using them to fight war
gamese In his own wordss :

"I was introduced to the hobby by my"
very good friend Archie Cass somewhere ars
ound 1950, My interest lies with the Anc~
ients and my figures are 'flats!, My total

6000 Z£igures and, of course, I paint, cast
and also cenvert my fizures. Although my
collection ranges from the Ancient Egypt=~
lans to the fall of the Roman Empiré, my
chief interest lies with the Romans.

For the past eight yeasrs I have been

consisting of the ten cohorts, general
staff, engineers and artillery plus the
usual auxiliar regiments of horse and foot,
Howevery during the past year I have becone
interested in the Roman Navy and have now
declded to change over from lend to sea
battles!

Hencey I dam now engaged in building
the ships for two complete navies, one- -
Roman and the other Carthaginian., A somewhat ambitious pro=-‘
gramme as my time is limited, but I am in the process 0f fine
ishing the first ship of my Roman Fleet ~ the Flagehipe 8She
is a trireme in the scale for 33mm flats and meéasures one fooi
ten inches long and six snd 8 half inches wide, She is rigged
with the ususl square s2il and is propelled Lor bvattle by 60
oars: (these take time, believe mol). She is also ecuipped with
a boarding bridge forwdrd which can be swivelled, and raised
and lowered by pulleys.

‘The complete fleet will consist of the f£lagship, one:
bireme and twd lidburisns (the fast light galley with 2 single
bank of DQrs) The ghips are made with balsa wood and are
highly decorated and coloured,

All I require now are suitable naval wargames rulesy I
am working on this but would wdloome =ny suggzestidns from
other wargamers who may have a liking for the sea,M

YET WNORE ON MAP MOVING -~ by Roger lMMoores

Most of. us look upon "Campaigning!" as a weary drudgexy whicgh*®
has to be undergone between battles, although some of us enjoy
the strateszy more than the tactics and thoroughly enjcy this
intellectual part of the game. For those of us who itch to
get the map part of it over, I humbly submit the following ¥ips:

1., Have a simple map; if you draw your own, make 1%
colourful and a pleasure to gaze uUpoOn,

2, Have as few '"moves" as pogsible on the map, say ohe &
day, then when contact is made, you can dice Tor the "tine of
day". The map should be of @ fairly large scale for it is
boring to have to measure daily moves of 1/616th of an inch.

3, It is best to have as few units as possible represented
separately on the map, Realistic map~merking looks very good
on the Ops Room wall with all your Administrative Echelon etc.
stuck in the map like a fakir's bed, but you will zet fed up
with shifting thewn around move after move. Just mark up the
positions of your major Fformationss, if advancing, the head,
or if retreating, the tail of your columns. T a0l et T e o8
modern campaigner, then your map must necessarily be 4 el
more complicated.

4, I think it's only necessary to hesve ene map, with
arrows like this, each separate arrow representing a day's
march. Of course when one side is retreating, then you'll hava
to do some rubbing out as the advancing troops come 0I.

5, Use "talc" &nd chinagraph pensils, which I think 1is
better than pins or blocks of wood, becauss you can hang the
map up on the War Games Room (OK - call it the cellar!) wall.
Lines of advance and communication extend or shrink visibly
across the map, and you can use some of the rules about cutting
the enemy's L., of C, which have been so admirably in past
issues of WGN, without cluttering yourself up with comnplicated
supply rules,

6, +Brian Baxten .and ;I have recently tried this in 8 modern
campaign, After every 6 Table moves we went %o the wall, and -
did a move there (feeling like pukka generals). The fighting
was between small units (company level) and each map move
on this very larce scale map ‘denoted the passage of half an houxr,
It was guick and easy to do, When contact was made we did up
the terrain and fought out the action in the usual way, with
reinforcements arriving at the proper times, etc. etc.
