If y ou are not keen on Flats , or hav en't the rig ht 
am ount of apce f or their use ( i d e a lly y ou nee d e asy a c c ess 
f rom a ll f our sides of t h e tab le, and certainly f ro m three 
sides, i f y ou a re g oing to enjoy the appea r ance of the armies 
crB well as their tactics), it i s now possi b le t o prepare 
larg e f orces in all the l19quisite categories for Anc ient War­
fa re from 20 mm . Airfix produ ct s. Not only d oes this ' mean 
that you can build up a r mie s ch e ap ly, but very little con­
version is needed ( no fi ddling a':;ou t cutting off heads or 
g luing little weapons on) and pa inting is s i mp le. 

Yo u need about 6 b oxes of Ind i ans , 2 b oxes of Civil 
wa r Ar t i llery, and 2 of "Rob in Hood". Thes e g i ve y ou f oot 
spearmen, a r ch ers and heavy infant r y , he av y and lig ht ca v a lry 
wit h h or s e archers, cha rio t units - everything needed for 
Ancien t wa r fare except Sl i ngers, and these cou l d possibly b e 
c onverte d f ro m some the t h e c'ro uch ing "Rob i n Hooa" bowmen 
i f you reel ly wanted some. The Airfix Ind i ans are perfectly 
suited to g ive the appearance of many of t he nat i ons or c i ty­
states whioh wa rr ed al lov er the Mi dd le Ea st f ro m about 
3, 000 B. C. t o th e days of t h e Ro mans , and later, having a 
shi.ny b rown "ski.n" "h ich needs no painting. The spearmen and 
f oot a r chers have a sing le head feather tuft to be pared 
off b efore their hair i s painted b lac k . Their only ga r ment 
is a sma 11 loin-cloth or kilt, of the sort you can see in 
pic.tures from Anc ien t EtJ'yptian t ombs. So these requ ire a lmost 
no conve r s ion at al l. Then in each box you g et 7 walking 
and 3 c r awl ing Ind ian s with fr i nged jackets and trousers. Run 
a k nife down the f ri nge of the t ro use r s to allow th e m to be 
pa inte d as sml'oth close-fi t ting ga r ments , and paint the 
jacket wit h a mix ture of s ilve r and g re y so that the ro ugh 
ani ma l-skin j ack e t now loo ks like a mai l coat or haube r k . 
The hand-axes of t he walk ing Ind i ans a re quite appropria te, 
as th e axe was a standar d i nfantry weapon in Ancient times. 
By the way , thes e walking figu r es (and some of the horsemen) 
h ave a full head-dre ss of f ea the rs inst e ad of on e tU ft . 
Th is i s a l s o an a id to obta ining B g ood i mpre ss ion of an 
Egyptian or Hittite or Canaan ite wa rrior, as l a r g e line n head­
g ear was f requently worn o ut in those parts. All you do to 
adapt t he head-d re ss of the Indian is to square it otf round 
the head, re mov ing the top and ba ck of the feathe r s wh ere 
the y stand away from the wear.r's head. The Indian horsemen 
c-o mpri s e (J l ance r in loin_cl.ot h · wh o only needs to b e g i v en 
one of th es e s q uaris h line n "turbans", an d two types in 
anima l-skin clothes wh o make handy heavy cavalry. Bot h of 
the la tte r hav e a sing le feathe r on t h e head . Remove the 
feather and paint a me ta l cap on the ro und to p of the h ead, .

to g o with the , light ~~il coat which y6u paint with the skin 
jacket as y our basis. One of'these Indians has axe and round 
shield, the ot he r waves a mU skett. h lice off the muskett butt 
and you have a lang .flat sword. 

For horse-archers, cut some of the Indian foot ~rchers 
off their stands, heat them in very g ently b oil d ing water for 
a couple of minutes in d ivid ua lly and press them on to Airfix 
horses. Hold f or holf a minute, pressing the legs aga inst 
the sides of the h orse, and y ou have a mounted archer sitting 
easily astride and Firing cooly ov er to his left. Inci d entally 
this archer fi gu re, b oth in his st a nding a nd in his mounted 
form, is particularly suited ,to t h e Ancient period, b eing in 
the sort of calm, i mpassive stance which was obv iously regarded 
as t he ideal in thos e da y s, to jUdge from their pa intings of 
battles , A visit to the Eg yptian Gallery at the British Museu m 
will g ive plenty hintw about painting a nd colours, by the way . 

To hold off cav~lry you need some more spearmen th a n the 
Indian b ox provide s , which is where the "Rob in Hood " box es 
come in. These giv~ yo~ 20 men with l ong staffs whidh easily 
peint up a s spe a rs, a s well a s many more' ,arche rs if you need 
any mo re. 

These "Rob in Ho od" spearmen have , roun d caps or smooth 
hair which can b e pa inted as an iron or br on z e cap , and their 
short plentifully f olded coats can b e ~ainted likewise as ligh t 
ma il o,r rna il-reinf or ce d cuirasses of leat h er. 

The Civil \7a r Artiller y b oxes g ive y o u g un trails a nd 
wheels and gun limbers on which you can moul d plastic wood or 
plasticine b oxes or cockpitc fo r chariot e'ers to stand in. 
The artillery horses c a n b e attached to the se chariots by 
elast ic band s or t h in wire. 

To g i ve a florious uncert ain ty to your battles, one a r my 
should be g iven Via r Elephants. Br:itain's baby elephant in their 
plastic 54 mm. rang e ma kes in ideal adult ~lephant for 20 mm 
g ames. II h owd ah i s easily ma de from plasticine etc. for archers 
to rid e in. .. 

Fo r Wa r Eng ines, a ny book or article on Wa r Machines and 
Artillery through the a g es will g ive an illustration of the 
basic catapult or st one thrower, a model of which can be 
glued together from matches in five minutes. Add the rock­
a:arrying cu p as a plasticine moulding covered with g lue to 
har d en it, t h en point 0 metal colocir.

With armies having such varied equipment, really fascin­
ating battles are possible. The bow in those days was not the 
devastating thing whihc it became in the Middle Ages, so 
don't give too high a number of hits per volley. This gives 
a better b alance. If you like the sort of battle where the 
position of every unit really counts, you'ld like Ancient wars. 
The War Engines may suddenly slaughter the enemy's best 
reg iment but may equally well hit nothing all day. There's 
a 50 - 5 0 chance that your cavalry will stand when the 
enemy elephants char g e, so where are you soing to put them? 
The g reat difference in saving throws values between light 
infantry and cavalry; and the heavy infantry and cavalry 
has to be b orne in mind when deploying and meleeing, There 
are dif f iculties in getting slow heavy foot units and the very 
fast units like chariots"to give each ' other proper support.

A. Johnston and once 
again fo und myse lf fighting d esperately off the urge to spend 
a lot of money I could not aff ord on some of the fascinating 
books he li sts . Much the same applies to the catalogue received 
from Ken Trotman of 3 Ash C!l.ose, napp Hill, High Wyc ombe, Bucks. 

Bo£~~_£~~hn~i~~ - I started the New Year recovering 
from an operation just before Christmo.s so I managed some 
quite intensive reading - notably the g re a t At l as end History 
of the Napoleonic Wars . This is without doubt !l work of major 
importance and one that should be begged or b orrowed by all 
your readers. They would do better to buy it, howeVer. I 
cannot agree with all Mr. A. L. Nickels comments. If he would 
co·nsi de r the Spanish episode he will find that the "wort h less" 
Spanish armies defeated Dup ont at Bay len and that Lannes "as 
held up a t Saragossa by more of these "worthless" troops. The 
part played by Moore's a r my has never struck me as be ing parti-
cularly brilliant. Their major impact on Spain was Q trail of 
pillage, murder and rape only excelled by the Russ i ans in 
France and Germany. fle llingt on, brilliant toctician and admini­
strator as he was, was never able to hold his conquests until 
1812, be ing continually out- man oeuvred by the French. On the 
battlefield, he was a g re a t master but I sh udder to think what 
mi g ht have happened at Wate rloo if the British and K.G .L. 
squares hed been l ess steadfast ond if Lobau had been ava ilable 
for the final punch inst ead of beating off the Prussians. HOvl-

ever this ar g u me nt has endured f or 1 50 years a nd will doubtless 
g o on f or anothe r 1 50 , My main eriticism of the b ook is that 
rather too muc h at tention bas be ,en , g iven to the f irst Ita lian 
ca mpaig n to the detriment of the later a nd g reater ones. The 
b ibliog raphy is quite g ood, but was it re a lly neces sa r y to 
'g ive a lis t o f b ooks dealing with the 'i/a r of 1 8 1 2 in the Sta tes? 
Some of the map s a re repeated two' or' even three tioes, wh ich 
appears to me to add rather unnecessarily to the already high 
cost of t he b ook. But all this is onl y minor stuff . It is a 
s plendi d b ook. I a lso r eao "Trenchard" by lI.ndrew Boy le. 
"Boom ' Tret:lchard was one o f the creators o f the R.lI . F. a n d its 
first C-in-C. His g reatest battles were f oug ht, not against 
Germany, but against Beatty o n d the /.dmiro lt y . He hod' notable 
allies su c h 8S Churchill e n d S ir Samuel Hoare in his struggles. 
It is an absorbing b ook 'and although I d i sagree wit'h some of 
the author's views of the Admiralty I strong ly reco om end it.. 

Newell Chamberlin writes: " The F i ft i e th , Anniversary of the 
Great \'/ar ha s , ' of course, broug ht forth a p lethora of books, 
f ortuna tely ag re s t ~umber of pap erbacked volumes which a re 
within the f ina nc ial re ach of ma ny.
