HELP WITH UNIFORMS

Mr. A, L. Nickels is certainly right in saying (comments on the
Jan, 65 Newsletter) +hat this publication cannot devote space %o
details on uniforms &nd equipment. Hven if you wanted to provide
such facflitiss, you would uepdly boe able to satisfy the Moderns,
the usketeers and the Ancients at the same time!

For all that, I don't feel that our hobby is very well served ag
yet in the matter of uniform information. We can refer people to
Barnes, Knotel etc., but these general books are surely not really
the whole answer, They gilve a2 good background picture of basic col-
ours, facings etc., but in trying to cover several centuries they
sometimes fail to give you much help with particular periods, Having
just got a severe dose of the Napoleonics, I can vouch for the use-
fulness of these standard books on that period, but they are much
vaguer on, say, the American War of Independence, or any of the less
popular wars,

Instesd of illustrations of a trooper from this unit and then a
drummer from that one and & grenadier from another one, which is what
nearly all these general books give you, what we surely need are group
pictures, showing in each case an officer, drummer, non-commissioned
officer, private and perhaps a colour-bearer of a typical regiment.

* This is what you need if you are to paint up your armies properly. ' Yet

so often you can find only, say, the details of tha officer and have to
guess what the men wore, or vice versa, There are sets 0of coloured cards
available which are a 1ot of help, and sheow groups of this kind, but not
many periods are fully covered by them so far., One gmall colour illustra-
tion is better than pages of descripiive %exts which nearly always leaves
out some of the very things you nesed t¢ know. Hunting for these details
can be entertaining if time-consunming. TFor sxample, one can find a ser-
ies 0of coloured Knotel plates in the German "Brockhaus" Encyclopedia,
giving details of 66 typical uniforms of the German states and their ene-
mies covering about 1720-1918, Some very good colour pictures -of just
the kind we need can often be found in these unexpected places.

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This month there is not so much that is new but what
there is; is considerably of interest. I have a catalogue
from Alberken Limited in which they list their ever—-increasing
range of 20mm wargames figures. I see that they 2re now put-
ting out gun-crew dioramas, figures painted to their super
standard mounted on a small plaque, 6" x 3" with terrain det-
ail) imeluded, It seems that it has been found necessary *to
increase the price of these figures but they are still as
reasonably priced as anything similar on the wargames market.

I have received from Airfix, a sample kit of their Buf-
falo amphibian vehicle and jeep. I hoven't made this up yet,
but I have seen it completed in Woolworths and I have sean
pictures of it and it looks very, very nice although it has
been whispered that this is a rather complicated and difficult
kit to make., However, we shall see,

I have received a number of sample 30 mm painted and un-
painted figures from Jose Almirall of Rosellon 285 bis, Bar-
celona, 9, Spain, I found these t0o be very nice figuress
they are a slightly large 30mm scale (the Staddon 30Omm) and
are very cheap for what they are., Priced at 25¢ American per
figure unpainted and 50¢ painted and the painting standard is
quite good. If one buys 100 figures of the same type, same
uniform but in different positions, you get a discount of 20%.
It is also possible to buy cavalry and csnnon. The range
includes Napoleonic fizures from Spain, Russia, Prussia, Austria,
France, ®ortmgal amd Gipvat Britein and 2lso quite 8 nice range
of Spanish, Prench and English figures for the middle of the
18th Century. This Tirm will send lists in French which are
quite easily understandable and can correspond in English.

I have received a list from Cockade HMiniatures of P.0O.
Box 702, Brookline, Massachusetts 02146, U.S.A. showing some
rather interesting and off-beat 54mm scale figures for col-
lectors. If there is anybody in the wargames world, and I*m
sure there is, who 0lso collects large figures besides fight-
ing battles, I suggest you write for this 1ist.

Naval warzames fans will be irterested in a new paperback
that is in the shops - entitled THE U.S NAVY IN ACTION by John
Clagett it sells for 75c in USA and 5/- in Great Britain, It
is published by lonarch Books and covers the 'Sailing Navy'j;
the Revolthion; the ILake War; the Civil Warj; WWI; Pearl Harbour
and the battles of WW2, This is one of many interesting books
(many of tlem imported from USA) that can be seen in paperback
these days.



THE LONDON WARGAMES SOCIETY - NAPOLEONIC RULES

Devised by D. Nash snd M. Jenkins, these rules hove some
most interesting focets which I feel justify mention, They
start off by saying that, as oppossd to most wargames, their ?
system is based on the Unit and not on the individual soldier.
To do this, a point system has been devised, giving the Unit
a basic value whfich takes .nto account physical strength,
morale, and gquality. Whilst the Unit still has any value,
even if it is only one point, it is still capable of combat,
When this last point has disappeared however, half the Unit
must be taken away and it can no longer engage the gnemy. The
logic behind this is that no matter how many losses a Unit suf-
fers in real life, there is always a part of it left, usually
at least a half, On a wargames table, this useless regidue
causes a certain amount of confusion and even on a battle of
amihilation, no army can ever be completcly destroyed.

Basic strengths are one figure representing 50 men and
batteries of artillery egqualling 6 guns. The ground scale is .
1" equals 50 yards and the time scele is 1 move equals 5 min-
utes, This means that an artillery battery, although it fires
once per move, causes casualgies as if it kad becn firing con-
tinuously for five minutes, This also applies to musketry and
the 1 volley allowed for infantry firing at, for example, attack-
ing covalry, 2ctually equals, two or even three volleys.

The movement and firing and melee rules are very familiar
although they have their individual points but the rules for
artillery fir#ng are worthy of further description., Each bat-
tery of 6 guns goes into action with a value of 72 points, that
is" 124 per sun. To destroy a gun, 12 points must be "killed"
from the battery's value and losses are inflicted at the rate
of 1 point per gun, double for Cannister (i.e. 6 or 12 per full
battery). It seems therefore that here is an attempt to re-
produce on a wargames table, the Fletcher Pratt system of points
values of ships in waval warganigng, where a vessel can lose
fire power and speed according to the number of points deducted
from its total value through hits. This is a system which has »
been investigated by the Editor of this magazine and a method
of using it on a large overall scale is in the process of beilng
devised. €

John Risdon of London writes: "Wow may I be permitted a few
words in answer to lir. Nickels spirited "Defence of Wellington',
In the space of a couple of sentences or so, it seems to0 me %o
be impossible "completely" to0 migunderstend the Peninsular War.
My remarks were partly intended to discover readers reactions
to crificism of the Duke, since there is a school of thought
which has invested him with an aura of near infallibility.

One word of criticism 2nd vehement protests are voiced. But
surely his achievements require no elaborate defence - a com—
mander who could defezt men of the calibre of Massena, Soult
and Narmont for example, and to hold the Emperor himself for

a day, despite being outnumbered =2nd outgunned, on the slopes
of Mont St. Jean - surely this record speaks for itself. Those
who decry the French commanders and their troops are merely
running down Wellington's own achievements. I suggest theot

Ur, Nickels takes another look at the Duke's campaigns in rel-
ation to the war as a whole and not to overlook the vital role
of the Royal Navy. Tp understand this of all warg, the Penin-
sular War must not be treated as though it were in a vacuum, "

L/Cpl. Bruce Conard of California, U.S.A. writes: '"You know
that I'm in the Marine €orps and that has a tendency to smother
any large plans that I pay think up from time to time. (Things
like 4,000 man armies, sand tables, etc.) but I do have the
advantage of friends that can give me first-hgnd information

on modern warfare. I have just got done participating in &
HUGE "wargame" (The largest llarine Corps manceuvres, operation
SILVER LANCE). This gave me loads of ideas on limited wars,
amphibious tactics, and guerilla tactics.

"I think that I have just found the perfect war for this
type of tactics - the Arab-Israel War (1948-2). I've been
looking for a war that used all the new equipment that the
second World War brought out -~ Centurian tanks, recollless
rifles, etc. I am already fightinz single battles (not & cam-
paign) on the table in my barracks. I am using Airfix (what
else) and I have guite gn audience to coach my opponent and
nyself, "

Charles Grant of Dover writes: "One thing rather startled me,
in an article in the Annual by Peter Austwick on the Battle of
Blenheim. He sayg:-

"Infantry defending villages have their firapower
cut tTo 25 per cent and the British casualties
advancing to the palisadeg of Blenheim and Ober-
glau were not devastating."

i



"If this refers to the actusl bhattle he is surely very
wronz 98 the reference I have here ot the moment refergs to
the first attack on Blenheim thus = "When +they had arrivedil
within thirty yards of the edge of the village they were me$
by a deadly volley, which caused enormous losS,..." and 8
third of the attackers fell in a very short space of time,
while the attack by the secend line fared no better.

"If he refers to the game, then his rules sre surely
rather at fault, I cannot understand why infantry in def-
ence have their firepower cut - as Hr, Austwick apparently
does. Relatively, ot least their firepower should be greater
by virtue of their being under cover (and consequently more
difficult to hit) than the attacker in the open. In my rules,
infentry firing at infantry in the open have 3 and 2 deducted
from their dice throws (for renges 9" to 18" and O" to 9" res-
pectively) while, if the target infantry is behind field forti-
fications (i.e. palisades) then 4 and 3 are deducted for the
Ssame ranges. Thus, in effect, infantry under cover have great-
er firepower.

"I agree with the writer, however, concerning his rule
governing the storming of field entrenchments - "To cross the
relisades the sttacker must beat the defender's throw by 2" &
or I go part of the way with him, with a slightly different %
approgch, With me a defender adds 1 to the dice throw when
engeged with en attacker, but if the attacker wins he does not
cross until the next move, when of course, he might be engaged
by another defender before he can do so,"

KRIBGSSPIEL -~ Lieutenant S, Sharp, of the 3rd lMiddlesex R. V.
Corpsy has recently invented a series of "Interchangeable War-
game Maps" of which 20 sets have already been ordered by the
Military authorities,. The word "maps! dosg not indicate the
full value of the invention, for it means really a wvery cheap
and portable "Kriegsspiel apparatus'l. The remarkable feature
in the maps themselves is, that esch of the sheets of the whole
set of 9, whether the right way up or reversed, is interchange-
gable with any bther sheet of the set. Place them in any order
on the table, snd the contours and roads zlways fit. Insert
among them the river slips and we have the representation of
fresh ground. The possibles combinations available for Kriegs-—
splel schemes, and also incidentally for the practice of map-
reading, are numbered by millions. The maps are on the 6" scale
and are contoured at 50 Pfeet intervals; woods, roads, and water
are coloured. Each sheet and slip is lettered in the corner, so
that a mere memo to & combatant enables him to arrange the maps
in the proper order for the study of the forthcoming encounter.
Bach sheet dis 2 miles by 3 miles. When furthezr, we Ffind Hhat a
complete set of 9 maps can be obtained for a guilnea and the m
covers the red and blue blocks necessary for a Kriegsspiel,
will be evident that we heve at last a Kriegsspiel apparatus
available for intra-regimental and intra-company instruction in
tactics.

I have also received a very comprehensive list of
American Government publications on the- Civil Wars' This
list emanated From Amsrica but these beoks cen alsec be
obtained froem Har Majesty's Stationery Of;icn, Kingsway,
London for about 2s. 6d. each. They cover 211 the major
battlefields of the fAmerican Civil Wer and are about the best
value for the money, one can imagine, Also availaoble dis a
set of maps each 24" x 30" of the American Civil ¥Har repro-
duced Troem vriginals muade.by the United States Const Survey
in 1861--1855, They sell for $5.00 a set and include land
tifications, harbour approaches and the famous
Civil War battle areas.

I am indebted to John J. Fargiotta of London for the
following information on military books.

Publighed in June by Constable et 42s, '0d. is the  M"Art
of Viectory: A biography of Marshal Suvorov!" by Philip Long-
greatest generals of
history and probably the least known. This man was a tacti-

A must for Ancient enthusiasts, since he pays special attention
to the military structure of Lome at this time,

"El Alamein" by Fred Mejdalany (author of the fine study
of a battle "lonte Cassino") is coming out in the Great Battles
of History series too.

Iastly "British Regular Cavalry 1663%-~1914" is published
on June 24th by Chapman and Hall, written by Leonard Cooper,
this is & fast-moving account of the role and function of our
cavalry. The book is 353. 0d. and well illustrated.

Not really connected with books but worthy of inclusion
is some information sent me by John Risdon of London who recom-

mends o0 magazine called Flying Review International, which he =

says devotes 2 full page to unusual markings of camouflage
schemes in full colour every month. In the lay issue, the sub-
ject is the Bell Airacobra snd the supporting text gives hints
on correcting the errors in the Revell kit of this aircraft.

In a forthcoming issue, there are to be details of correct
colour mixes for U.S. Navy schemes and also a review of air
forces in the liiddle East, plus an article on ¥eteors over
Korea and a heir-raising account of what it wes like to be shot
down: in a Bristol fighter ini1918. Air Pictorial does not have
much to say on model meking but has very interesting historical
articles usvally including o squasdron history each month. Arti-
cles running over two or three months have covered the Japanese
Naval and Army Air Forces, the Italian occupetion of Albsnia,
the Polish Adir Force in 1939 'and L'Armee de L'Air in 1940,

The American Ford Foundation recently handed out £184,000 to the
Institule of Strategiec Studies. Its business is was (defence if
you prefer the word). From its offices just off the Strand it
keeps world defénce expértis- up to date on the balance of military
power among nations and acts as a clearing house for their ideag.
