WARGAMING IN SOQOUTH AFRICA - by D, Naish

I thoughtyou might like to know how things have gone since Ken’
Nolan, Phil Van Uyk ané I have got together through your Newsletter.

After the initisl discussions concerning overall plans of
campaign etc., It was not leng before the actual fighting commenced,
as we were 2all in posgession of completed or near completed armies,

Another pro-
vocative article by "Janker-Wellah'" (I know who he is, I bet you
wish yeu did), reviews of new figures, books etc. and uniform in-
formation.

AVALON HILL GENERAL -~ This magazine primarily caters for players of
the brilliantly conceived Avalon Hill Wargames (all pf which can be
obtained with Eunglish currency through this magazine, sees advertise-*%
ment at rear of magazine). In the July issue is news of a revision
of "D-Day", 8 way of playing "Midway" solo, a considerable number of
comments topical on Waterlop and other information of interest to
Avalon Hill Wargames but which can also frequently be utilised by
the intelligent table-top wargamer who wants something new.

HISTORY TODAY AUGUST 1965 -~ This monthly magazine sells for 3s5. 64.
and invariably contains at least one article of a nilitoary interest.
There are alsoc advertisements, book reviews &nd notes which oean be
used to great advantage by ths wargamer.

MODEL MAKER AND MODEL BOATS AUGUST 1965 ~ This ccntains number 21,
the last of @ bi-monthly series by G. B. Farmery on Tanks and Mili-
tary Vehicles - on this occasion, he is dealing with the French
Tank, Char B-1 Bis. Together with plans, this is an article of the
greatest value to modernists. There are a number of other intersst-
ing items one of which thet I note, is the formation of an Armoured
Fighting Vehicles Enthusiasts Associstion by Anton Haund of 13
Milton Road, Polygon, Southampton, until recently a wargamer and
subscriber to this magzazine.

TABLE TOP TALK JULY 1965 - This is Jack Scruby's American counter-
part to Wargamers' Newsletter and personally I do not think you are
a wargamer unless you take both! In this issue are articles on
Ambush Ruleg; on basic books for better wergemings; a thought-
provoking article by Joe Morschauser on wargames of +the early days
(1939) of World War II; a battle report; a good article on modern
artillery by Lionel Tarr; an article on cavalry in the 19th century
wvargame gnd another one desling with camels in wargames.

In the June 1965 Newsletter, I mentioned some very nice 30mm painted
and unp2inted figures produced by Jose Almirall, Rosellon 285 bis,
Barcelona 9, Spain.

It is possible also to obtain
artillery and artillerymen and figures are svailable for Spain,
Russia, Prussia, Austria, Portugal, England and France, Unpainted
infantry sell at 25& and cavaelry at 50¢, painted infantry Soﬁ, cav-
alry $.00 (211 this currency is American).

very high standard and is in & matt finish. One advantage of Jose
Almirall's system is that one can buy 100 figures of the same type,
same uniform, in different positions and obit2in & discount of 20%.

We assume that
egch inch equals 25 yds. and that on my turn I may deliver a wvolley
at 6" with a kill of 30%. That is, if my 6 men ™re Oh 3 encWy, I
kill 2 of the enemy since 2 constitutes 1/3 of my 6 men. Then the
enemy survivors may return vollies before I charge. Once I melee
we now useé the dice if the attacker cannot bring more than 1 to 1
odds to bear on the defender. Simplicity and historical fact, we
hope, continue to be our guide lines."

for the following book notes. I can"t think how he f£inds the
time to read them 211!

"What may well be considered to be the "definitive! work on the
Zulu ne2tion's history and the 1879 Zulu War has been published
recently in the States. Entitled The Washing of the Spedrsg, by
Dynald R. Morrvis (N.Y. Simon and Schuster, %12.00) the book is
indeed a leng pne snd comprehensive. Certainly it is magnifi-
cent in comparison to Purneaux's The Zulu War, the last work

on the subjsct, and one which was extremely poor iec begin with.
lorris' work covers not only the Zulu War itself (and this in
detail) but slso the history of the tribe from Shaka's time on
and the subsequent post-war strife in the reserves. Well-
documented, but not by fovoutnotes, the book is the ‘obvious res-
ult of much devotion to ths subject 2nd much research. What
impressed me more than anything wa8s the sauthor's objective view
of the leaders ~f the British forces -~ Thesigar, Second Baron
-Chelmsford, comeg out very well and for once gets an cvbjective
hearing., Buller, Wood, Chard, Bromhead stc. also emerge in
much clearsr perspective than ever before, and, despite @ cur-
rent tendency to be extremely sympathetic to all natives, the
Zulus themselves emerge as understandable people. As an hist-
orien 1 have a czrtein objection, to the use of direct: quotes

in a narrative history such @s this, mainly because there is

no substenti@tion, but I suppese this tendency comea under the
heading of modern, populer histery writing's "poetic ligense™.
In the long run Morris' book is hard tov bsat and while the tar-
iff seems to be a whopping one, the book is well worth it. TFor
eny collector/wargamsr who specializes in celonial wars this
book i1s definitely 2 must!

"Patton: Ordesal and Triumph by L. Parago (H.Y. Dell, 95%) is @
paperback =dition of the earlier $10.00 hardbound siudy of
General George Pation. - Ferago's book is not 25 intimate as
Ayer's "Before the Colours Pade" was, but it is more compre-
hensive and mékes a goed stab at being objective - if one can

be objective in writing about Patton, one either admires him

or not. That Patton was a superb tactician and strategist can-
not be denied; he tock chances and ccoculdn't care less sbout cri-
‘ticism, especislly from those he considered small men. Unfor-
tunately, the smell men survived him and the Patton image has
been as a2 conseguence 2 bit ternished. Whether Faragoe's book
will polish the imags is a moot point, but it will certainly
help. Tor modern wargeames players, this cone is @ great book to
have .

"A recent re~-issue in paperback of a, by now,; clessic novel of
the Mexican Revolution, 1914ff, The Bagle and the Serpent by

M, L. Guzman (N.Y. $1.95) will be of interest to those who like
to read about the off-beat wars and little wars. This Dook 1s
more than a novel, really, for Guzman was a member of the revo-
lutionary forces and knew personally Panche Villa, Carranza and
Obregon to name a few of the rsther legendary personalities of
that era of Mexicean history. Taken as & kind of autobiographical-
cum-fiction work the bovk is @ bit tedious in spots, but on the
whole is delightful, espscially in its aculbte observations of
Pancho Villa. Incidentally, the University of Texas Press has
just issued Guzmén's Mgmoirs of Pancho Villa which should, gquifte
frankly, be Guzman's biography-cum-fiction forte as Villa, dear
soul, was illiterate,.

"Tucky Forward: The Histecry of General George Patton's Third U.S,
Army, by Col. Robert S. Allen (N.¥. “75¢ )«is a”"re=issue of the
earlier (1947) hardbound edition. The book is extremely inter-
esting, lively and well-written, but non-admirers of General
Patton wille £ind 1% a bit'hard to' take. Why the Third RArmy did
not push: further ' bBast than it did remains one of the bitter con-
troversies of the l2st months of the war. Gol. Alien~offers his
reasens; others have offered theirs....you pays your money and
you takes your choicel

tfthe third and f£inal volume of "The Centennial History of the
Civil War" written by Bruce Catton, has now been published. It
has a% appropriste title — Never Cell Retreat (N.Y. Doubleday,
27 .50).

"This wvolume c¢arries the Wor from Predericksburg through to the
death of Lincoln, and, +taken in conjunction with the two earlier
volumes one has, I suppose, the definitive narrative history of
the Civil War in America.

"Catton, of course, writes extremely well 2and for him the weav-
ing together of 2 narretive history stuch &8s this is 8 bit old
hat, for he has written a trilogy on the Army of the Potomac, a
one-rvolume history of the War from the Northern point of view,
the: text for the American Heritage's pictorial history cof the

War and innunerable articles on the subject. It is almost incon-
ceivable that he could bring anything fresh intoe this current
afifiort, but he doesl It 1s very difficult e write of the Civsd
War without becoming immersed in the "lost cause" attitude of

the South, nor {to eéscape for long the great sense cvf tragedy which
must have pervaded the scene after Gettysburg in 1863 -~ rather
like the Greek in which man fought @ brave but losing battle
against his fate. That Catteon succeeds in bringing +this sehse

of tragedy to ths fore without £falling +to the gushy maudlin proseé
of so many of our Civil War writers is much to his credit.

"The completion of the Centennial History may well end the flow
(now almost a2 trickle) of Civil War boeks. If the flow ends Ireey



it ends-on a scund notz, a clear, detailed examination of Ameri-
-co's traumetic experience."

There are some interesting books listed for publication in
the near future all of which can be obtained from A. A, Johpston.
Published by Weidenfeld 2nd Nicolson, we have some fascinating-
socunding volumes, ranging from "nside Hitler's H.Q. 1939-45" by
Waltexr VWarlimont to "Jorld War 1939-1945" by well-known wargamer
Brigadier Peter Young, D.S.0.
