In keeping with the American Midwest's concept off balanced
inegualities in wargamingj; certain historical speciglities should
be noted,

By emphasizing these peculiarities, interesting and varied
historical tactics are forced on the battilefield. Below are
listed devigtions from the norm 1808 - 1813,

British: Have numerous rifles, no armored cuirassiers, no

| lancers, have shrapnel howitzers, no 12 pounders, no
guard light infantry battalions, have moderatiely
effective mounted rocket's, line infantry fine more
effective, very high perventiage of skirmisher infantry,
battle lines formed two ranks deep rather than: normgl
three ®

Frengh : Uged gssaultt field columns, high percentage of Heawy
and light guards, armored cuirassiers gre somewhat
nusketball gnd rifleball prooff overr 20 yards, high
percentage of artillery, used dismountable dragoons.

Augtirian : Austrian cuirassiers ungrmored in rear, heavy cavalimy
did not charge in column or boot to bool but rather
in looser Turkish style, line infantry regiments did
nott contain organic skirmishers, jagers opemated in
two company detached uhnits, no guards, gmrenadiers used
in seperate batitalions.

Prugsian : No howitgers, gmenadier battalions had light artillemy
ag an integral part of its organigzation, no armored
culirasgsierns, usged large gquantities of Landwehm militig
in battle, used assaultt collumns French style, grena-
diers gnd lights formed in seperamte battalions, cabable
of” limited dismountable dragoon gotion.

Rugsian : Had guard armored cuirassiers, jager battelions 4id not
deploy a& skirmisherss, very large musket calibur, had
cossacks.

Ag can be seen, to work part om all of these concepts into &
seti of rules will make for g historieally vardied goame, Historiecal
battile taetics are forced on the wargamer general as he has the
historical limitations for each country built into his army.

This concept can be and should be extended into the regimental
organization of each army. Austriansg fought with Austriagn tacties

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CAVALRY IN WARGAMES

The arguments concerning views: expressed in the recent
"Cavalry" issue of the "Newsletter" continue. DTeter Gouldes-
brough writes an answer elsewhere in this igsue; Charles Reavley
has a relevant article, gs does Charles Dick, while Pat Condray
Writes :-

I have a few predictions to make., You will be bombarded
with protests about Charles Grant's nonsewse of  failing %o provide
decigive gdvantages to cavalry attacking flank and rear off ins
flantry in line. Thgt he mgy hawve lucked out” once is no excuse.

You will be bombarded with comments to the effiect that lines

and columns were certainly not always broken by cavalry. They
will be right.

At least somebody will mention that g move limit is better.
than a time limit" because it ties things to the relations of troop
movement: power to action, sand would not permit' some clod to sitt
out the clock., The chap who wrote the time bit ... a weird notion,
too obviously ridiculous to warmant detailed discussion.

I suspect the cavalry enthusiast: was using Kilometers in=
stead of miles per hour unless the French cavalryis abouti 4 mph
faster in their trot" than that of the U.S.A., and PFrench Cavalrny
was usually i1ill mounted - Note ... The Prench dragoons captured
the Austrian cavalry - they must have kept up with the grenadiens
of Dudinoth

A few may protest that Charles Grant's cavalry, which bene-
fits not from flank or rear attack, fights a series of duels and
not with the unit cohesion he moves: in a straight line to avoid.
Western cavalry ustally, from the time of the Greeks fought in
close packed units, One wom the battle, the other lost, generally
in a short sharp fight decided more by persistence in the charge
than by weaponry. Charlie obviously prefers the romance of single
combat to the employmen t of disciplined masses - but if so the
18th century is not his period - he should u&e Persipng versus
Scythians or something of the sort, if not medieval knights.

I can't say, however, that any of the cavalry articles wewme
dulll, and they are nicely balanced around. Arem gdmits hig accounts
do not deal well with the Prugsisi. fcavalry of” Frederick, but only .
with the o0ld regime's trotting cavalries. They approached at a
trot, fired pistols, then went home. Thus they repulsed the Royal
Horse Guard of England thrice at Dettinger (where the Bnglish formed
square to repulse them) but: the trot#charge couldn't deal with
Frederick's sabres.
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CAVALRY AGAINST INFANTRY

I was most interested in the comments in the November Newsletter
on my article of the previous month. I cannot agree with Alan Gibbs
that the battalions ridden over in line at Quatre Bras and Waterloo
were caught while deploying. (The 69th was one of the 'very steady
lines' mentioned by Pat Condray). It is true that it was the Prince
of Orange's fault that they were in line, not in square.

Ian Logan's distinction between a line attacked in front or in
flank by cavalry is, of course, a good one, The rules that I des-
cribed allow for this in that cavalry attacking from a flank do not
even receive the infantry's fire. But even a frontal attack would
tend to turn into a flank attack unless it was repulsed by fire alone,
which Tan himself says was unlikely. The horsemen on the flanks would
naturally tend to swerve outwards round each flank of the line. To
modify JTan's definition - a hollow square was only four lines of in-
fantry put together in such a way that they couldn't be outflanked.
Anyway, I'm still waiting for someone to cite one or two examples of
infantry in line repulsing cavalry in the open in Napoleonic times.

Ian is quite right that a battalion in column of grand divisions
could form square very guickly. A close column of this sort was the
usual attack formation of most of the Continental powers. It could
form a solid square merely by a few files on each flank facing out-
wards and the N.C.0.'s filling up the small gaps between the flanks
of the divisions. In fact my rule about the success of cavalry against
columns never works. The column always gets into square first. When
I made the rule I was probably thinking of the success of the Union
Brigade against the French infantry at Waterlco. But those columns
were merely battalions in line one behind the other.

I am g little doubtful about Ian's first reason for the square's
not coming in until Napoleonic times, My copy of the 1803 edition of
the British regulations still gives the normal pace as 75 to the min-
ute, though the corresponding figures for filing and wheeling are 108
eand 120, However, he's certainly right that the vogue for the column
made the forming of squares easier. Dr. Herbert Schwerz in his very
useful book on fighting formations of infantry says that a hollow
square could hardly be formed in a hurry from line. (But the British
could do it). But I'm still waiting for an explanation of why infantry
in line could repulse cavalry in the middle of the 18th Century and
not (as I still maintein) in Napoleonic times.

"On earlier werfare, Andersons "Oared Fighting Ships"is good on
the technical side and C. G. Starrs "Roman Imperial Navy" a more gen-
eral description.

IS THIS WHAT!S WRONG?

I was sorry to heor from recent "Newsletters" that your
efforts to obtain bet¥er fimgncing for a better magazine had not
been too successfull gas regards the commercial advertlsers, and
that: subscriptions were falling off in club areas. I wonder iff
there may not be some connection between the two. The huge in-
crease in wargaming in the last 18 months or so has, I am sure,
been due largely to g great influx of Airfix enthusigsts. MNany
go on to widen their range with 20mm metal figures, but =z large
number: seem to regard any expenditure on guality metal figures
ag sheer unnecessary luxury. They would rather spend hours tunn-—
ing Adrfix Confederates into Waterloo infantryr than buys the meal
thing for:-9d. each or so, This 1s praiseworthy im one way, but
there's no doubt that it provides no markett for the metal figure
mgker, and he magybe feels that he might as well ignore them. I
first knew of Marcus Hinton's products through books from the logal
library, for instance, and from the BNSS Bulletim later, and per-
haps: some of the makers feel that there is a steadier market with
wargamers: who are also collsctors to some extent.

I am not blaming Adirfix - having said plenty in praise of” them
elgewhere, UMy feeling is that the hobby has gone too far recently:
in' the direction of mags achievements plans for nagtional competi-
tions, masw memberships, mammoth public displays. These will be
fine eventually, but I think it has been a bit premature tackling-
too much" too guickly:, I would rather gee a year or two more spent
in just ordinary non-organised wargaming and the discussion and
improvement of the hobby, digesting the big new intake of enthusi-
agts carefully, with thé "Newsletter" collecting and spreading gll
the availgble knowledge.

I am maybe in g dwindling minority, but I feel wargaming is
ideally suited to three or four friends, at’ the most, with plenty
time and 2 spare room and no distracting onlookers. If we try and
make it a mass hobby, something is going to be logt. I think this
new gttitude whereby people are content with a glance at a jointildy-
owned "Newsletter", rather than keep their own copies for reference,
isc'a pointer: in the direction: I am thinking of.

The promotion of hugh public wargames with thousands of" figures
on each side also sacrifices quality for sheer mognitude. The new-
comerr may not realise there can be ag much saotisfacetion: inm a game
with g few score properly made figures on each shde as there is
with manoeuvring thowsands of soldiers. If he too, is encouraged
t'o aim at mass armies, he may not be able to affbord metal figures
on such g scale., But nearly everybody could afford to build up
metal 20mm's fairly quickly to armies o0f"100-200 each, and penhiaps
itt ig this gospel of guality rather than guantity that we oughti to
preach more often.

ACTIVI?IES OF THE HAYES WARGANES CLUB

Here is g longish report on one of the latest: games of the
Hayes CIub, which might be of interest to your readers because
of the interesting and unusual tactics employed over somewhatl
Yphoney" (this was & deliberately incorporated point;) terraines.

1. The game between lMr,PFewster agnd myself at the lagt
meeting., Iy generals were- Bob Kellond, Jefff Bartlett and Brian
Shorthouse; Mr,Fewster's werc Stuart, Steve and Roger. DPeter
was the Courier. The below report is by Brian Shorthouse.
(Please see liap A). " Both sides sdvanced from their forelines
with 2 complete club-gized Divisions.

The game started with the Confederates, gdvancing from the
N(!) losing 2 cavalrymen in the 2nd move. The 3rd move brought
most men of both armies into contact and the Confederates logtt
18 Cavalrymen to Bob Kellond'gs infantry; Alagn h'ad put Bob on his
right in the farm, and Stuart led the' cavalry. Brign contribut-
ed a regiment of infantry to the semi-circle that ringed the
charging cavalry. C house was demolished, and there was g
heavy skirmish on Hill'X between the rest of the Cdnfederate
Cavalry, 1 artillery piese and the Federml Cavalry. The Nonth-
erners lost a regiment of cavalry, the Confederates two and
theilr  gun. Both sides lost a gun during these contacts and the
Federals a gun crew in agddition.

In the fourth move the Confederates advanced some infantry
into the woods (l), artillery and infantry into the open along
the centre, zand some infantry to the left. The PFederals brought
some of their artillery to bear on the Rebs' gumg, and their
cavalry sheltered behind the demolished house. The rebs losgt:
many - infantry in woods (1) and in the fifth move, like the rest:
of the two armies, moved very little. The bgtftle on the right
swayed and the North ermers spiked a rebel gun, The rebs re-
treated fhom their left in the 6th move bu¥ gdvanced their right
att considerable losgs of life, firom the fire of Jeff Bartletts
command, At this, the Federals advanced cn their left with
casuglties from a stiff battle with the artillery and infantry
on the Confederates right., The Confiederates lost this round,
tov, and since the Union troops aspread out and later suffewed
little from the short-range grape which the rebel gunners sel-
ected, they decided to surrender; there could be no retreat,
and the command was in danger of complete annihalation to0 no

Map B illustrgtes g very interesting battle we recently had
wi th moderns. The fact that Bob Kellond very nearly won the
battle by himself - about 1/3 of the total command - gives an
indication of this players! dashing but sometimes foolhardy
tactics. What is so annoying 1is that his fo.lhardiness almost



always nearly succeeds! This is extremely frustrating!

The Germans fought from the N. with a full division, gs had
the Russions, fighting from the South.

The Germang sent 15 men gnd 2' medium tanks up the lefti
flank, between F and G, as a weak block to any assSault across
the open ground to the east of wood (2). 25 men, 2 HUG'g, 2
mortars andg an L.M.G. gdvanced slowly behind G and H. Thig
was intended to hold wood (2) and direct fire from support wea-
pons t0 aid the main attack, which consisted initially of 2 haglf®
tracks, 16 men, 2 L.M.G., I mortar, 1 H.M.G., and advanced up
the right flhnk to the W. of wood (3). In addition a heavy tank
gdvanced up the road followed by 15 men. 20 men took the right
and 10 the left of the road in support, whilst 2 A/tk guns post-
ed themselves in the courtyard of Hl and g medium  tank  between &
and H,

The Russians also intenged advancing up their left flank
and in support of this venture posted 2 H.M.&F's and the 3 medium
tanks behind E. The gssault force of 2 truckg, 2 mortars, 1
A/tk gun an@ 20 men worked up to the West of B., supported ais=
rectly by 50 men- gnd a mortar; also to the West of E., agnd by
20 men in the farm. 1 Anti-tesnk gun, 1 mortar, 3 L.l.G's and
15 men were ordered to hold the road and wood (1) on the right
and a heavy tank took up position behind A,

When the German tanks opened up with g few long range shots,
they had considerable luck in destroying 2 medium tanks on thelr
eneny's left. House B was also demolished by this arm.

In move 2, 15 men on the Genman's left entered house F with-
"out resistance, the centre gained houses ¢ and H; the 3 medium
tanks advanced tc the woods. ' 27 men on the right continued the
advance to the west of wood (3) whillst the heavy tank contented
it self with staying on the road just shead of the house Hi The
main assault force, however, more dashingly' commanded by Bob
Kellond, swept forward onto +the ruin of howse E, finding itiself
opposed by only 1 medium tank behind the ruin. Beyond this, how-
ever, were all' the forces previously described, in the msgme posi-
tions but with the left moving forward, the right having gained
‘A‘.

In the ensuing outburst of fire, the Russiansg lost a truck
on their left, 12 men ftrom the same flank, agnd support from both
flanks. The Germans suffered 8 casualties on their lef%.

A general gdvance may now be imagined by the Germans, except
for their pivot, house F. Twyo parties of 8 men and g half-track

egech gained houses C, and D backed by 12 men, 2 mortars, 2 L.M.GF'g

and a heavy tank in E. The Russians right, by now reduced to 2
L.M.G, and 12 men, stayed gtill® and their left spread out:in g
general effort to dislodge the Germans from 0 and D and to o
lesger: extient BE., A1I attacks failed in the next flew moves, gnd
the buildings of the farm withstood repreated Russisn counten-
attacks. The Russians were mown down in scores, and the battle
wa® sSoo0n over.
