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REPULSE OF NAPOLEONIC CAVALRY BY INFANTRY DEPLOYED
IF LINE

It is not my intention to involve myself in personalities in
the current "debate" between Peter Gouldesbrough, Alen Cibbs etc. I
em familiar with these gentlemen only through their interesting art-
icles. However, & reguest has been made to furnish historical facts
as to whether Nepoleonic infantry deployed in line were capable of
repulsing e frontal cavalry charge.

In the battle of Salamanca, July 22nd, 1812, the lst Portuguese
Dregoons supported by the 11th Portuguese Dragoons and two squadrons
of the British 14th Light Dragoons surprised the leading battalion of
the French 10lst Regiment., The French were only eble to c¢lose their
second company upon the first, giving the effect of a2 six deep line;
when the ceavalry charged. The Portuguese which attacked frontally
suffered a severe repulse but one squadron overlapped the French left
flank, broke into the French and routed them. ‘Ref. Oman, History of
Peninsula Wars, Vol. 5, pp 441-442,

The above would suggest that & heavy line (heavier than two
deep) could possibly repel cavalry - the major denger being the flank.
FEence the invention of the squere; & heevy infantry line with pro-
tected flanks.

Similarly, Jac Weller states that the French cavalry realized
they could ride through a "thin red line" but not a2 squere. Ref,
Wellington in the Peninsula, p 223%, but why not through a sgquare -
because it was four to six ranks deep?

Something is being overlooked here. Horses are not stupid.
Horses will avoid stepping on prone men (hence the use of lances)
eand will not charge a brick well - similerly ere reluctant to crash
into a solid looking wall of unyielding infentry presenting bayoncts.
See R. Glover, Peninsula Preparstion, p. 114

In the case of & square, the cavelry will tend to swerve around
the island wall, but in the case of a line, may be forced into the
centre of an opposing line because there is no place to swerve to, to
avoid impact - providing the line does not look too solid. The three
deep line was considered the absolute minimum to ward off cavalry.

Perey's deployment of his nine bettelions - seven in & three

- deep line with a battalion in square on each flank elso supports this.

Another case sppears to have occurred at the battle of Sgguntum,
October 25th, 1811. When Prench infantry werc attacking in a line-
column-line formetion, Blake's 1,100 Spanish cavalry cherged and
routed the Prench supporting horse. Quickly the French 116th Line
Regiment fell back en potence to protect the column and repulsed the
Spanish Cevalry, Oman, History of Peninsule Wers, Vol. 5, p. 4l.
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For wergeming purposes, we are lcft with the conclusion that the
"rules concerning squeres should meke them almost invulnerable to a non-
lencer cevelry charge provided the squere's morale is good. 4&n infan-
try line would be less so, depending upon their moralc end results of
gunfire. In both ceses a swerve rulc and combat effectiveness could

be appliecd. Combat effectiveness is defined as the point et which a
unit has lost so meny officers, N.C.0.'s.and men (usually 50% of totel
strength) that it ceases to be en effective unit and probably will
withdraw. For e sguere, only a2 short melee with non-lancer cavalry
should be allowed; for the line - no limitetions once cevalry actually
mekes physical contact.

Secondly it is obvious to me that
when talking to other wargamers at Conventions end so on there are a
Jot of pecplc who meke Airfix conversions instead of buying lead
figures partly because of the cost, and partly because they enjoy

the craft work of teking a plastic model of 'a soldier of one period

of history snd converting it into ancthier peried. I personelly prefer
to paint a battalion of conversions that I have done myself rather
then paint a battelion of lcad models bought from & commercial maker -
my conversions scem much more of a personal thing to me, and in fact
they are probably different from any others owned by wargamers, where-
as meny people will own the commercial products, thereforc, I feel
that my conversions arc guite unigue. Oncc eagain, it comes down to
the point of wargaming being a very personal thing, as you have so
often said, but I feel that it is not always the cost that prompts
weople toc convert plastics.

"The latest news from Harlow Group is thet we are well on the
wey with our Nepoleonic forces and cen now field about 300 men on
eech side; so our next scheme is to get the Avalon Hill "Waterloo ‘.
genc ané use that for e campeign, fighting the smaller battles and
routine scraps as in the geme, but when an interesting situstion
develops we will fight it on the table.

"Tn passing, I shouvld like to compliment you on the "New Style
Yewsletter", making the advertising materisl into a sepsrate section
was a good idea, and thc articles in the magazine are all very inter-
esting and useful."
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Keeping in tone with our artillery slant of this month, I should
like to briefly mention a few books dealing with ertillery. First,
there is & very plushy and brilliantly illustrated book on the market
at the moment which I believe is called "GUES" by Dudley Pope. It is
possible to obtain from the Royal Artillery Institution, Woolwich,
London, 5.E.18 for 5s, 0d. a very wecll illustrated booklet "THE STORY
OF THE GUF" by Lieut.

AGES", The A,0,&, Book Service, MMills Building, Washington ¢, D.C,
cen supply 2t £2.00 each (£1.00 to A.0.A, members) books such as
"HOTES ON ORDNANCE OF THE AMERICAN CIVIL WARY and "FOTES ON AMMUNITION
OF THE AVMERICAN CIVIL WAR".

This is but touching the fringe and I heve no doubts that reli-
eble sources such as A, A. Johnston of Pitney, Lengport, Somerset,
fngland could suggest and supply many more.

It is with very great pleasure that I review two books that I
Tfeel to be models of their type. Published by Abelard-Schuman, London,
KFew York, Toronto they are both by Englishman, S. E. Ellacott and are
entitled "SPEARMAN TO MINUTEMAN" and "CONSCRIPTS ON THEE MARCH". Both
cost 1los. 0d. These two books tell the story of the soldier of 21l
nations -~ the first book covers the pericd from 2000 B.C. to 1783 A.D.
and the second book from Napoleon to the MNuclear Age. Profusely
illustrated with black and white line drawings, there are nearly 80
clear and informative drawings of soldiers and equipment. There is
hardly a line writften in either of these books which does not contain
facts and infermetion of value to the military collector and wargamer.
As a writer on kindred subjects, my mind boggles at the amount of

rescarch that must have been done to fill thesc pages.

If you went to know how Egyptisn in 1450 B.C. were dressed and
equipped, how they fought and drilled, or how the siege tower of the
Crusaders operated during the siege of Jerusalem, you will find the
information therein. -If your inclinstions are later, you-cen find
detailed notes of British battle order of 1620, Or discover how
Napoleon's Imperisl Guard waggon train were dressed in 1806 or details
of Infantry Anti-Tank rockets or warfare from helicopters again you
will find in these pages.

These books are miniature encyclopaedias and are incredibly easy
to read; a notable feature is their excellent indexing and finding
any facts you require is the work of seconds. I can thoroughly recom
mend these two books for everyone's shelf and would be delighted to
purchase them for my own use had the publishers not been good enough
to supply review copies.

All
wargemes figures can be recognised as the products of their perti-
cul makers and these flﬂurcs of ¥Mr. Gemmege heve 2 wvery fine dist-
inction of their own. There are cleven French ¥Fepoleonic Infantry
figures, five French Nepolecnic cevalry; four British Infantry fiz-
ures, twe British Fapoleonic cevalry and three Austrian Nepoleonlc
Infantry figures., - The American Civil Wer offers eight iunfentry flg—
ures and four cevalrymen. The price of these figures is l1ls. Od. each
for dnfantry and %s. 04d. for cavalry - speecia 14 st figures such as
standard-beerers cost a little extra. If you are not familiar with
these figures and you collect the perticular periods I suggest you
rapidly become acquainted with them.

I have received a list from Jose Almirall, Rosellon 285 bis,
Barcelona-9, Spein. As it is in Spanish, I am struggling e little,
but nevertheless, I can make out that there seems to be a most :
interesting renge of 30mm (large size) figures of most periods. These
sell quite cheeply perticulerly for their painted renge with 20%
discounts for quantity.

. wonderful, llodernists are well catered for with the Anti-Tank guns
and 25 pounders but how I wish someone would put out a German 82mm
gun!

Josc Almirall of Spain has & nice little 30mm apoleonic gun
emongst others whilst the other Continental supplier, Elastclin have
the most fantastic range of ancient cannon and siege engines in 40mm
and 7Omm scale.

Cerl Johnson of the CHJ Book Service (2 reguler advertiser in
the Newsletter) tells me that he has just added to his list a kit con-
taining 4 different 30mm Seven Years/Americen Revolutionsry War
Artillery pieces with turned brass barrels and limbers. The trade
name on the box is A. B. Boyd. The price is $1.95 or about lds. Od.

Russell Gammege of Rose lModels has three superb guns and limbers
that fit in with his wargames figures. There is an American Parrot
1860-1865 and limber; British Nepoleonic Cannon and limber and a
Prench Napoleonic Cannon end avent train, A4ll of these sell for
16s. Od. for gun and limber or 8s., 0d. each separately and I can
vouch for them being as nice as anything you will see in this line.

Hinton Funt figures also put out Napoleonic guns end limbers of
a very gocd standerd and at a reasonable price.

Miniature Pigurines have PFrench and British light and heavy
Nepoleonic cannon at very low prices. They also can supply a
Hapoleonic howitzer. These come painted or unpesinted.

A new neme in the model gun world is Bob O'Brien of 75 Ardingly
Drive, Goring by Sea, Sussex who will turn out any eort of gun you
like to order. His latest idea is & heavy gun on the lines of those
made for Indian princes in the 18th and 19th Centuries. They are to
be highly ornamented and coloured heavy weapons which should meke 2
.worthwhile additicn %o any wargemers table in both Indian battles or
as & normel siege gun.

Aloys Ochiel the famous German maker of flats hes e very fine
line of cennon of a1l ages., These are not flats but are normal r-und
guns although the limber horses and artillerymen are flat. ILf you
don't know about these, it is a range worth investigeting.




The German firm of Roskopf ere perhaps better known for their
extensive range of modern vehicles and weapons - lesser known but of
exceptionally high standard is the smell range of Ancient guns put
out by this firm. Commencing back in the 14th Century, they go up to
about the mid-19th Century. Prices are a bit high but the range can
be seen at Hamleys in London or at Auto Models of 71 Finsbury Pavement
Leondon, E.C,l.

Our old friend, Jack Scruby of America can claim to produce
whet is possibly the most extensive range of wargeming artillery in
beth 30mm and 20mm scale. Many of his products are exclusive and are
unobtainable in similer form from any other source - such as the
Gatling Guns and the British 1% pounder of Victorian Colonial Wars.
Jack can also supply & very fine range of plastic 30mm artillery
made by Hathaway of Americas; these are very fine pieces of work and,
although I am only familiar with the warious types of American Civil
Wer gun, I believe that other varieties are aveilable in this range.

Last of all, we come to another American firm, Thomas Industries
of Shawnee, Oklohoma who have a very comprehensive renge of Americen
Civil Wer figures and cguipment in the smaller 20mm scale. Included
among thelr lists of guns are Coehorn llortars, famous Civil War weap-
ons of Vickxburg, Petersburg and other sieges.

"GUNS REVIEW", It deals with siege guns of the Nepoleonic Wers.

I em also told that in the December issue of "GUNS AND AMMUNIVION™
there is an interesting erticle on Admirsl Deblgren, the American
Civil War Naval Gunnery expert.

Bill Gunson has constructed a gadget to decide artillery fire
results. A length of +" tubing (from a model railwey shop). equal in
length to the range of the gun is supported on two strong wire bipods -
one each end - so that it stands 2" sbove the table top. The tubing
is marked off along its length with 6" sections and each 6" section
is sub divided dinto 6 x 1" subdivisions.

When a gun fires, you stand the tube with one end over the gun,
end pointing along the line of its barrel. You select your target,
and will see that one of the 6" sections is over the target. You then
throw a dice, end if the dice shows 4 for example, you use the sub-
division merk of 4 to mark the centre of your burst circle. This is
easily mede from wire, being 2" diameter for canister. All men within
the burst are cesualties. Tor counter battery fire, & direct hit is
required to knock out an enemy gun, though crew members can be knocked
off when bursts reach them. For solid shot firing (round shot) you
merely follow the track of the tubing, and do not use a burst circle.
