But who cnn mnke g ood rules 
when h e has never t h ou g ht of somethin g thc t somebody on the other 
side of the Atlo ntic fe els is the most import a nt factor to be 
conSidered. To g ether these two could g o somepla ce. v7 ith help 
from others ther e is no t ellin g wh a t mi g ht h opp e n.

Tho others sOOnJ to vary betweon 3 and 
4 p er I1inute - a rnte of one in 20 or 1 in 15. Even two per ninuto 
is a r ate of ono in 30 seconds. There SeGDS to be n considornble 
disorepanoy hore - CEm anyone suggest a so l ut ion? 



ARTILLERY "KARPUT"

In cO!llll!enting on Peter Gouldcsbrough' s Artillery articl e may 
I dioagrce 011 two basic points in this. I Ccgree thnt gencrally 
guns were riOt destroyed, tr.ey Vlere damaged llo\lever and 8. \'iarganers 
Rul cs must allow for this fact. A hit 011 tho gun might lmock P. 
wheel off as wcll as killing some of the ere,! and it should be 
out of action for somo movCD . 

In my rules when a Howitzer hit hns been obt2,ined, e. dice is 
thrown - 1 or 6 damage is D1e.de on the gun and a gunner. A 2 is 
2 gunners hit; 3 - 3 gW1llers hit; 4 - 4 gurillers hit; 5 - 5 gW1llcrs 
hit. A Houndshot hit is dices. as for )-!owit zer but 1 or 6 damage 
is made on the gun only. A 2 - 1 gunncr hit; 3 - 2 gUll.l'lers hit i 
4 - 3 gunners hit; 5 - 4 gunners hit. A further dicc is thrown 
to determine the ':1UT:1ber of mO'ves the gun is out of action (1 to 6) 
during which time it cannot moye or fir e and there must be at l east 
3 gunners at i t to effect repair. The hit gu~~ers he.ve a savi~~ 
throw of 4, 5 or 6 in the open, one 2.dded. for cover. 

As over half the gun crew were specinlists, their duties 
could not be tol,en over by Line Infantry and accordingly my rules 
allow for 2 Inf8.ntrymen each gun to replace ensualties without 
effecting the ]'iring or I"ovement. I n -;ny organisation an Arti l lery 
piece whether Fiel d, Horse or Siege is crowed by 1 Offic e r and 5 
men (ono gun and crew repres ents a Battery). A gun will continue 
to op eratc fully so long as 4 Artillerymen rel'laini with 3 Art illery 
mcn and at lcast 2 Line Infantrymen it will function at half rate 
only 8.nd with 2 Artille rymen and at l enst 4 Line Infantrymen will 
function nt quarter rat e only . \lith under 2 Artillerymen , a gun 
Ce.11ll0t be fired but it can be moved with the assistance of Line 
Infantryr:wll . 

I f the rul es allo", guns to be ro- cre'..red by Infantry , thore 
is no point in f i ring count er battery, picking off the crews with 
Lie;ht Troops or sabering the crc'..rs to the limbers.

Peter Gouldesbrough says: "I am now conv inced by the various 
writers in the Newsletter that it was possible for infantry in line 
to repulse cavalry, though I still think it was rare. I now have 
a single rule for cavalry attacks on formGd infantry. If thG 
infantry are in square they get an automatic weighting of 2. Other­
wise the cavalry get the same weighting of 2. Of course these 
weightings can be increased or reduced if superior numbers or slope 
are involved. 

I've been mee.ning for some time to 'trail my coat' vii th the 
enclosed. I hope you can us e it. 

I' m a little disappointed to sec that your battle of Hastings 
is to be strictly historics.I. I'd rather hoped the Saxons might

Bruce Conard says: "As long ao there is 2. controversy on the 
question of whGthGr or no t to have battle reports or not, I might 
as well throw in my two c ents (or shillings). 

I am in favour of battle reports in the News letter. They 
liven up the magazine. In recent is sues the Newsletter haD started 
to become repeditive. All I Dec is articles on how fast a horse 
can trot in a certain length of time and I have seen few places 
where a Vlargamer has put his rules into 'practice'. I am on Dan's 
side when it comes to the controversy of 'realism vs. a good game'. 
But to get back to the subject at hand, a battle report stirs my 
immagination much more than a lecture on the good and bad pOints 
of a cavalry charge. I have received a lot of good ideas from 
Table Top T2.lk' s battle reports, of Jack's 1890 gameD. T· think 
that many people get in a rut when it comes to playing their g8~es. 
What they need is to read of how others are fighting their battles 
and they will sec nevr ideas on tactics, layout, and they may even 
see other periods that might interest them. (I pity those 'gamers 
who arc so wrapped up in refighting Waterloo that they have never 
used any 'flats' to fight a war between Rome and Greece). Oh well 
I guess that I'm in the middle of 8. controversy now, I think I've 
made enough people mad at mc I'd better quit."
