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DISPENSING WITH DICE.

Some correspondents to the "Newsletter" have recently expressed dis-
approval of dice in wargemes, and alternative suggestions have been L the
use of tiddly wink counters or tables of random numbers. The latter are
certainly more scientific in approach, but little appears to have been
said regarding their use or where such tables may be obtained. They are
used mainly in statistical studies for obtaining random samples, and may
be found in various text books on statistics. A more readily available
source of these tables is to be found in the lists of Premium Bond winners
published in the newspapers every month. A word of warning 1s necessary
here as the lists themselves are not strictly speaking in random order,
although each six figure number is a random number. If the numbers having
the same prefix are crossed out, then for all practical purposes a table
of random numbers is left and is quite suitable for the present purpose.

The columms of numbers should preferably be pasted on to a sheet of
stout card for ease of handling, and a small piece of card, about 1 inch
long and sufficiently wide to cover one column, will be required for each
column. These pieces of card serve to cover up the numbers which are
likely to turn up next and to mark the last numbers used. During each
mnove before using the tables, it will be necessary to determine where to
start reading the numbers. Any of the following methods may be used ac-
cording to cholce; +the numbers may be read consecutively, the last digit
may indicate how far down the column to go to the next number, or a pack
of playing cards could be cut. Since the numbers are in practically ran-
dom order, the actual method is largely unimportant.

The big advantage of random numbers over dice is that ten, instead
of six, digits are available, and that once the starting point in the
colurm has been decided all numbers can be read offconsecutively without
wasting time shaking dice. OSince the system is a decimal one, it might
be found more convenient to work on the metric system for ranges and
moves., When firing volleys, the fire of each man can be taken into
account simply and quickly. <Similarly skirmishers can fire individually,
and each man's prowess in a melee can be determined without the need for
interminable dice rolling or considering groups of five men, and having to
account for the odd men by a different method. Again, as far as artillery
is concerned, the rules for fire normally used can be employed. Hit
values and saving throws will need to be suitably amended to take into
account the extended range of digits now available.

DTFced mechanisms, megazines and
various mounts and accessories are liberally illustrated with con-
temporary prints and drewings. The many cempaigns which saw Gatling's
employed arc described, and some of the illustrations will sugzest
meny possibilities to the ardunt wargamer. There is also a des-
cription of Project Vulcan and the Gatling-type weapons now in the
U.S.armory.

AGe of Great Guns, by Frank I.Comparate. The Stackpole Compeany,
Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, 17105, copyright 1965, #11.95. A brief

description cannot do justice to this book. It gives & brief summary @

of the development of guns up to 1800, and then covers the rise of
the Great Guns in various major countrics, down to date. The
bibliography and footnotes will provide ample room for personal re-
secarch by any gun buff who buys this book. Lxperimental weapons,
fire centrol methods, the future of tube-type artillery and even
powder design are covered. While more for the military historian
than the wargamer, this has information hard to find elsewhere.

Artillery Through the Ages, by Major Phillip H.Stcvens, U.s.Army.
Franklin Watts, Inc., 575 Lexington Avenue, Few York, N.Y., 10022,
copyright 1965, $5.95, Don't gct this confused with the booklet of
the same name by Albert Mamucy. This is one of the "Watts Landpower
Library" series, and it provides a good one-volume history of
artillery., Anti-aircraft, coastal artillery and modern developments
are included, and while it is not as all-inclusive as Mr.Comparate's
book, this one is certainly worth careful consideration.

An Introduction to British Artillery in North America, by S.James
Gooding. MNuseum Restoration scrvice, P.0.Box 2057, otation D,
Ottawa, Ontario, Canada, copyright 1965, 21.50. This gives a brief,
vet thorough run-down of the various types of guns used in Horth

America during the 18th and 19th centuries, along with their carriages,

implements, ammunition and mountings. The many illustrations and
diagrams should prove very useful to hebbyists who want to build or
customize their equipment. It also ineludes a photograph of a port-
able hot-shot furnace, end a report on the time nceded to properly
heat solid shot in it. ¥aval wargamers tekc note.

CASUALTY RATES

by.Hareld Gerey,

Reecent "Wewslctters™ heve contained a high proportion of rcally
intcrcsting suggcestions regarding rulcs and the various aspects of
battlecs which we arc trying to reproduce. This is surely onc of
the most important scrviccs which the magagzine ronders.

An article by Rod McArthur last Autumn dcaling with the enorm-
ous difficulty of hititing & target behind good cover, for example,
finally convinced me that the usual busincss of adding one point for
cover to the saving throw wasn't cnough. Men firing with almost
their wholc body protected shouldn't be shot down elmost as casily
as attackcrs in Lhe gpen. Hinally Iisctitled on giving Ll point for
soft cover such as hedges, fences ctc., and 2 points for hard cover
such as stonc wells, log breastworks and substantiesl buildings.
This, I find, gives you morc frecedom in & game sincce you can teke
risks in trying to hold somc strong points with weak forces whilst
using thc¢ gpare men in other scctors wherc attack promiscs better
results. Also, casualties arc kcpt within tolereble limits, so that
you get very little of that unlikely situation wvhere your 20-man or
24-man units arc cut down to threc or four survivors after onc charge
and melee. I thirnk it also makes scnse to add two points to morale
throws for pcople behind khard cover as well.,

I wonder if wargamers in gcneral want to keep casualties to a
minimum®? I've read a number of battle reports which give a picture
of utter massacrc, cven the winners being obviously rcduced to be-
low 50% of their strength. It's probebly just a matfer of personal
preference in each ecase, For myself, I prefer contests decided
largcly on moralc and troop concentration rather than on shooting
deeuracy. In. fact, for Some time T have been using, in addition (o
the cover rules mentioned earlier, 2 system of deductions from dice
throws for hits whereby 4 is deducted at long range, 3 at medium and
2 at closgc. As a result, casuslties come 2t a steady rate without
whole units being wiped out at a blow. Units can rectire and charge
again. Defeated armies march (or bolt) off the ficld in large
mmbers, meking the victory look morec imprcssive. American Civil




War battles perticularly bcenefit from thesc rules, as rcegards ob-
teining morc realism. DBoth sidcs madec cxtensive usc of hard cover,
and losscs pcr charge werc usually not calamitous - except for one
or two famous e¢xccptions!

It might be said that it would bec casier simplc to usc far
larger basic units, approaching the 48-mcn units uscd by Charlcs
Grant, ' But meny wargamcrs likc an 18-24 mcn unit, it is morc casily
movcd when using 20mm figurcs, and you can have a lnrﬂo varicty of
regiments instcad of a few very large oncs, and low-casualty rulcs
arc most uscful with such units.,

lielecs, however, arc an ewkward problem. The usual 2-round
mclece (to give cach side o chance I supposc) involving heavy casual-
tics is appropriate to periods such as the Amcricean War of Indcpen-
dence, when the British infentry made up for their less accurate
muskcts by doing grecat exccution with thc bayonet and butt once they
camc to grips, but is inappropriatec to wars like thc ACW, which were
besically shoot and run affeirs. Has anyonc found a ncw system on
which to base melee fighting for horsc-and-muskct wers?

Elcphants! Don, you put somc rulcs on clcphants into that book of
yours that arc very intcrcsting, but they leck somcthing. ZILlcphants
proved powcrful wdapons whercver the cnemy didn't know what to do
about thcm, but certain technigqucs generally rendered the things
more dangerous to fricnd than foc. When confrontcd by columns of
battlc clephants invariably went down thc lancs instead of charging
homc., At Vama all of Hannibal's clcphents, not half of them (as
undcr your rules) wendcrcd up and down the Roman intervals bcecoming
more panic stricken as timc went on until they finally chargced back '
at thc Carthagenians. Hannibal's infantry was dravn up in a big
blob that the clephants didn't want to tangle with, so the big sluobs
attackcd the Carthaginian cavalry in an accidcntal manner.

listorian-Humorist Will Cuppy in his classic "Decline and Fall
of Fractically Evcrybody" rcmarks on thc fact that while Hannibal
was & rabid elcphant cnthusiest his clephants usually proved as much
of a liability as an assct, and in fact, once thc Romans got used
to thc darn things the elc ghuntu rarcly did anything constructive.,
Pat Condray.

R.Nightingill writes:- "In my rules, I have a2 rule concerning
surgeons. ©Say if a man is hit, then the following heppens if the
surgeon is less than 6% away: (a) To stop bleeding and set wounds
ctc., the surgeon must throw a 1 or 2. (b) Then, to save man's life,
the surgeon must throw 2, 3 of 4. If he (the surgeon) did not stop
the bleeding, etc., in thc first throw, then he has one less power
for the second throw to save the man's life. As I fight in the Horse
and Musket Period, I don't have to worry about ambulances, etc., all
that much. In this way qguite a few lives arc saved, though of course
the saved men may not fight during the rest of that battle, but in

a campaign, these saved men come in handy. This also gives some
realism to thc battle, I am surc more cxperienced wargamcrs could
widen the scope of this rule."
