The two princiual scal es I use are 4mm . to the foot (which I will 
now call 20mm.) and"5mm. to the foot ( 3Omm.) The smaller "20" mm. 
scal e I usc fits Hinton Hunt, ~1iniature Figurines and Civil ViaI' Ai r ­
fix. The larger scale fits Spencer- Smith plastic figures and "Willie" 
figures, and can be stretched down a little to take in the Stadden 1" 
Crimean figures. Scruby 20mm. figures are smaller than those listed 
above and if I had to ma."ke any artill ery for these I would work to 
3.5mm. to a foot. The Stadden "30" rum. f i gur es are larger than those 
30mm types shown above and for these I have made guns at 5.5mm to the 
foot. 

A light field gun or horse gun fl!70m the Napoleonic period up to 
the 1860's would have wheels about 5ft. in diameter, and these would 
be quite light and thin compared to the fie ld artillery "heels of 
earlier times . The heavier pieces, up to siege guns, would have 
wheels g Emerally no larger in diameter, but the who l e wheel would be 
built on a more massive scale, with wide treads and heavy hubs. This 
also applies as one goes back in time, and in fact before about the 
mid 17- hundreds the light type wheels would only appear on the very 
small glUls, such as the 2 pdr. regimental pieces (but not 5' diameter) 
and on the l"~ and 3 pdr. galloper guns. Field howitzers "lOul d have a 
smaller diameter wheel than the corresponding f i eld gun , say, about 
If' diameter for a 6in. how. The heavi est s i ege howitzers still only 
had 5' whee lS, but they were immensely heavy and strong. 

There are so many sources of wheels suitable for model artillery, 
that no one except a dyed-in-the- woo l modelmaker would consider making 
his own.

"Weapons and Tactics - Hastings to llerlin" by Jack Weller (Nicholas 
Vane, 1966. 35s.-d-:)". 

Fervently believing vleller's first book ';Wellington in the 
Peninsula" (Nicholas Vane, 1962) to be ono of tho greatest military · 
volumes I have ever read, it took some time to get used to this ono 
because i t is completely difforent! But it grows on you and, after 
B- few chapters, its true value becomes apparent. 

Personally, I enjoyed most the first seven chapters which, in 68 
pages, reviews the entire story of warfare from the beginnings of 
time up to World War One. r-1y vmrgaming interests lie in the horse­
and-muske t period; I find vaguely irritating the immense diversity of 
complex modern weapons. rr.aybo becB-us e I have been on the recei ving­
end of them! 

The s e cond half of Weller's book deB-ls exclusively, and to a 
fantastic depth, with thc weapons that arm the world's armies of to­
day. liThilst this tends to arouse in mc a rathcr bewildered rCB-ction, 
I mil quite certain that the c,,unmsseur will regard this section as 
an oxciting authority without parallel. 

One can only stand back and gaze in awe B-nd admiration at '!Teller's 
industry and literB-ry B-bility, Americanized as it mB-y seem to British 
eyes. VJhilst, possibly unfairly, I do not think this book bears com­
pe.rison vii th ;;\1 ellin!:e;ton in the Pcninsula", it is a notable and uniqu~ 
achieve];lent that the "aficionado" of mo dern warf2crc will truly 
treasure.

','I e are a little lat e in reviewing the LlOSt r ecent Airfix con­
tribution to the wargaming worlcJ. This consists of two sets, each 
of 48 pieccs, of British and German inf3.ntry of "forld War I - thus 
opcning up a whole new panorama of wargaming in a f2.8cinating and 
hitherto little tried period. Both contain machine- gunners, advanc­
ing, marching, crawling, firing, standing 3:nd kncelin,-; riflemcn; 
there arc Signallers, first - aid mcn, a wiring party and officers . 
The German set has two officers in characteristic long overcoats, 
f lame t hrowers, soldiers surrendering, (vlhy none of these in the 
British box?) Bangalore torpedoes, 2,nd stick bombers. Both sets are 
moulded in coloured plastiC so that they need but'little painting 
and the detai l in both is excellent . As usual each set costs 2s. -d. 

Airfix have also sent me two nevI kits, one of the vlestland 
Scout helicopter and the other a Northrop F-5a Freedom Fi ghter. 
Hodernists "lill find them of great value . 

I have r eceived from Deltorama Ltd., (Bury Pulborough, Sussex) 
something which I think might well lead to a minor r evolution in 
wargames terrains. They arc called Bellona Battlefield Sets, made 
in grey p.v .c. sheets , there arc three each of which is a collection 
of emplacements . The first is a German gun howitzer pOSition, with 
amn. bays, foxhole with sand bags, pile of ammo and stores . The 
second is a Mortar position with aJl'JllO bay, slit trench, small sand­
bagged emplacement and the third is a British Field gun pOSition, 
sandbagged anti-tank emplacement, shell crater, group of 3 small 
bushes. Price is 3s .-d. per set . Postage and packing 9d. for one 
set, alfiClitional sets ordered at the same time 2d. i.e. four sets 
p. and p. is I s .3d. These 2,re light, will take rough handling [md 
can be pai nted vfi th Humb["ol enamel s; when compl eted they arc mos t 
realistic and a set of thr ee l eft around on the aver age Size table 
provides enough terrain for a very fair modern batt l e . It is hoped 
that Deltorama will bring out s i milar sets that may be used in other 
periods . 

I have r eceived a l eaflet dealing vii th Pyro Plastics; showing 
twelve different ship model kits of Aircraft Carriers and U . S . and 
Japanese Warships of \:forld War II and only 50c each (or the equi va­
lent in English shops) these arc a, good buy for the Naval wargamer. 
If you have difficulty in gett ing them in Gr eat Britain they can be 
obtained from Carl Johnson who advertises in this Nagazi ne.

Those wargamers interested in realistic terrain will do vlell to 
write to Edward Exl ey Ltd., The Ridge, Eaton Hill, BastoVl, Derbyshire 
for his catalogue of various scenic it ems such as bark, co l oured 
materials and plastic it ems for making hills etc.

Each book 
was readily supplied by its publisher and has been r ead by :the Editor 
in compiling the narration that will accompany the public re- const ruc­
tion of the· Bi'lt tle of Hastings that takes place i n Hastings during 
the summer. 

The Norman Conguest by R.R.Darlington PH.D. ,F.B.A . , (Univers i ty of 
London, Athlone Press, 1963 . 4s. - d. ) 

Thi s is the Creighton lecture in History 1962 and deals with 
s ocial condit i ons in Anglo- Saxon England both pre- and post - Conquest . 
It h as little of military inter est, although of considerable authority 
i n it s own field. 

'>li lliam I and the Horman Conguest by Frank Barlow. (English 
universities Press Ltd. 1965. 12s.6d .) 

This excellent little book is one of the Teach Yourself History 
s eri es and offers an authorativc, uncontroversial and very readable 
sour ce of reference for the events indicat ed by the title. ViarGamers 
will find the chapters dealing with "r1ili tary Soci et y and t he Art of 
War" and with the actual battle, to possess information and advic e 
that could r evo lutionis e their Anci ent period wargaming. 

1'he Norman Conauest by Henry Loyn . (Hutchinson University Library. 
1965 . 15s. - d . ) 

Emphas i ses soc i al aspects r ather t han mi l itary, nevertheless, 
there is a satisfying calm confidenc e about the book ' S opinion of the 
tact ica l merits of the r especti ve l eader s. For exampl e , " •.. it is 
agr eed that Harold met in Wi l li am a commander abler than himself both 
in judgement of immediat e tactical situations and in gener a l st ra­
t egic g r asp ... iI and "Harold .... fails to arouse, despite his death at 
the hands of the effici ent Vlilli e..m , those f ee lings of pity which 
tragedy demands . The Go l den Warrior has been created in the poetic 
imagination; the historical r ecord has --li ttle room for himH

Thi s does not indicat e personal prejudice on my part towards 
Har old ; suffice to say that after r eading all thes e bool{s, and in 
spi te of his gl orificE'.tion in Hope Muntz ' s "The Golden Warrior", one 
i s sti l l not quite sure about the Saxon king and h i s true motives. 

A Conauest of England by R. J .Adam . (Hodder and Stoughton. 1965 . 
30s . - d.) 

A ca lm and knowledgeable book that competently bgl gnces the 
pr o ' s and con's of the events under di s cuss ion.

Written by a highly comp e t ent p r of oss i onal writer rathe r than a 
specialist on the period, this book has a r efr eshing " journalistic" 
qU8.1i ty that nakes it different to the other s . Mr. Furnoaux intro­
duces 2. nUI:lber of controversial ang les , offoring thcm as conj e ctures 
or surmises i~uch in the manner of a war corrospondent r eporting a big 
battle. I n fact, the writer "intcrvi ews " the chronicler Wace (who . 
wrot c e n t he bnttle a hundr ed years later) and draws many of his con­
clUSions fron \face's possibly debatab l e account . 

All in all, a very r eadabl e and. interesting book but what a pity 
tha t the "model" battlefi eld was not set up by an experienced W2-r­
gamer using 2.n increased nUElber of accur8.te fi gures ins t ead. of 
Britain's ;'Swoppetts":
