A DAY". 

This is a dramatised but, he says, "£'.uthentic" story of two years 
in the life of the 16th Tho queen's Lancors - culminating in the battle 
of Aliwa l when tho British Army in Incl.ie. W2.S fiGhting the first Sikh 
war of 1846 . 

Mr. Featherstone's aim has boen historical r .econstruction right 
dovm t o tho saddle blanket. His eoncern in the past has with 
stratogy and tactics, now he has joyfully taken the opportunity of 
throwing in blood ['.nd guts as well. 

The question is, has it workcd? Has the author's next step beon 
a measured, disciplined, yet easy swinging one? 

I think it has. 

His battle des criptions are mad.e with zest and though not qUi to 
of th8 quality that rema ins long in the memory, thoy do jerk the 
imag in2.tion. But the effect of his research - the revelation of small 
details about the soldierc' lives, the placing of th8 men who snatched 
a piece of history - these things ar8 reEmrkably clear and lasting. 

Hr. F88.therstone has brought to sturdy lif e not only a textbook 
battle, fought with brilli<:mce on the English Side and bravery on both 
sides, but also the feeling of the period. It has b8en done fairly 
swiftly so far as the narrative goes. The story runs to 120 pages and 
thero are 75 pages of notes, yot both sectionc take us a long way. 

Almo st certainly lir. Fe2.therstone is a romfmtie. One can imagine 
his pulse racing as he sits his writing chair as thou;:?;h it wore a hors8 
t2Jcing h i m straight to the I20uths of the field guns . But he off8rs no 
cOElfortable illusions to ctay-at-hom8 warriors. 

Thes.e British soldiers of Mr. Feathorstone' s ro-creation are 
despised by the people they fiGht for, ground down by barrack boredom 
and barrack filth, subject8cl to dis8ase, shortage of food, the lash 
and yet ... ! 

It is th8 "and yet" that inter8sts Mr.Featherstone. It will 
intorost many others, too.

The British Broadcasting Corporation have a series of well 

illustrated handbooks concerning British history, issued in connec­
tion with Radio for Schools. They sell at 9d. each and the one I 
have in front of me as I write has a front page picture, in colour, 
of Wolfe storming Quebec. 

A v1811 known English historian is R.Evrart Oakeshott F.S.A., "ho 
is writing a series of half a crown booklets for Ian Allan the 
publishers of London. They are entitled "Adventures in Battle" and 
number one deals with Hastings. This boeklet is well illustrated 
in black and white and gives a large amount of detail of arms, 
uniforms, maps, battle di8~r3ms, together with a most a ccurate and 
realistic story of the battle . It is reported on the back page that 
further volum(;s will be No. 2 - Jutland; No. 3 - reTe.rston Moor; and 
No .4 - Gettysburg. At this ridiculously 10Vi price these books are 
tho finest value I have seen for many a long day . 

The publishers of the loc"-l l1eVTSpaper in Hastings , Hess rs F. J . 
P,,-rsons Ltd., Observer Buildings, He.stings , Sussex, England, have 
issued a copy of the Hastinc:s Observer for October the 16th, 1066, 
at tho price of 2s .6d. Printed on a stiff paper, this "Ancient" 
newsp,,-per records a ll the latest news of the Battle of Hastings, 
vri th "- big front page headline HAROLD KILLED HI Battle near Hastings . 
This is a very novel and interesting publication and has been very 
well documented . It is strongly recOlnJ'lended. 

I have received a numbcr of catalogues from book-sellers well 
known to readers of this mage.zine. The first is from A.A.Johnston 
\'Tho advertises in the Newsletter and whose list is always full and is 
always very tempting. It makes one 'dish one was very rich~ Another 
list has been received f:FOll Iren Trotman of 3 Ash Close, Naphill, 
Hi gh 'Jycombe, Bucks, England, similarly full of books of interest to 
Vlargamers and mi litary collectors. Alick Fletcher l ate of Hindsor 
has nOH moved to Guildford and his address is 2 Guildford Park R02.d, 
Guildford, Surrey, England" he issues quite a nice little list and 
it is often possible to pick up bookS for which one has boen looldng 
Vii thout success, however, in other places. Brian Billing of 2 Bridge 
View, RQy Head Road , 11aid.erL'lead, Berkshire, Eng land, has a l so sent me 
a list which contains some history and military books. 

Patrick Griffith of Corpus Christi College, Oxford, tells mo that 
he is taking adv2.ntage of the librfl.ry facilities at Oxford to build up 
his knowledge of Napoleonic tactics in the hope that he will be able 
to find out "That really made for victory or defeat in those days. He 
says that he hl'.s found Colonel Ardent Du Pice:' s book "Battle Studies" 
particularly stimulating as an attempt to reach the psychology of 
the soldier at the moment of battle. 

Newell Ch=berlin writes:- "The ' .American Forts Series' published 
by Prentice-Hall of New York City has added a third volume to its con­
templated multi-volume series of histories of forts vrhich played a 
part in the development of the United States I'nd, presumably, North 
America. The present volUl'18, 9)~t_t.~..r~_s.. __ F..9_:r:t--=_G-'1.~~W.2;Y: _to_._t.l.l& Yol.Cl 
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Field~ by Oscar Lewis ($6 . 95), deals, as the title indicates, with 
the fort bui l t by John A. Sutter, a man who envisioned an empire in 
California. Unlike the other volunes in the series , volumes which 
deal with milit ary operations etc., this one has as its mai n pOints 
the developElent of California, tile eClrly pioneers and the fabul ous 
Go l d Rush of 1849 . The other tyro vo lumes in the series - Guns at the 
Fo:rlcs , by Walter 0 ' Meara , a vohune which deal s with the Frencii--and 
Indi an Wars and the Briti sh-Col oni al American atteElpts to cap ture 
Fort Duquesne, and L~~~~~2yrg~~y~ to a Continent, by Fairfax Dovmey 
(the subject Elatter here is obvious) are nore military. Both a r e 
well done, as is Oscar Lewis ' volume. The series as a series has 
much to recol'lr.lend it and one hopes that future vo l umes will, perhaps, 
l end themsel ves to the less knovm forts which had so much t o do with 
the military history of North America . 

. 'J'he Art of Victory: The Life and Achievements of Field He.rshal 
.~uyoF2Y., by Philip Lo ngworth (~~. ~7.50) is originall y an Eneli sh 
biography, the first in many decades , of the great 18th ccntur y 
Imperi a l RUSSian soldicr. vlhile mos t of Suvorov's campai gns were 
fought against ill- equipped and usually nationalistic groups such as 
the Polish r ebels, many of his battles were won aeninst the Turks in 
Catherine the Gr eat ' s Turkish VIars . In the last yeHrs of his illus­
trious life Suvorov di d yooman work against the forccs of the French 
in Switzerland and Italy. The value of this book, other than its 
bringing to light a general of note, li es in the author' s s truss on 
Suvorov's training techniques and relatively modern app r oach to 
tactics. This is a most interesting and valuable book. 

I n paperback (in the States) is an edit ion of Frank Ric),iar d's 
"Old Soldiers Never Die" (Berkel ey , 75c), an account of four ye'2.rs in 
\'/W 1. Richards served in the 20. Battalion, Royal We lch Fusiliers, 
and his narrative is one of the outstanding personnal accounts of 
trench warfare yet to be published in thi s revival of interest in the 
Great War" . 

1fT. Thurbor writes: " Have you come ecross "25 Centuries of Se!'. 
Warfe.re" by Jacques I1andel just published in an English trnnslation 
by Souvenir Press? It gi ves a sUllwary of sea warfare from SalamiS 
to T-lidway . Being by a Frenchman it has :0. rather different angle from 
English writers, or from r';uhan. 

It has a lot of plates and dr awi ng, and "ri ll I think be of in­
terest to Nav'2.1 Vlargamers." 

Paul Keska writes: "In the book 'Lif e of Lord Lynedoek' by A18x 
M. Delaroye, printed in 1880 by Richardson and Co . of Pe.ll Nall, 
London, which is the published papers of Thomas Graham on pnge 760.
