AUSTRIAN AWD RUSSIAN COLUMNS.

In the May Newslettcr Fred H, Vietmeyer asks if the Austrians
and Russians used columns of attack in the Napoleonic period. My
information on this subject comes, as usual, from Dr.Herbert
Schwarz's useful bock on fighting formations of infantry in Central
Furope.

The column of attack was apparently introduced into the Austrian
Army as part of the reforms of the Archduke Charles., Dr.Schwarz's
references suggest that it was first used about the period 1806-8.
The Austrian infantry battalion of six companies was also organised
in three 'divisions' of two companies each. The column of attack
(Bataillonsmassc) was formed by placing the 'divisions' onc behind
the other. It could be formed ecither from line or from the column
of mancecuvre cn a conpany front. If formed from line the column of
attack had the middle 'division' in front. If formed from the column
of manceuvre it had the first 'division' in front. Curiously enough,
when it comes to describing thc Austrian squere, Dr.Schwarz shows it
o8 being formed from the column on a conpany front.

The references to the Russian columns are not guitec so clear.
The sources recliecd on date from the middle of the 19th century, but
they stress the continuity of Russian practice from the begimming of
-the century until during or after the Crimcan War. Dr.Schwarz des-
cribes quite a variety of columns formed from the Russian battalion
of four companies. In the case of columns on a company or platoon
(helf company) front there is a distinction between the open and closec
column. In the open column the colour-party stands in the niddle of
the front line, leaving & gap behind it Through the niddle of “the
column., In the close colunn the colour-party stands beside thc
column and the right-hond and left-hand halwes of the column are
closed in on cach other.

Dr.Schwarz is not quite clecar as to which is the colunn of
attack, but he seecns to suggest, as one would expect, that it was the
colunn of companies, His sourccs show two methods of forming this
colunn. In line the twe platoons of the elite company stood on the
right and left flanks. The column of companies could be formed be-
hind the two middle platoons of the line {(bclonging to differcnt
companics). In this case the two platoons of the elite company
brought up the rear. But the column could also be formed behind the
two right-hand platoons of the line (one belonging to the elite
company). In this case thc other platoon of the elite conpany would
form' the left-hand half of the rear line of the column. The source
guoted shows this type of colunn as an open one with the colour-
party in the middle and large intervals between the lines.
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WHAT'S NEW?

Merberlen Ltd, mamufacturers of the Bellona serics of wargames
accessoriecs, have just issued a further two sets of Bellona battle-
fields. MNumber BB 7 consists of & sct of seven emplacements com-
prising a slit trench, an anti tank emplacement, a shell crater, a
fox hole, a sandbagged fox hole, a2 small emplacement, a stack of
ammo boxes and stores while BB 8 is & large circular emplacement
with a fallen tree and a small emplacement. These excellent pieces
of terrain, which are light, cheap and easily and realistically
peinted, have been mentioned before in the Newsletter. They sell
for 3%s.-d.each, plus 94. postage, and are a very good buy. The same
group have also put out & new model church including gravestones at
17s.~d. whilst the latest in their Scries Seven of Bellona military
vehicle prints consists of details of the Pzkpfw IITI F, the M.41
Gorilla, the SU 85, and the Sherman VC Firefly. These prints sell
at 4s.,-d. a series and arc excellent and accurate for the modernist.
If you haven't alreedy had it scnd to Merberlen Ltd, Hawthorn Hill,
Bracknell, Berks, for a scenic model catalogue enclosing a 64 stamp.

The next two items could also be classified under the beading
of 'Books' but I feel that they are new and possibly better fitted
to be in this section.

Modern Fighting Vehicle - an organisation which publishes a
well done booklet every other month (6 issues - $2.00). It has made
an interesting set of notes on capabilities, etc,, of armoured
vehicles.,

"Kamph' (battle) 8832.182nd Place, Hollis, N.X. 11423, U.S.A.,
hes published a 5% x 85 20 page booklet on "Ardenness Offensive
1944-45", It deals, in detail, with the events just before and
during thc Battle of the Bulge. The organisation and composition of
the opposing armies are carefully described down to the last tank and
ertillary piece in each division. The dommentary is supplemented
with maps and diasgrams.

Availeble in April will be "PFrance 1944" and "German War Produc-
tion, 1939-45", The former lists, trace the location of appraise
each German ground Division during War II -~ there were about 400,
Cost is $1.00 - on orders of more than one the rest are 754.

The big attraction this month is undoubtedly the cxtensive new
range of Ancient Wargames Figures in 20mm scale put out MINIATURE
PIGURINES., They are listed in full clsewhcre in these pages but the
mere cold print in no way does them justice - I have scen them and
was rcally enthralled by the wondcrful colour and sense of action
that they displayed. Ancient figures have ncver been very adequately
available, with the exception of Hinton Hunt's Normans and Saxons and
Jack Scruby's range in the "smaller" 20mm group. When Neville
Dickinson is able to put out the cavalry, camels, War elephants,
Chariots, siege engines which he promises, the Wargasnmer will have a
nost attractive and exciting new sphere of operations. Ancient
Wargeming covers a period of over a thousand years and the scope is
literally linitless; Neville Dickinson is to be congratulated on his
foresight in turning out such a large range of figures so quickly and
at such economical prices.

Telking of new figures, I have now received sanple groups from
the off-beat range of 30umm figures put out by COMMAND POST of 760
West Emerson, Upland, Celifornia 91786 U.S.A. Run by Georgc Van
Tubecrgen, COMIAND POST is a home-centred business conducted in
leisure hours and specializes in unusual 30mn wargames figures.

If you arec interested in adding colour to your game, try some
of Gecorge's mad mullahs, or his African porters:; how about an
Imerican Civil War Naval landing party or some civilians (including
luscious dencing girls) to be rescucd from the rebellious natives?

Command Post can supply all these at very rcasonable priccs - I
recormend that you send for their catalogue.

care what unit we end up with as long as there is one!

I fight cemes over figbtitious terrains to sce what I could have
done over that terrain with an army of the period. I wish to
organisc the armmy I will usec in the way I want, and for this a
standerd unit is very useful. There is absolutely no point in pre-
tending thet you think the same as Napecleon and use armies orgeniscd
on the geme basis as his. The troops should be there tc be used in
the best way you think possible.

On the other hand, when T fight a campaign over the terrain of
the period, with an exact scale nodel of the arny used, I am lrying
to find what I would have done in that commandcrs shocs - what mis-
takcs he nade and why. DNow therc is no point in fighting this sort
of genc over a fictitious terrain, and, I quco with Mr.Henderson,
with non-conpenicd regiments. But, IF HE EAD BOTH ERED TO READ IT
PROFERLY, Mr.Henderson would have uoon 555 at I tried to bring e
out in my article with the example of thc linitations of French
Fapoleconies firing in three ranks.

I did not mention the Non-conpanicd regiment in my articles; I
distinctly said IT IS NCT WORTH THE TROUBLE ‘EXCEPT IN RDCOHSTRUGTIOHS'
I hope I have nade my point about the non-rcconstruction ganme above.

I don't think anyone cen arguc with the offlccr/non,broportlonu
guggested, a8 all well known gamcrs use about ten nen to an officer.
The beauty of any sort of a standardised unit d4s thet one can use it
freely; Mr.Henderson says he likes big reginents; fair enough, he can

Newell Chamberlin writes: '"MODERN WAR IN MINIATURE, by Michael F¥.Korns
is a new an interesting approach to wargaming in the contemporary
genre using tanks, aircraft, etc. While Korns' approach to wargaming
per se may be a little bit too much like the grandiose "games" fought
in staff and command schools with umpires and the like, with some
slight variations it could be adapted to the average wargaming group.
Of grcat value, however, are the various statistical tables Korns
includes in his book. These cover fire-power of various modern
weapons; armement and speed of tanks, cannon and so on. The book is,
on the whole; more valuable as a compendium of statistical information
than as a book on wargaming per e, Readers interested in the modern
period (1939ff) will find Mr.Korns' book of much interest; wargamers
with a penchant for "realism" will find the book invaluable. The book
is available from Mr.Korns, M & J Research Co., 1607 West 24th - Box
2, Lawrence, Kansas, U.S.A., 66044.

The Grenadier - (Bulletin of the Cheltenham Wargames €lub
published by C.Beaumont and C.Cregg at 120 Bath Road, Cheltenham).

These two page duplicated
bulletins seem to me to typify oll that is lively sbout a gathering
of young Wergamers. There are Club announcements; reports on war
games and ideas for rules, model meking conversions etc. Other Clubs
would do well to see the Grenadier.

Model Boots - July 1966 (monthly. 35s.-d. v.a. from 13-35
Bridge Street, Hemel Hempstead, Herts). Article on Effingham class
of heavy cruisers in their "fighting fleets in miniature number 4
series", including plans of vessel together with their history. This
megazine invariably seems to have something of interest to Ancient
fans and in this issue is an illustrated article together with plans
for meking a Greek Trireme.

Slingshot - July 1966 (Bl—monthly, the official magazine of the
Society of Ancients, subscription 25s.- per ennum to Tony Bath, 11
King Edward Avenue, Southamptcn) A “bu per" sized edition which in-
cludes articles on the leading Generals of ancient times; lledieval
Sieges as a Wargame; Artlllurv of the Ancients; a History of Roman
Legions; Syrﬂcuue 415 B.C,; & battle report on an ancient wargame;
the Mongols; Morale of an01ent troops; a Simple Map Campaign plus
book reviews, usual features and details of a Waergemes Tournament on
a national basis.

Savaze and Soldier - (Bi-monthly. S4 00 per annum. Doug
Johnsorn, 10 Overbrook Drive, St.Louis 24, Mo. U.S.A.) This is a
megezine put out by the Colonial Wargemes Society of America and deals
with colonial campaigns throushout the sges of all nations. For
example, in the January edition is a Chronology of French Colonial
Warss; details of books and model coldiers and various rules for war
gemers together with a plan for making a German river gun-boat of the
19th Century. The March 1966 edition contains an artiXle on Zulus;

a story of The Desert Pight of Abu Klea of 1885; plans for a French




river gun-boat of the 19th Century and other informetion perteining
to Colonial Wars.

The Soldier Moagazine — June 1966. (Monthly - 21s.-d per. annum.
43% Holloway Road, London N.7.). This is a secmi-official magazine
of the British Army and is well turned out and profusely illustrated.
Although 1t deals mostly with the modern army and modern operations
it also has some interesting articles on battles and units of the
past. For exsmple in this edition there is an article on the
Regimental history of the Royal Ulster Rifles. The book reviews are
always very well done.

Tradition - No.15. (Bi-monthly - £3.68.-d, per ammum. P.0.Box
160, 44 Dover Street, London W.1l.). A beautiful covered issue show-
ing Prench Horse Artillery of the Imperial Guard, An illustrated
article of the dress of an Infantry Subaltern in the 1860's; an
illustrated article on the uniform of the Scots Greys in 1839;
Brigadicer Peter Young's "Random Shots": book reviews:; an article on
the dress of the two Royal Field-Marshals; details of the Royal
Artillery's 250th Anniversary cclebrations; a continuation of the
history of the 33rd East Prussian Pusiliers in the War of 1870;
detalls of dress of British Infantry Officers in the Peninsular
Campaign; part two of Charles Grant's illustrated article of The
Wer Game; illustrated article on the Death's Head Hussars 1741 to
1808; illustrated notes on the uniform of the Alwer Lancers of 1897
and the 7th Hussars 1808; and illustrated details of the uniform of
French Voltigeurs in the Peninsular together with other Prench Army
uniforms of the period. As usual brilliantly put out, wonderfully
informative and something that we should all have - an ideal "luxuxry"
bresent to ourselves once per annum. veriously, one can pay three
or four guinecas per annum to belong to a semi-military society of
one sort or another and receive only six copies of a vastly inferior
magazine to Tradition.
