


















































WAR-GAMING CASTINO STYLE

Tbere have been many articles in thc Newsletter dealing with
systems of war-gaming, but I cannot recollect ever having seen one
explaining how a roulette wheel can be used.

Although I am still msking modifications to my own system at
present, I have already found it to be superior to dice and cards,
for it combines the advantages of both. Dice are simple to use, but
unless one employs a large number of them (thereby losing their ad-
ventage of simplicity), they provide only a small range of results.
Cards, numbercd one to a hundred for cxample, provide a wide range
of results so that thecories of probability can be used, but they have
to be constantly re-shuffled to achieve an unbiased result.

A roulette wheel, however, provides a range of thirty-seven
numbers and is very easy to use. I have already formulated a system
of firing, which works as follows:

It is first neccessary to assign to each particular type of missile
employed in a given situation an average result, and then all the in-
formation can be tabulated. To show how this works, I have re-pro-
duced my own firing table which is for Ancients circa third century B.C.

Troops firing Tryops fired at
Heavy troops Mediym troops Light troops
Range
Long Medium Short Long ledium Short Long Medium Short
Javelin men - 20% 40% - 305 507 - 40% 60%
Archers - 20% 409 10%  30% 50% 20%  40% 60%

Tach of these figures represents the percentage of hits scored by
the troops who are firing. For example, ten archers firing at long
range against light troops have an aversge of 20%, therefore on aver—
age two of the archers would scorec hits.

This is the aversge result, which occurs only if the ball lands
on a red number on the roulette wheel (a 50% chence). If the ball lands
on & black number; then the wheel is spun a cecond time and fluctuations
on the average are cstimated thus:

31-3% +30% 10-18 -10%
19-24 +20% 25=-30 -20%
0-9 +10% 34-36 ~30:

All that is necessary, then, in any given situation, be there ten
or one hundred men, is either one or two spins of the roulette wheel
and a guick calculation. I should think the system is adaptable to any
period. But one word of warning before you all rush out and buy your
roulette wheel - let your opponent buy it. I always find in the West-
Country group that I'm accused of fiddling mine! Anyway, it's about
time we had a change from dice!

Pwvo well known and experienced Wargamers, Charles Grant and Brian
Baxter have both been doing their best to propogate the hobby.

Charles writes:i- "I had a very interesting experience last Sunday
afternoon when I was invited to give a talk on the Wargeme to the
Model Maker Society at the Duke of York's Military School here in
Dover.

This involved explaining the mysterics of a modern geme (I
thought this would be more to the liking of the audienceg to about a
score of thirteen-fourteen year olds, who made up in practically un-
controllable enthusiasm what they lacked in expertise, If you can
picture about twenty or so replicas of "Just William" clustered round
a ten fect squarc table, clembering over it at times, yelling questions
at me and insults and threats at cach other, you've got a fair idea of
what treanspired. Very interesting to scc how the different kids re-
acted in their own way, some thoughtful and careful, others qguite wild
and with only the haziest idea of what it was all about. We used
Airfix stuff made up by the youngsters, some of it really very well
put together.

Whether any seeds feel on fertile ground was not immediately
apparent, but time will tell."

Brian Baxter, who is serving with the British Army in Cyprus,
organised a modern wargames demonstration for his comrades and for the
Press, Brian writes as follows:-

"However despite the fact that the bulk of the labour fell on a
few of us - mostly me - and that the players were hastily trained
novices and our audience was rather smaller than I had hoped for I
think we can count it as a succcss. The game lasted about 1% hours
and nonc of the audicnce went to sleep: From comments and suggestions
afterwards I think they took it all in.

What pleased me most was that the novices performed admirably and
the outcome and indeed the conduct of the attack werec tactically sound.
The cffect of a mass of moving armour, tanks and APC's, came over well.
The dice scemed to have a down on the defendecrs whose infantry anti-
tank weapons were of little value.,

The terrain brought forth most comment because it was made as a
permanent model as one might make the scene for a model railway layout.

We pecrfccted a system for mass producing fir trees ending up with
nearly 70 which geve us two fair size copses."

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LOOKING AROUND

ATRPIX MAGAZINE - August 1966. This issue contains an innovetion of
particular interest to Wargamers in the article by Chris Ellis dealing
with the conversion of Airfix model soldiers into figures of the 1914-
1918 War using different equipment to those in the standard Airfix
range. Ixperienced Wargamers know that there is literally no limit to
the conversions that can be made to the-already existing Airfix range
of figures, Chris Ellis ingeniously widens even that horizon. There is
also a very interesting article on vintage military vehicles of World
War I, the vehicle in question being an armoured truck converted by the
RNAS for the defence of Antwerp in October 1914. The correspondence
columns of this magazine reveal an ever increasing slant towards model
soldiers and wargaming. This megazine becomes more and more a 'must'
for the Wargamer.

DISPATCH - No.,27. July 1966, In addition to its usual features, this
megazine includes uniform detalls for the New South Wales Lancers; the
dress of infantry officers during the Zulu War, 1879; some interesting
information on military band records; a very comprehensive two pages on
the latest model soldiers. Another two on uniform plates; book notes,
plus a similar feature to the one you are reading at the moment. All
combine to make the Dispatch an amazing publication for a relatively
smell group and one that is invariebly full of interest and useful in-
formation.

THE GRENADIER - No.l4. August 1966. This is the Bulletin of the
Cheltenham Wargemes Club and announces in this issue that its members

are to shortly refight the Agincourt campaign, each member making up
forces from Airfix figures at the rate of 100 per member for the purpose.
In addition to Club announcements, there are details of a number of war-
gemes that have been fought together with some simple but useful rules
for fortifications in wargemes.

MODEL BOATS - August 1966. This contains an interesting article with a
plan for making the German World War I battleship S.M.S. Bayern. There
is also information for making the cruiser H.M.S. Eent of World War I.
This magazine will be found by the Naval Warcemer to be of the greatest
value.

SAVAGE AND SOLDIER - July 1966. Conteins deteils of some traditional
rules for "The German Wergeme" which, if for no other reason, much like
the French'Le Kriegspiel" rules indicate other and possibly more com-
plicated trends than those we use at present. There is an interesting
review of the film "Khertoum" which, although I found interesting, I dis-
agree with completely because the film made me bite my fingernails down
to the quick. Details of uniforms of Italian Colonial troops of 1889;
the story of the Battle of Abu Kru of 1885; notes reviewing books and
publications together with corrcspondence and an interesting feature

"The Chronology of Colonial Wars",

Bob 0'Sulliven of Cork was recently instrumentel in founding a Club known

‘as "Wargamers Anonymous". I have just received their Newsheet and I am

A NEW BOXED WARGAME

Messrs Morton Productions Ltd., of Lady's Lane, Northampton,
England, have produced a battle geme called "COMBAT" and claim that it
has the unique feature of reproducing the topographical features of
almost any battle area to the desire of the player. Sponsored by
British television personality and well known World War II commander,
General Sir Brian Horrocks, this game is a modern one which includes
tanks, guns and aircraft, but no troops. The editor has now had the
opportunity of closely exemining the game and actually playing it and
a number of most interesting featurcs have been revealed.,

First, the rules bear a very marked rescmblance to the basic
rules thet many of us are using for our table-top geames with model
soldiers and vehicles, even to the extent of having 'saving' throws!
Because of this, it is relatively easy to get quickly into the game
and to play it with understanding. and interest. ©Secondly, the makers
claim that topogrephical features can be included at will is fully
borne out by the method of manufacture which mekes all hills, woods,
roads, airfields etc., separate and detachable so that they are able
to be placed upon the board: so that they remain in position but may
be easily removed and changed to another terrain at will. This opens
up many vistas to the Wargamer, because it enables him to use the
board and the terrain features to plan campeigns or to fight the
initial steges of the campaign before trensferrlng it in grcater de-
tail onto the table-top with model armies. Thirdly, possibly because
it resembles the rules of our own gomcs as we know them, the editor
found this game to produce a realistic and interesting series of
operations whlch can be cxtended to last from one to three or four
hours and to include two, three or four players as desircd.

In the light of our experience in wargemes, therec are a number
of features in the rules which can bc amended to give a better game,
For example, the saving throws are thec same for guns, aircraft and
armour whereas cexperienced ergwmers will probably feel that it is
more difficult to hit a strafing aircraft than it is to hit a station-
ary field-gun and that it is more difficult to knock-out a moving tank
than a field—gun. For these recasons, the saving throws in the set of
rules being used by the editor have been altered accordingly. It is
possible to lay mine-fields out on the board but, of nccessity, these
are revealecd to both competitors - some scheme which will conccal thcse
mine=fields would meke the game much morc interesting.

At 35s.-d. this game is & good buy and 4s strongly recommended
to Wargemers for the reasons mentioned above, It is not as complicated
or personalized as the games produced by the Avalon Hill Company, but
it is not meant to be, being a simpler gamc with a more generalised
scope and appeal. "Combat" will never lend itself to the esoteric
mystigque that American players secm to be weaving around Avalon Hill
gemes neither will it engender such chagrin or brain-thrashing!

I am quite sure that these books will be of intecrest to anyone
who studies naval history. These books are vols. 1 and 2 of the
Dictionary of Amcricen Naval Fighting Ships. Volume 1 covers all
ships heving names beginning A-B and the appendices list all battle-
ships, cruisers, submarines, destroycrs and ecscort vesscls. Volume
2 covers ship names beginning C-F and the appendices list all air-
craft carriers and includc a history of every ship of the Confederate
Navy - as far as is possible. Volume 1 contains 350 pages and costs
24s. -d. while Volume 2 contains 590 pages, many illustretions, un-
like volume 1 and costs 34s. -d. By precscnt standards these books
arc excellent value for money and may be obtained from Foyles of
Charing Cross Road, who have good stocks. They are published by the
Naval Department, Naval History Division, Washington, and another
five volumecs are foreshadowed.

Also published by the Nevel History Division is the Civil War
Naval Chronology. ZParts I-IV, cach dealing with one year's operations
1861-64 a2re aveileble from H.M. Stationary Office at 2s.3d., 58.6d.,

p9s.~d., and 6s.9d. respectively. These are paper covered books,

lavishly illustrated, and decal with naval operations day by day.

Part V has yet to appear over here and I hope that a kind reader in
the U.3.A., will let us know when it is available over there as these
books arc indispensible for any library having Civil War literaturc.

While on the subject of naval warfare Captain DonalgMacintyre's
"Jutland"™ has recently appeared as a Pan Book at 5s5.-d. This is an_
excellent account of the great battle and is to be strongly re-
commended. Although not as detailed a history as that in "Naval
Operations™ Vol.III, it should neverthcless not be missed as it fills
in many of the details $hat Sir Julien Corbett was forced to omit and
also provides a carefully reasoncd reply to Churchill's criticisms of
Jellicoe in "The World Crisis®.

Another good five shillings worth is "Hitler's War Directives
1939~1945" also 2 Pan book. The directives have been edited by H.R.
Trevor-Ropcr who has also written an introduction and a connecting
narrative. The first directive is dated 31st August, 1939, and com-—
prises the order for the invesion of Poland and measures to be taken
in the event of French and British intervention, This is a relatively
sober document, but the latecr ones become more and more fantestic as
Germany neaored defeat. Last of all is an order of the day dated 15th
April, 1945, and is an exhortation to the German soldiers to fight on
until final victory is achieved.

I was extremely extravagant last week and bought "The Anatomy of
Glory". My first reaction is onec of disappointment at the trite manner
of writing in the book and at the uscless maps. DBut the illustrations
arc first class and thecre are somec splendid gems among them.

"The MolotovCocktail was no wonder wcapon, but a piece of in-
provisation, a desperate mekeshift. But quitc often it was highly
effcetive, The liquid burst into flames thc moment it came into
contact with air. A second bottle, fillecd with petrol, added to the
cffect. When only petrol was available an improviscd fuse tied to
the bottle and 1it before throwing did the trick. Provided the bottles
burst high up on a tank or on its sidewall, the burning mixture would
run into the combat quarters or into the enginec, sctting the oil and £
fuel on fire immediately. These boxes of steel and tin burned sur- '
prisingly rcadily - probebly because the metal was usually covered
with a film of oil; grecase, and petrol.™

The following is from John Toland's BATTLE - The Steory of the
Bulge, page 95

"(Major Paul G.) Sollis end the infantry hurried north up a
steep winding mountain road. After several miles his jeep was flagged
down by a Belgisn officer. "There is a great petrol dump all along
this road!" The Belgian excitedly explained that he and a hendful of
civilians were the sole protectors of thirtcen million litres of fuel.
While they were talking, Sollis heard the low rumble of German tanks
at the foot of the hill.  He looked eround helplessly. He had no more
anti-tank guns - just a tired platoon of infantrymen.
