This might be overcome by
adding a fifth period to the contest, say, Seven Years War, Pike and
Musket, Franco Prussian, Colonial or lst World War, but of course as

hese are relatively less popular periods, it nmight deter contestants
from entering which would bec a pity.

In the modern period, I got & lot of amusement from some of the
"Pantasian"™ armies brought to the table, with some wonderful inter-
national conglomerations of arms, equipment and natiomalities,
especially the one which was made up of Airfix W.W.1. German Infantry,
Matchbox Vintege lorries, Airfix Red Army machine gun and morter teams,
U.5.Marine bazookas, Sherman tanks and German Armoured Cars. It
certainly provided umpires with good practice in vehicle and cquipment
recognition.

Trinity Hastings Put-on Show Slays 'Em by Barbara Carlson.

"Harold, you've got to die," someone on the sidelines said.

And Herold, who obviously preferred to defer dying, whirled the
multi-coloured rug that was his cape and finally pronounced, "I am
slain." He looked for a spot on the grass that wasn't crowded with
his slain fellows and crumpled to the ground. ©Slain.

Herold, king of the Saxons, was actuelly Bill Bartman of Los
Angeles, a junior at Trinity College.. And the slaying that went on
Friday afternoon in the college quadrangle near the chepel was mock
slaying, a re~enactment of the Battle of Hastings, the famous 1066-
and-all-that battle when William the Congueror conquered the Saxons
in Southern IEngland.

The Epik Society of Trinity, a group of students whose alleged
purpose is to call attention to great moments in history, fought the
battle again with sound and fury, clanking hand-fashioned spears and
dueling with verve if not style.

The battle was not quite so extended as the original. It took,
in fact, about three minutes for the Norman troops of William (William
Koch, a sophomore from Honolulu) to leave the Saxons strewn on the
grass.

There was a moment when it seemed the battle might not happen at
all. A pacifist, wearing a white toga and black derby, marched among
the troops with a sign reading, "Ban the Bow."

When Williem snd the other Normans marched up the hill toward the
Daxons, the pecifist lay down in their path. The Normans, single-
mindedly intent on demolishing the Saxons, simply walked over him.

The idea for the battle scene came because Friday mearked the
900th anniversary of the Battle of Hastings. "And you only have a
900th enniversery once every 900 years," said Don Bishop, 2 senior
whose hobby is heraldry. Bishop, of Fanwood, N.J., drew most of the
coats of arms on the T-shirts of the warriors.

The costuming of the swordsmen was motley. ©Some wore metal-foil
helmets, one was clad in red long-johns, others conjurecd up mediaeval
days in terrycloth bathrobes, hockey gloves, football thigh pads and
blue and yellow swim shorts.

Trinity first became a battleground last year when the Battle of
Lexington was fought.

Next year, said Hawaiian Koch, it will be the Battle of Kealakekua
Bay. That's the battle in which Capt. James Cook weg killed, but the
lads at Trinity will have to do some thinking to justify re-staging it.
Next year will be the 188th anniversary of the Kealakekuz conflict and
188 doesn't have the ring that 900 does.




While Hearold died well in Priday's battle and while William's
"Curse you, foul pretender" snarled to the dying Harold had & genuine
1066 sound, there were battle chants that seemed less 1066-ish.

As the Saxons waited for the Norman charge, they bolstered their
morale with the battle cry, "Two, four six, eight, who do we especially
hate? WILLIAM! WILLIAM! WILLTAM!®

It was, though, a gocd battle. A&nd it almost beceme a recal one.
When the slaughter was finished, some watchers swooped down on the
warriors and drenched them with water bonbs.

Hormans, Saxons, the gulick and the dead suddenly were one. DBrand-
ishing their swords, they rushed the water bombers and again more
bodies were strewn.

But all in all, it was a much better war then most. Even the
pacifist didn't seem too upset by it. He lent the stick holding his
"Ban the Bow" sign to a dueler whose sword had been broken.

FOG OF WAR

by
PETER GOULDESBROUGH

Recently Charles Dick and I played a Napoleonic wargame in whieh @&
we managed to introduce some concealment and uncertainty by a number
of simple devices, none of them particularly original. I set out the
terrain and arranged a2 curtein between the opposing sides. We then
tossed up to decide from which side each of us should advance. CHhrlis,
as the 'invading' general, was provided with only a rough sketch of
my half of the field, but he had the advantage of first move in an
2lternate move game. In order to provide some uncertainty zbout the
enemy s strength we used a points system of 1 for an infantryman,
1% for a cavalryman and 10 for a gun with its team. Iach of us
started with a basic 160 points and then threw eight dice and added
on the resulting total. In theory this could have given a 25%
advantage to a pleyer throwing nothing but 6's against an oppenent's
nothing but 1's, In practice we both threw almost exactly the same
total and ended up with armies equal in ertillery but with Cherles
having a superiority in infantry end myself in cavalry. s
We then set out our forces on ny 4' x 6' wargame table before re-
moving the curtain. Ve were allowed to advance any unit up to a
maximum of 16" from our respective base-lines. This made it possible
for units to be revealed within close artillery range of each otherJ
but not within charging distance for cavalry or musketry range for
infantry. We also made some allowances for concealment by terrain.
These we later modified slightly as a result of experience, and I
give the modified version here. Units within 4" behind woods or
buildings or on reverse slopes did not have to be shown at all, but
2 note had to be made of their position and strength. TUnits in houses
or woods could be represented by one man. All other units, including
those on the edge of woods and in a position to fire, had to be set
out completely. All concealed or partlyvooncealed units had to be
set out as soon as they moved out from cover or opened fire.

In this particular game no difficulties arose as to whether a
particular unit was concealed or not. But in general use it would
clearly be necessary to define the flanks of any particular area of
'dead ground'. Any unit moving out beyond those flanks would have to
be set out. A more difficult question would be to decide when an
eneny force advancing on a flank could 'see into' such an area of
dcad ground. It would increese the value of cover if the convention
were that this could only be done at right angles. Thus an 'observing'
unit would heve to be level with the front of = reverse slope or the
back of a wood or house.

of Ancients. If there are any cries of "fiddle!l"™ I might say that I
had to work very hard to beat Phil Barker and David IMilward!

On Saturday, December 3rd, at Chessington in Surrey, P.Dunn of

lels and with simplified but still very realistic rules, enormous
nroblemo were encountered in trying to control the vessels.
