This was a large formation like
the Swedish brigade, but seems to have varied considerably in numbers.
The proportion of pikemen to musketeers and arquebusiers seems to have
varied considerably in numbers. The proportion of pikemen to musket-
eers and arqguebusiers seems to have been about 2 to 3 by the time of
the Thirty Years War,  TIn the earlier part of the war the tercio re-
tained a version of its traditional form., In the centre stodod thé " .
pikemén in a great squiarée with a small hollow in the centre in the
middle of which stood the musicians. Round the outside of the square
was a 'hedge' of musketeers, much thicker on the flanks than in front
and rear (where it may only have been two ranks deep). At each corner
of the central group but divided from it by en interval stood a

'bastion' or deep column of arquebusiers, These bastions may have kept

up a continuous fire by the filing of the front rank to right and left
round the whole column, which would not be very broad.

A number of variations of this formation appeared in the later
gstages of the Thirty Years War., The hollow could disappear from the
centre of the square of pikes and the musketeers be separated from the
pikemen and combined with the arquebusiers in the bastions. The two
rear bastions could disappear and their members be incorporatcd in two
large bastions in front. ot viec verse. The former usunlly took place
when the tercio was in front liine, the lotter when it was in the rear,
The depth of formation both of the pikemen and large bastions could be
reduced to ten ranks. When the large bastions were drawn back or fop-
ward in line with the pikemen this resulted in a formation very like
the Swedish except for the difference in depth. In this formation the
remaining arqucbusiers (less than half the strength of the musketeers)
were on the extreme flanks with the musketeers between them and the

pikemen, who may have retained a single rank of musketeers in front and

rear. The various elements of the tercio could be represented on the
wargame table by units at least three-deep.

I have made no mention of any special formetions against cavalry
attack, but I will discuss this when considering rules for cavalry
against infantry.

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WORKING AT VARGANING

I em at the moment revising most of my rules as casualties have
been extremely high end battles have gone on far too long without re-
sult. I spent an afternoon with a friend setting up hypothetical
situations - a battalion and a half with & field gun behind a stone
well on top of a2 hill being attacked by % battalions and two guns was
one example.

ek We “then decide what would probably heppcn and then played it out.
Pirstly with the rules as we used them; secondly with the rules we

" ‘had dreemed up and finally with our existing rules applied stringently
(is that the word?). The gtrange thing was that the rules we used
were most recalistic when applied without any bending. One of the
things in which this applied was in the firing of volleys. We allow
a unit to move and fire or not move and fire twice. Using a random
number box we calculate the effect by probability allowing the
occasional odd result such as 100% hits once in a hundred volleys

and no hits at all once in a hundred volleys. What we were doing was
to say that if a battalion had not moved and fired two volleys we
would calculate the effect of the first volley and double it to save
time. Yhen we actually compered the recsults of doing, it this wey end
of doing it properly we were horrified at what we had been doing.

The other fetal misteke we hed been making was in not applying
the morale rules which meant that ettackers kept attacking and
defenders defendinz almost to the last men. We decided that any unit
which has suffercd 75% casualties MNUST be sent to the rear and is fit
only for defence unless it is reformed with the remnants of anether
unit. We are working out a similar rule to apply to defending units
which will force them to withdraw when heavily outnumbered and cannot
possibly hold a position. I heve come to the conclusion thet fights
to the death and casualtics over 50% reveal immature minds oy in-
adequatc rules (thet is not for printing!) and that rules arc only
of cffective value when epplied properly.

I am in o guendary about the applyins of morale rulcs to troops
in 2 defensive position under fire. I had & situation yesterday in
an experimental gamc where o battalion were in single line behind a
long stone wall., The first time they received casualties was from a
gun which kilied two men on the extreme left of the line., The dice
throw ordered them to retire one half move. This would have rcmoved
them from cover and placed them in the open which I feel would have
been exactly the opposite effecet to real life where in fact half of
the battalion would heve becn cowering hehind their shelter. John
Cooper suggested, in view of this, that instead of being allowed two
volleys the next time they fired they should only be 2llowed to fire

Yet another Warsames Club has been formed this time at Midkurst. ..

Seven of us have formed this group which intends to meet at Members
‘houses once a month in and around iidhurst. The first meeting took
the form of a modern Wargeme in the Western Desert designed to re-
construct the relief of Tobruk in Fovember-December 1941 (Chris
enclosed a copy of the rules and a map of the campaign area)., and
was squared off in inch squares each representing a wargamesboard.
The game was designed for 3 players a side, oue army commander and
two corps commanders. These commanders could only communicate by
wireless (messases passed via the Umpire) and these messeges could
be intercepted by enemy radio location units.

Pach side had three objectives they scored a point for each one
they had accomplished when time wae called. The British had to hold
Tobruk, destroy the enemy armour and advance off the campaign map to-
werds Bengharzie. The Germans had to capture Tobruk, destroy the
British armour and advance off the campaign map towards Alamein. The
rough course of the battle was this. The German player advanced one
brigade from Sollum and avoided the British #roops by going cross
country. With the rest of his infantry and armour Tobruk was
attacked, A last ditech defence began herc against overwhelming odds
while the British armour advenced towerds Tobruk as quickly as it
could to relieve the garrison - deteching a battle group to =dvance
across the desert towards Benghazi. IMeanwhile at Tobruk the German
infartry tried a hesd on sssault snd lost most of its combat value

. A duel began between the seven German tanks and the three British
25 pounder field guns which were in cover. The Germans lost three
tanks but destroyed the field guns and after this the defence
collapsed. However, on the next move the British armour arrived and
to make matters worse time was called. The Umpire ruled the game a
draw as he felt that nobody could be said to be hold Tobruk and this
put the score at one point to each player. DBoth British and German
players were disgusted at this. The British because they now had six
tanks against the German four and an equal amount of infantry on the
battlefield. The German player felt that the Umpire was wrong in
saying that he didn't hold the fortress.

Still a good time was had by all, and the Umpire lost his voice
shouting at the players!

I am probably stating the obvious by saying that the potential of

= the new Airfix W.W.I French infantry set is boundless; but although

designated W.W.I they represent the style worn by many of the beliger-
ents of early W.W.II, Franco obviously but also Belgium, Poland,
Yugoslavia and Greece. Even the Italians appear in some photographs
wearing the French type helmet.

Besides these countries almost every.major.Allied snd Axis Power
can be represented from Airfixs series of 00 figures. The Japanese set
is the most adaptable, as they are by painting them blue-grey they
represent Italians, The lapel of the jacket is black and a black tie
was worn, on the helmet a regimental device. Or by painting them olive
green they represent the Dutch Army of 1940, the cut of the uniform
was similar but with a high collar piped blue on the tunic - the straight
cuffs also have blue piping. The Dutch helmet was blue-black in colour
with = regimental device on the front in black. It was a peculiar shape.
high at the front tapering towards the rear giving protection to the
neck, whilst the sides came rather lower affording minimum protection
to the earsj-a Jap helmet will pass for this.,

The German figure is ideal for representing a Finnish soldier,
their uniform was ifidentical in style to that of the Whermacht. It was
of a dark grey all over with a green stripe down the trousers, green
flash on the collar and green piped shoulder strap with a yellow patch
on it., The tin hat, also of German pattern, was a rich buff colour
a}th%ugh the forage cap a la Afrika Korps was preferred, it was grey
nDiped groen.

HWorwegian troops are fairly simple to produce from Unicn or Con=
federate figures with an 8th Army head instead ol the Kepied one the
colour was grey-green, piped red or bright green down the trousers,
straight cuffs and Brussian collar. The helmet of British pattern was
light grey although o peaked grey-green forage cap was also worn,

A more complicated conversion would be a Rumanian soldier, these
troops fought mainly in Russia, on the German side, their uniform was
unique, The colour was khaki of a lighter shade than the British,
the German style jacket had blue pointed cuffs, and a blue flash on
the Prussian collar. The trousers tucked into ankle gaiters not dis-
similar to the style in the British Army. The helmet of khakil was
unlike any other, it bears, however; a resemblance to the pith helmet
of English troops in the Zulu Wars! It came low over the eyes,
straight up over the crown of the head and down low at the back whilst
the sides cutaway exposing the ears, it bore a black insignia on the
front, one could use a modified Combat corps figure in this role.

To return to the French style uniform - the Poles and Greeks are
shown in photos dressed in this style, the former without the great
eoat corner turned back, as well as uniforms unigue to their own
countries., The Poles only difference is in the headwear, the helmet
in some photos is of the Italian or Japanese style, whereas the other
Greek uniform shown is entirely different - a Russian type helmet,
short German type tunic, trousers and puttees, the colour judging from




black end white photographs probebly dark green or dark kheki -~ anyone
know for sure? The Polish uniform was light green-khékxi with a flash,
colour dependent on which regiment it was piped zig-zag fashion in
white, the cavalry wore the French type helmet or four cornered FPolish
cap.

Chris Gregg writes of an original and successful type of movement—
tray he has been using for his metel figures.

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AUSTRIAN AND RUSSIAN COLUMNS

Peter Gouldesbrough, in the No.53 "Newsletter", suggested thaet the
subject countries did indeed use columns of attack in the Napoleonic
period. He cited as reference Dr.Herbert Schwarz's book on infantry

pattle formations.

After having re-read my copy of this German book, I feel the issue
is still in doubt. On page 138, paragraph 2, it states that the French
end the Prussians were the chief advocates of the column attack for
bayonet assault., This is the point I was trying to verify for war-
gaming rules: use of the column for the express purpose of making a
bayonet charge.

Dr.Schwarz does mention a Russian infantry column on page 150,
paragraph 2, but does not identify it as an attack column (for bayonet
assault). It does infer on page 133, paragraph 2, that the Russians,
like the British, relied on fire power rather than shock for infantry
attacks. At any rate, the case for a Russian bayonet assault column
is not proven here.

Similarly for Austrian columns. I believe only Austrian columns
of manoeuvre (which could fire in attack) can be claimed using Dr.
Schwarz's book as authority. The term "bataillonsmasse' really cannot
be translated as a column of attack as Mr.Gouldesbrough suggests. It
is literclly o massed battalion - used militarily as an alternate term
for bottrlion column (page 146, peragraph 1). The paragraph gocs on
to say that the Austrian combat tactic was linear.

So whot do we have? Not enough evidence, Historical examples of

BOOK NOTES

The late Nernard Fall's book about the siege of Dien Bien Phu,
Hell in a Very Small Place (NY, $8.95) is an excellent piece of re-
search and reporting and provides a fine picture of a mordern siege
operation. The North Vietnamese had no air support at all, the
French had little support of any kind and the result might well be
termed "a turning point in SE Asian history". Fall details the
French units well and refutes a few misconceptions (i.e. that the
Foreign Legion made up the main body of the French forces) and
offers a few hard-to-verify suggestions as to why the French lost.
I found the book interesting, a good picture of a2 kind of war with
which many of us are too familiar, but I cannot extoll the book's
virtues to the extent that the current press has.

The Sky on Fire: The First Battle of Britain, by Major R.H.
Fredette, USAF, (LY, $6.50) is an interesting, well-written story of
the German bombing raids on England during the 1914-18 war. The
subject is not a worn-out one and this book is a valuable addition
to the ever-growing literature of World War One aviation.

Russell's Despatches from the Crimea, edited by Nicolas Bentley
(HY, 37.50) is an important contribution to military historiography as
well o8 to the hictory of jJournalisn, for Russell wos the first greot
war correspondent, From my own point of view, this work is of great
value because it sheds more light on a war that has, thus far, been
overlooked by historians (an most figure-makers). Russell wrote with
a great eye for detail in a crisp style and his despatches are full
of detail of interest to military-oriented readers as well as being
of interest to the average reader. Russell's despatches from the HS
during the early months of the Civil Wer are equally good, and anyone
having the two volumes will have as good a picture of mid-19th
century military affairs as 1s possible,

Barvara Tuchmemm's The Proud Tower is now out in paperback
edition in the States (NY, 95¢). This is fine, popular history for
Tuchmann writecs exceedingly well and with an understanding of the
broad sweep of history that is uncommon these days.
