They are 1'.11 Ameri can 
publications. George Bradford and Len norgan have produced a very niee 
booklet "50 Famous Tanks" selling at 16s.9d. post free. This contains 
photographs, plans end descriptive notes on what the Autho r s conSider 
to be the 50 best lmown ta-riks ever produced, beginning with Little 
Willie, the pioneering vehicle from which all the others were evolved. 
Another book on tanks is "Sturmartillerie from Assault G'uns to Hunting 
Panther" by \lfal ter Spielberger and Uwe Feist. This is the third volume 
in the Armor Series end sells at 23s.6d. post paid. This book is a 
"must" for the Viargamer who specialises in World War II. It contains 
dozens of photographs including some in colour, of the Germen assault 
gems of World vlar II.

He said, as the cavalry came at their 
squar\>, that their musketry did not at-first seem to kill L1cmy men

hail-storm beating upon panes of glass . At close range, however, the 
cavalry was halted so that it could not close to nearer th2n twenty 
yards to the square .

Peter Mcllanns writes: "I think we do not gi ve sufficient thought 
to supplies. We use the rule that each regiment or b2.ttery carries 1 
day's ammo supply in its cartridge boxes/limbers. Another day's supply 
is in waggons which accompany each detachment (except raiders). Each 
man carries 2 day's supply of food. Hence, each detachment or army 
needs a constant strealll of waggon convoys/railway trains; if these are 
cutoff, say by c2-valry raiders, then the army must reopeni-C 3 L. of C. 
within 3 days (or less if a battle is iWlilinent) or retreat. 

vie have also worked out rules for the time taken in lo ading and 
unloading troops, guns, horses, supplies into trains, and a special 
gange of navvies is avai12,ble to each army for building track".
