A HECTIC VISIT

by

JOE MORSCHAUSER.

At the moment I am preparing for a visit by Herb Roig on
February 6th week-end. I'm taking londay the 8th off znd we plan
a couple of battles on the 0ld (1885 British) frontier. In one
action, the beginning of a new Hauserstan campaign, the thin red
line will face a howling hoarde of savages in white burnooses and
others with not much more than shields. ©Some years back Herb and
I fought the first Hauserian campaign, -The British contending
with both the local natives and the French and Italianstook over
the country and have since built a Cape to Cairo RR line right
through the Sultanate (of Hauser). Now the Eyties and Frogs want
to have another go, have roused up the natives (under Sultan
Joseph III, Mad Mahdi of Morobad). French Central Sahara borders
the Sultanate (now called Hauserstan under British) on the west,
Italian Bast Somali borders it on the east. Anglo-Sudan is north
and British Bast/Central Somali on the S.E. Directly south of
course is the Kingdom of Zulu inhabited by (naturally) Zulu types
who have 2lways been friendly to the Hauserians, It's all imagin-
gry but fun.

Sir Horatio H. Roig, VC (Lord Spoor of Iasher ~ Herb's com-
pany is Spoor-Ilasher Sand and Gravel Corp) will command the Anglo-
Hauserstan ¥Field Force. This is composed of a Territorial foot
regiment, a Naval/Scot regiment and an Empire regiment, a2 mixed
cavalry regiment and 8 regiment of guns. When I started I was
calling 4 trays a "regiment" but the 54's have grown so I now
have enough so I can call same a "company". Thus the Empire foot
regiment is composed of Anglo-Egyptians and Anglo-Sudanese com-
panies, two Ghurka companies and one Sikh company. All in all
the British will pit about 90 trays against 135 native trays but
of course the Hauserians have less power per tray and lack artil-
lery or Maxims. This battle will be fought February 6th for the
city of Hlorobad where Anglo-Hauserian field force is now guartered.
The city is on a low plateau overlooking the Corbe' River which
the natives must cross to reach it.

Regardless of outcome the next day there will be an evenly-
balanced battle between the British army and the Franco~ Italian
army. By the way Caliph Kirk, Mad lulla of Morobad (John Kirk)
will second the Sultan and Pukka Parker, Brig. Gen., will second
Lord Spoor (Parker is Iarry Parker). Should be an interesting
#pperation and I shall try for some phifos at the time., If I get
any I shall send some prints on,
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The battlefield is gridded of course. Rules used will not
make use of rifel fire, this instead being combined within a
Battle Power number for each tray. Thus a2ction on this level
will not take place until troops actually come in contact (trays
in adjacent grid squares). This has the effect of enlarging the
battlefield., You have to be out on a flank in a physical sense
with troops to stop a flanking attack. You can't do it at 3 foot
range just with rifle fire as in the past. Only actual firing "
is done by cannon (dice rolling of course). Thus troops out of
move distance from you are for practical purposes miles away.

I have built a lot of new terrain to conform to this 3 inch §
grid square idea. The city of Morobad for instance consists of &
streets (bases) of plyboard with buildings in "flat" form astride B

lines between grid sguares. BErected in a zig-2zeg arrangement they
are startlingly three dimensional but take up absolutely no space.
Hills are uniform stepped jobs all built to conform to the same
height step pattern. ©Even these don't look bad at all. And of
course there are the usual trees (plastic ferns from 5 and 10)
plus rogds etc. Not up to your realistic type of terrain but very
prectiscal from a game standpoint for me.

THE IMORALE FACTOR

Morale should consider the reliability of troops and the pro-
bability of their fighting at their optimum strength.

I give troops a morale factor by throwing a number of dice and
choosing either the highest or the lowest. IFor example:-

Elite troops - throw 4 dice choose highest.

Line troops - i 2 dles o i Q,
Territorials - i DL dice it 1
Militia - . Jerddies ft i

The presence of a general with a unit gives it an additional
dice but if it is routed then it looses a dice. All the factors
affecting morale can be incorporated, cover, open order etc.; but
the dice will never fall higher than six or lower than 1 as occurs

if one throws a single dice and adds points to 1it.

Of course the cry "I was robbed" can still be raised when you
roll five dice and they all turn out as 1. But so that you can
check the relisbility of your troops you may like to refer to this
table:-

REPORT ON A BATTLE BETWEEN BRIAN SHORTHOUSE ANWD ATLAN EANSFORD-WATERS.

(1) British Left.

The British Light infantry quickly gained the main farm building,
losing contact with the Guards in their strenuous efforts to reach the
farm before the French. Although they had lost the race to the farm
the French were more concentrated and outnumbered the British in the
ensuing fire-fight 2-1, inflicting heavy casualties and suffering Tfew.
Flushcd by their success the French battered themselves uselessly on
the farm next move until wiped out. The British Guards had come up

_®Byby this time, and more than a2 battalion was available tco advance on a

-

" line parallel to the woods, latecr blocking the attempted cscape of
the French gun trapped bchind the woods, and firing intc the flanks of
2 the cavalry when they charged in the final move.

(2) British centre.

The middlec moves action revolved around this area, as the French
put in a large attack on the central bhuildings which fortunately for
the British held with only 25% caesualties. Brian's losses were very
heavy here,

(3) British right.

A regiment advanced and entered housc (1) heving very bad luck as
they were badly shot up by the French, inflicting but few casualties
themselves. However, the remaining two British line regiments on the
right swiftly advanccd and geined the woods (A) in the meantime and
pushed the 0ld Guard back.

(4) Guns.

The British artillery concentrated mainly on the French infantry
and caused heavy casualties, particularly in the ranks of the massive
central advance of the French.

(5) British cavalry.

For the major part of the battle the cavalry sheltered behind hill
(X), reaching (¥) only at the finel move. This put them in a very good
position to attack Brian's shattered centre as it fell back; this un-
doubtedly contributed to Brian's decision to surrender.

(1) French left.
After the successful attack on the : ise, the left provided a
feserve for the centre. The Guard were h "d back throughout the entire

gome.

R2) French ccntre.

This battercd itself uselessly on the British central strongpoint.
Late in the game, the cavalry charged across, evidently with the in-

tention of supporting the shattered centre; protecting it from the
British cavalry. They lost nearly £ of their numbers to the flanking
firc from the British left, and the artillery took huge casualties.

(3) Prench right.

Sce British left.
(4) Artillery.
Brian's ertillery scemed obsessed with the idea of counter

battery fire, unlike the British, and many of their shots were wastmig
in this pursuit - neither side lost a gun throughout the entire

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WHAT'S NIW?

Not a great deal around this month that is new - perhaps all the
Manufacturers are on holidey! Just as the last issue of the News-
letter was being duplicated, the latest Airfix offering was re-
ceived and was only briefly mentioned. As it merits far greater
details than this I have pleasure in elaborating. Perhaps the most
requested item of modern wargaming is this German 88 mm Gun and
Tractor which practically all modernists were urgently requiring to
round off their World War II set up.

Probably the most effective of German heavy calibre guns of the

Second World War, the 88 mm flak gun met with outstanding success
throughout the period of hostilities.

Designed originally as an anti-aircraft gun, experience and
later development proved its' extreme effectiveness as an anti-tank
weepon and it beceme the scourge of allied armour in the 1Iiddle Bast.

This model is based on the Flak 36 and is representative of the
weapon used throughout World Wear II. Comprising 114 accurate parts,
the model incorporates crew of four, gun capsble of assembly in three
alternate versions with elevating and traversing gun mounting, and
rotating wheels on both tractor and gun carriage. A truly exciting
addition to the armoured vehicle renge. Excellent velue at 3s,6d.

The scenic model battlefields put out under the neme of Bellona
by lMerberlen Ltd., Hawthorn Hill, Bracknell in Berks, are very well
known to all wargemers and there are few table-top battlefields that
are not graced with one or more of the buildings or P.V.C. terrains
made by this group. Recently I discovered (via a Model Railway
Magazine) a piece of terrain that was new to me and yet filled a
great need. I am referring to the Canal Wharf Set which can be
adnirably built into any semi~-permenent terrain model and on which
some excellent landings can be made - both peaceable and otherwisel

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BOOK NOTES 1

The summer is traditionally a quiet period in American pub-
lishing activity, but for Civil War buffs there is MEAGHER OF THE
SWORD, by C.D. Stevens (Nyc, g4). lMeagher commended the famous
Unlon Army Irish Brigade durlng the Civil War, and this somewhat
dramatized account of Meagher's career will have much appeal. The:
general was a colourful character in a colourful era. His brlgade
was formed of many Irish regiments, the men of whom to a great
extent spoke only Gaelic; their regimental standerds invariably
were green with the gold harp insignia, and their fighting prowress
was legend ry if somewhat exaggerated‘ After the Civil War Meagher
served in the West and his campaigns (if they may be called that)
provide some of the most interesting pages in this book, for they
are little-known exploits. My one criticism of this work is that
the dialogue often leaves much to be desired in that the reader
alweys has the tendency to say, in effect, "Well, really, Meagher
couldn't have said this"! This may be carping criticism in light |
of the current writing tendencies in non-figtion, but I have always
felt that supposed dialogue no matter how good, if inserted in a
work of non-fiction changes it to fixtion. As fiption (historical,
that is,) this is a good book; as a biography, it does not renk so
well,

The latest volume oi D.B. Chlducy" "Inforusl, dotory of the
Americen Revolution", THE WAR IN THE NORTH (NYC, $3.95) is off the .
press. This volume deels with the period, roughly, from the
American invasion of Canada in 1775 to the surrender of Burgoyne at
Saratoga in October of 1777. Chidsey writes well and entertainingly,
and his series of books on the Revolution has thus far been quite
good and in the mode of the "popular" vein.

A regiment is considered 'Veteran' at the end of three en- .-
gagements provided that there is no intake in the ranks of any 2R
troops during that period.

Veteran Regiments receive such bonuses as higher moreale,
greater firihg accuracy and greater skill with the bayonet.
Officers make no difference to a regiments status.

A regiment remains vebteran subject to the following rules:-
