Fort. :I:'h er e were no tribesnen on the top p l ateau , everyone having 
CODe down into t he ve_lley to defend their territory. Although the 
t rib esmen stil l had a l a r ge forc e of ce.mel 2n d horse mounted Den 
it was not considered that t hey vloul d h2.ve l ogically atta cked this 
me chani sed f orc e of l orr y- borne infantry suppo rt ed by two un­
t ouched armoured ca r s and a tank. For this r eason it vms decided 
that the Brit i sh fo rc ;} wou ld probe.b l y be able to D2.ke their way 
back out o f the vall ey r e l at iv el y uni mpeded by what was l eft of 
the Ouled Ghazi tribe .

The British forces, spreo?d evenly across the field, advanced 
along the whole front to position "A" on the diagroID, some of the 
Light Division occupying houses in the village on the right. All 
the British guns moved up to Hill ":> , exc ept one under Lt.General 
Greenwood which took up position on Hill II, and the horse gun 
under Lt.General Haldon which took up position behind field I;II by 
the village. COlnnand er-in-Chief Bebbington also despatched one 
battalion of Guards to strengthen Lt.General Haldon's left flank. 

The French, me8nwhile, took up positiens in the wood on their 
left, stationing the gun in the wood under General Beaumont, to 
fire on Lt.General Haldon's position. Another gun was brought up 
on the :right 0 f the wood to fire on the Scots Gr2.Ys and gun on Hill ~ 
II. The British gun was knocked out after only 2 moves • 

. ' On the French right, Narshal Gregg massed his cavalry and 4 
regiments of infantry, a~d attacked Gen eral ChRpm8n's forces on 
Hill I,and to the left of this hill. Despite a strong cavalry 
charge, the British held the position, though they were forced b2.ck . 
on the left of the Hill. The French then withdrew to reform, allow~ 
ing the British time to do the same, and advance to their old. posi- , 
tion, while in the centre, French Light troops tried , with consider~ 
able success to pick off the officers in the Scots Rnd English : 
battalions, holding the ' line between Hillr I I'n" II.

The British on and a round Hill I formed square, for a cavalry :

however, diverted his Light Dragoons to act as a three.t against 
these troops, while the Scots Gro.ys on Hill II served the S2lne 
purpose, This was successful end the French forme d sqw?re. Cut off , 
fron their me.in force, they were blast ed with gr2.p eshot fron 
Haldon's horse gun. 

Along the r est of the fi el d , the situRtion remained the same 
for some tine, while the British consolidated their defence and the 
French formed. a new line, bringing on strong c2.valry and infantry 
reserves. They failed to attack, however, ffi1d en artillery duel ' 
commenced . The British gun was knocked out a second time \ on Hill 
1.1), but the British succeeded in silencing a gun on the French . 
right. This was the turning point in the be.ttle, for the French had 
failed to attack a fter their initial success against General Chapman 
8.l'J.d had now come off li10rse in 2.n artillery duel and fire fight. 'I'he 
French staff decided it was time to retreat, and so ch8nged their 



tactics in a sort of rearguard action . They noved nearly all 
their pavalry to the left to threaten the we2.k Light Division. 
Though this move Vias intended to give their right time to retreat , 
it gave General Chapman his chance, and in only three Doves he 
had di spersed the forc es before hiD, 

Meanwhile, Lt • Gener2.1 Haldon-' s firing and gr2,peshot had 
succeeded in forcing the French Light battalion to bre2.k square 
and retreat in disorder . Unfortune.tely , the British cavalry on 
Hill I~, 2nd Hal don's Light Dragoons , could not take advantage of 
the situation, Since over 50 French cavalry were mass ing just be­
tween the forest and thc village for a finnl attempt on the de­
fensive pOSition of th e British forces. Lt.General Haldon quickly 
wi thdrew froD tho village, and fOITled a l arge square of 2 be.tta­
lions (pos. "B") , while Narshal Bebbington, seeing the gravity of 
the Situation , iDnediately sent hi s OVill l~ reginents of cavalry 
to a i d the Light Division, a l so ordering Lt.General Greenwood to 
send the Scots Grays. ' 

The horse gun under Lt . Gener2.1 H['.ldon considerably reduc ed 
t hc French cuiras siers trotting into the far end of the village, 
p.nd ns these and the rest of thc French ce.ve.lry charged into a hail 
of fire fron the square". sever al cuirassiers had to be det e.chocl. to 
gU2xd ['~ainst a possible f l ank attack fron the British Guar ds .

. True, Franco-British infentry melees were rare but did occur 
such as in Fuentes de Onoro, Spain, 1811 , but many book authors who 
mainly examine British battles fail to take into account the less 
known battles in central Europe - accounts written in non- English , 
l anguages . Continental writers show melees in greater profusion in 
~(ord and pictures. These ar e more obscure battles (to the Engl i shi 
speaking world) but this is where we must l ook, especially after 
Prussia copied the French assaul t column end thes e two mel ee prone 
forces met. 

I n 2.llcient and medieval times, infantry mel ees were common. 
Efficient British musketry in Napoleonic times usually prevented 
mel ees, but in eastern Europe , the musketry was less pr oficient -
s'o melees wer e possible , especially when Landwehr and conscripts 
w,ere common . I n 1860-1870 , small arms had so progressed t hat a , 
b'ayonet charge column was almost certain to be cut to pieces. Land 
w,ehr and conscripts had to learn to shoot; they coul d not r ely on 
c~ld steel even getting into range .
