SOMETHING NEW?

I have planned a departure from my ususl grid type game which'
tmay surprise you. I have contracted with Jack Scruby to make me
several special figures of Germans and British in W.W,I dress, not
colonials but regulars. These are kneeling figures with rifig at -
the ready or with no weapon in hand (to serve as gunner typeﬁ?.
These 30mm figures I plan to use loose, not on trays, something
which may shock you. On top of this I plan to use a model RR 4ype
of terrain modified to the degree only making it useable for war-
geming. My object is to set up some very small unit battles, not
particularly of W.W.I but of the 1920s and 1930s, The figures will
just be basic, all the same and I selected kneeling types because I
felt this was the best compromise between the stability of a prone
loose figure and the looks of a standing loose figure. It's a good
position for modern war and one in which troops are often pilctured.
Anyway, my plan is to first set up a mythical Central Americen
cenpaign between two tiny banana republics, one with leanings to-
werds Germeny, the other with ties with the U.S. Thus, ,of course,
the uniforns would fit. Some S.Anericsn countries still wear
Yo uitan: §§t rel-etc r»d use lUruser riflessby the weys Inicny event

niovill opllew 2 do dntroduce o wild voriety theu h.o:01l guontity
of equipment into the game, anything from W.W.I tanks and ACs to
nore "modern® types, W.W.I aircraft and later types including some
Ford or Junker tri-motor high wing monoplane transports for crude
paradrops on the table, As anything fron anywhere was used in the
area in wars of the period this should be good fun.

My plen is to set up a nmostly jungle type of terrain cut with
nany roads crossing each other and a very few hills, sn occasional
stream etc. Since jungle in that eres is quite bad only the infantry
will have any nobility off the roads and even then their weapons'
ranges will be cut. (A 30406 or a .3%03 bullet doesn't go fer in
dense brush and jungle). The nunbers of ACs or tenks or guns used
will be small and these will be confined to roads and an occasionsl
small clearing. Thus nmost of the campaign will revolve around con-
trol of roads and cross roads with some attempted flanking movenments
through the brush. Airdrops by paratroops will be accomplished by
dropping some one inch square slips of papcr from the drop point a
foot or two over the table with individual men landing where paper
lancds, This should really add to confusion and fun. The whole thing
will be on a company basis, not & regimental or divisional one. It's
cvident one cannot use a mass of trees and still operate a wargame
thus I will sinulate forest arecas with sone trees and a green over-—
lay of shelf paper though I shall make trees numerous enough to look
effective. This should gllow troops to be easily moved and still
look good. Rest of the terrain will be pretty near as it should be.




TOWARDS A SEVENIEENTE CENTURY WARGAME ~ V

There remain two subjeects to be considered - drazcons and
artillery., In the first half of the 17th century dragoons werc
5till being uscd almost entirely in their original role of mounted
infantry. They were normally not so well mounted as the cavalry,
go it might be advisable in the wergame to give them a rather
shorter move. They should have no value for shock action when
mounted. (Okey's dragoons at llaseby are described as charging
the Royalist infantry, but this seems to have been when the
latter were already broken.)

Dragoons almost always fought on foot. This makes it
necessary to provide three figures for each dragoon on the war-
game table - a mountcd dragoon, & dismounted dragoon and the
horse from which he has dismounted. For every tenth man only 2
mounted figure will be required, as he will be holding the
horses of those who have dismounted. The dismounted men should
be subject to the seme rules as musketeers. 2200Nns were
usueally armed with a snaphence (flintlock) muskcet, not the match-
lockk of the musketeers, but I can find no evidence that this made
eny material difference to the range or speed of their fire.

It is difficult to decide what importance to give to
ervillery in a wargame of this period. -In some of the battles
of the Civil War the gsuns seem to have played a very small part.
In others (particularly the first battle of Hewbury and the
battle of Langport) they seem to have been feirly effective. In
the Thirty Years Var the artillecry of Gustavus Adolphus sometimes
pleyed an important role. At the crossinz of the Lech the con-
centrated fire of the Swedish guns was decisive, but this wes
azainst the fieldworks of the Imperialists and thus approximated
to the undoubted importance of artillery in sieges. ILven in the
open field, however, the small battalion guns of the Swedes
apparently had a great effect.

For wargame purposes it will probably be most practiceble to
distinguish between heavy and light artillery. The heavy guns of
the period (demi-culverins in the cose of field ertillery) were
very immobile. A length of move egual to healf that of the
musketeers is the most that could be given to them. The light
cuns (sekers, minions and drakes) could perhaps be allowed the
same move 28 the musketeers.  ILven the light guns cennot be given
a guicker rate of fire then muskets, so L suzgest that all guns
with a minimum sbtrength of crew should be allowed to load or fire
in each move., The range of the light guns could be fixed as twice
that of musketry and that of the heavy guns at four or five times.




To recap, I suggest the following proportions between moves
end ranges. NMoves: heavy gumns, 2; pikemen, 3; musketeers, light
guns and dismounted dragoons, 4; mounted dragoons, 8; cavalry, 10.
Renges: pistol, 3; muskets, 10; light guns, 20; heavy guns, 50,

Wargamers intending
to form armies of Cavaliers and Roundheads will find 211 the in-
formetion they require in the pesges of this book - the many black-
end-white "ministures" that fill in the page-bottoms at the end of
each chapter are, almost without exception, both inspiring and o
instructive., Thec coloured plates, portraits of leaders mostly, are
sunrptuous, their richness brecthing life into ncriee that neoke up
the pages of Inglish history. Deteiled almost to pernickety—point
and written with a whimsical fullness that matches its author,

this book is e most plcasing and suthorative contribution to
nilitary/historical literature.

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RE-FIGHTING THE PENINSULA WAR 1808-1814

by

Don Featherstone

Re-fighting actual battles on the table-top presents a number
of problems. TFor example, if the war geme is to represent the
actual battle in anything more then its name, the tactics and
events of that battle have, to a certain extent, to be reprodu9ed.
The wargemer commanding the side that was victorieus in real life
receives an advantage through this method, whilst the commander of
the defeated side, with hindsight, knows what not to do on this
occasion. OFf course, the size of the forces are drastically re-
duced but should proportionately represent those which actually
took part, :

The first essential is a really authoritativwbook on the war or
battle in question, giving the numbers of both sides involved, their
Order of Battle, and a good map. When Neville Dickinson and I de-
cided to re-fight the Peninsula War, thus achieving a long felt
ambition, it was decided unanimously thet the book that gave us all
we wanted was the admirable "Wellington in the Peninsula" by Jac
Weller, published in 1962 by Nicholas Vane of London: When re-
viewing this book in the Newsletter, the author gave the opinion
that it was an ideal basis en which to plan a war games cempaign,
so far our experiences in re-fighting the Peninsula War have more
then borne out this stetement.

We took the battles in the order in which Weller gave them in

'his book,.beginning with Rolica, fought on the 17th of August, 1808.

By a queer coincidence, Feville and I re-fought the battle on the
17th of August 159 yeers later. Our next battle was Vimiero, fought
on the 21st of August, 1808, and our third battle was the Battle

of Corunnea fought on the 16th of January, 1809. At the time of
writing this is as far as we have gone.

It is intended that this prologue should detail the manner in
which we approached this re-fighting of an actual campeign and that
our battle reports, together with maps will be given, one per month,
so that wargamers can fight the war along with us should they so
desire. The first essential, using the maps given in Weller's book,
is to draw a diagram of a terrain suiteble for the size of your war
games table. If the battle contains more than one "part" (i.e. two
or more events of a major nature) then it mey either be fought by
splitting your table-top terrain so that each part tskes the form
of o separate battle or by "coming into the battle" just prior to
what you consider to be the major or most interesting facet of the
engegement. For exemple, when fighting Rolica, we decided that the
second part of the battle when the French under Delaborde had
fallen back from their first position because of a British out-
flenking movement, and hed taken up a second and stronger position



on a ridge some two miles further back.

In order to obtain a reasonably accurate scaled-down force,
we decided to let 1 man on the wargames table egual 40 men in the
actual battle which, for Rolica gave the Britisk a force of about
350 men and the French 115 men. The French of course had the
advantage of a very strong position, they also had more cavalry
than the British.

In real life, it is well known that Vellington won all his
battles in the Peninsula. This ensured the seguence of battles as
they actually transpired. On a wargemes table, considerable
difficulty is encountered if this seguence is broken by the enemy
defeated in real life, daring to be successful in miniature. This
would mean of course that instead of the armies progressing con-
veniently on to the next battlefield (as laid down in history)
the British would probably have retreated to a battlefield unknown
to us and which no actual engagement ever took place. To counter
this, we decided to go ahead and re-fight the battles, allocating
2 points to the victors, 1 point for a draswn battle and additional
points 1if any specific objectives are gained or held by one. or
other of the sides. For example, in re-fighting the battle of
Rolica we deemed it necessary for the smaller French force in their
strong hilltop position to have to hold off the considersbly
stronger British force advancing up the slopes and at the same time
be able to make their getaway before the arrival on their flank of
toe Sorony- Sritisi forcc under Forrusomes e e ovent, thc Freich
were able to do this and it was decided that the British had
gained 2 points:for the victory whilst the French had gained 1
point for holding off the British throughout 14 or 15 game-moves.
Lext months llewsletter will contain the historical background of
the Battle of Rolica and a report of the war game designed to re-
produce that battle. '

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JENTLEMEN! HAVE A CARE!

I believe that this pre-cautionsry word of
commend was uscd in the 18th century to secure
the attention of a souad of soldiers., It seems
eppropriate that it should be the title of a
monthly fecature concerning wargaming in all its
many and vaeried facets.

This month we are dealing with examples from
reel life military history which cen be adapted
as table-top warzames tactics.

Austerlitz was one of the few defensive battles fought by
Nopoleon. Deliberately, he enticed the enemy to attack him, to
try to envelop him and were weakening their centre by so dolng,
anc then counter-attacked their centre, seizing the all important
heights of the Pratzen. By this he cut the enemies lines in
half, and destroyed eech in detail. Nepoleon made the enceny
extend their left further and further in their efforts to out-
flank his right. This extension weskened their centre, on the
rratzen, which he knew to be the decisive point, then he
delivered his counter-sttack against the weskened contre.

At Arbela, Alexander, by echeloning his flank, succeeded
in making Darius extend his front to a great extent, and then
he drove at the weskened centre and cut the line in two.

At Rossbeck Frederick the Grest changed from the defensive
to the offensive directly his opponent Soubise sttempted to
outflank him, and, by so doing, exposed the French flank to a
decisive counter-attack.

Prederick the Great evolved the tactical idea of the
attack in oblique formation, a formation slmost identical with
that of Epaminondas at Leuctra, and which was based on the same
ideas. The basic idea was to choose the point in the enemy's
position (uSually on the flank) to be attacked; to attack this
point in strength; and to kecp the rest of the force echelonned
back on the flank rcady to check any hostile attempt at cn-
velopment, or ready to be used as a recserve to be thrown into
the decisive attack. Its mere position on the flank, also,
made it appear an offensive threat, and often contained o
large portion of the enemy's rescrves.

These new tactical methods and organizations completely
surprised the continental commenders at Rossbach snd Leuthen.

Iiotc the defensive battlcs of Wellington, and of Lee and
Jackson. Talavera, Busaco, Fucntes d'Onore, Salamanca, Waterloo;
Bull-run, Sharpsburg, Fredericksburg - were all defensive battles,
but were all, except Salsmancs, fought on ground of these
commeancers' choosing, and mostly won by counter attacks.

COUNT ZEPPELIN'S ATR WAR GAME - 1909

A second hand book "VHAT I LEARYED IN THE HOUSE OF A GERMAN
PRIFCE", by 'an English Governess', includes a reasonably full
account of an Air War Game, invented by Count Zeppelin, and played
by two Germen princelings, the Governess' charges. The princelings
played this geme under the guidance of their Militery Tutor, in a
large covered bewling alley, with model Zeppelins filled with coal
gas, overscale to give enough 1lift, with some means of mechanical
propulsion; controlled by lines from the ground. The airships were
manoeuvered over a propcrly scaled city layout, printed on Americen
cloth, with wooden buildings, model treces etc., and dropped little
pellets which burst to give 2 white powder to represent bombs. The
terget cities included London, St.Petersburg snd Peris.

Although the princelinzs had not progressed beyond operating
the Zeppelins and dropping bombs (not very accurately) the game wes
designed as a genuine ‘argeme. Scientific rules and formulao were
laid down to calculete the effect of the bombs, end the deme-:
caused by encmy eircraft ard 'anti-sirguns'. The success of the
players was measured by their skill in controlling the eairships,
and successfully attacking while avoiding destruction. Dice do not
seem to have been used to calculate damagze, etc., the military
tutor (a German Lieutcenant) acted as Umpire.

The game was specifically made for the young princes, and was
eleborote and expensive, Servants were despatched to the local gas-
works to fill the model Zeppelins before play begen, and the cffect
of wind was simulated by footmer with bellows, so that a reconstruc-
tion would strein the resources of most wargamers. TLFevertheless, it
is of interest as perhaps the first air war game played.

The princelings also possessed a large collection of soldiersg
150 cach of the troops of Germeny, Britain, Austria, France, Russia
and Italy, subsequently supplemented by Turkish and Balkan troops
at the time of the Balkan wers. Wargames lasting 2 or 3 days were
playcd with these, sgain espparently umpired by the military tutors;
not very impartially, since Germany wes invariably victorious.
