It seems to me tl~ at 
It has a: number at facets, vtllch appeal to different people according to their Inte!'<!st,s . 

Ignoring the "professl<Jlal' games, played In the Pentagon and the services fran 
full scale games to sand table exercises, ve may rerhaps divide wargaming into the 
rollowlng classes : First there Is the table wargamlng we all knOW, followi ng on the 
H.G. Wells· R. L. S. ganes. These are primarily tactical. Then there Is the strateg­
Ical game, calling for IIBPS and symbols" rather then models . Thirdly trere are the 
boord ganes - from the straight wargames or Avalon Hill to tre more special fl8JlJ'S such 
as; Chess and Go. Fourthly there IS the pUrely theoretical approach - cons ider ing 
rules and setting problems - a oathematlcal or logical approach. 

But, or course, wargamlng ta s rreny tltr lnge bener1ts· o The study of bOth general 
aul mllttary hlstOlj' j the malting. or convers!m at mo:ielsj the study or weapG.1-
craft, and Of the history and archaeology of arms and armour. 

I hope you won' t teel too deSpOndent abott; the future ot wargamlngo So far we 
have (Illy SCratched the surtace ot an absorbing study - which can be just a g8IJ2 or 
become almost a branch ot mathematics as each player chooseso I am sure there Is a 
great future befere It. When I was a very young cress player, nearly fifty years 
ago, I remember capablanca prophesying that cre ss as we knew It was almost played 
out - and he was ore of many who suggested variants. But cmss IS still be log 
played. and only a limited number r1 people are Interested In the 'variants' , the 
so called II fairy Chess· 0 

Fran SOlE angles we have ccme a long way 
Is very much mere Interest In wargamlng nowo 
about the Interest now?

Or Is It merely that more Is known 

A very great deal of the credit for tre present wide Interest In V<rgamlng bel<Jl1lS 
to you, and I t must be a llreat source CC pleasure to you to see how tre hobby Is 
spreading. 

I think In the future there w III be many people led to wargamlng by your books, 
who will not belong to Clubs cr even subscribe to the Newslet ter. But t~y will play 
the ganes. Just as very many mare people play chess than belong to Clubs cr the B. C.F. 
or even read! Chess nagazlnes. But you lBve certainly done a great missionary work. ani 
given pleasure to very many people. 

InCidentally, did you know that In one of the very early editions of his hook on 
Scouting ganes Baden P"'ell devised a table game for scouts, played with nags on a 
map 'Scout cress·. In f!tty years or scouting I have never seen It Played. 

Strange . h(l'f often the novelist was right and the service DWl i'Q'"Cllg. Conan Doyle 
with "Danger", Wells WIth tile "War In the AIr" and "Tre Land Ironclads', and there was 
a short story In BlackWood's tlal1/izlne sometime In the late al's or early 30's, that 
foretold the use CC Paratroopers."

Conversely, when defendlng,the enemy will push f orward at f irst the whole of the1r 
artillery In this manner. Thi s will mean that It will only be protected by two, or at 
mOst three, men acting as a c ombat control, assuredJ.;y serne wi thin easy rUle range , th is 
will probably afford the defenders an opportunity of naklng a successtul attack om the 
enemy ' s guns and capturing them (Drill Book 1896 pages 123, 118 and 2).

Light tanks and annoured cars In the American Annoured 
Division were or 11 ttle use In tank to tank combat, as were 
most ot the Gennan light annoured vehicles, although some 
ot ti'e latter were equipped with more powerful guns. This 
was especlal13 crucial to the mechanised cavalry, Which 
had no organiC cannons over 3'7mm gun or 75mm howitzer" but 
that problem Is best covered In connection with the cavalry. 

Tank destroyers mounting 66l1Jl1 and 9Omm. guns were 
useful against panzers, but the testimony or some veterans 
ot my acquaintance about. prospects ot survival 1n a gun 
motor carriage ot the T.O. batallions Is talrly damning -
unless carefully used ., Patton favoured scrapping the 
T.0.3 and replacing them with Shermans, but the blillest 
problem with tank destrorers was that they looked like 
tanks and were constant13 being committed to ottens lve 
support ot Infantry. 

Regulation 801-15, whi ch t orbade vehicles over lOS" 
"Ide and over 30 tons In weight kept the tast, low 
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Silhouette, 76mm and 90mm tanks or this T-20 experimental series out ot service until ear13 
1945, IIIlch to til! disgust at r!'<lllt line tankers and zealous ordnance otrlcers. The battle, 
In tact , was long and hard between ordnanCe and Army Ground Forces Starr ror years. AGF 
wanted highly; reliable vehicles, easl13 transported and able to use the maximum possible 
number or bridges. ordnance """ted a more superlative Cl ghtlng vehicle, Which AGF suspec­
ted would lead to tank versus tank emphasis. AGF was over-zealous In that tanks are 
bound to engage In combats With other tanks , but OM should keep In mind criticis ms made 
at the Royal Armoured Forces In their ear13 cl asl"s With Rommel. The British annour 
sought decisive tank act10n but was otten drawn ('nto cot¥:ealed antl"'tank. weapons and was 
not well co-ord lnated wi t h Infantry and artillery. By 1943 most BrItish and American 
thecrists were determined not to emphasise tank. to tank canbato
