The natural contours of gr ound will commonly mean that there are areas which are 
dead ground to direct fire. Thi s dead g r ound i s reduced in the case of crossed fire 
as dead ground to battery A will be enfiladed by battery B and vice versa. I would 
not suggest tba t you attempt to represent such dead gr ound on your table-top but 
rather accept that in ant na tural countryside it will exist a nd a fford some cover to 
direct fire but none to crossed fire. Such fire mi ght be considered 25% more effec­
tive a gainst a moving target and probably more effective against a stationary 
target (which would be assumed to take such small cover as was available). 

Because of the rela tive immobility of an army once deployed one must take espec­
ial care over the deployment staF.e of the eighteenth century battle. Although this 
would appear to produce a game based on defence the very immobility of a deployed 
army gives an ingenious attacker the opportunity for t actical s urprise.

I have been a "wargamertl for a considerable number of ye ,,-rs, since the age of 
14 years in fact, and have f o ught many b a ttles a gains t my bro t hers both in the air 
and at sea . 

Our first warg ame was a ' Battle of Britain' lay cub with fantas tic numbers of 
aircraft. One sortie would las t all day , with us interc hanging between the attacking 
Ge rman fighters and fighter-bombers a nd the defending squadron s of the R.A .F.

Todaf at the a ge of 32 yea r s , our a ir _wargames ha ve littl e chang ed apart from 
various improvements. better ru~es and correctness for details. On discovering your 
book AIR ~/ARG ."MZS I was surpri sed by the similarity of other wa r games with ours. For 
being rather embarrassed with our hobby we were unawa re that others were also playing 
wargames, and kept our ~dea6 to ours e lves. 

'lie have heard of games with toy soldiers, but showed no 'in t erest in their methods 
of playing. So really I was astounded to find a game invente d by us, methods, rules 
and r atings almost s imila r wi th those you have mentioned in your book. 

It/e have a "'orld Illar I aircraft game which we ha ve been playing for two years now. 
A Second World i1ar game near completion. 1. have finished makinG ou t the rules while 
my brother i s completing the construction of airc r a ft. 'l'h{s .5a me has been in an ex­
perimental sta.se ' for four years, while we fought our ~ Iorld war I games. 

I have a shi p game in an experimental stage which I play myself, though outsiders 
have attempted to play me with li t tle success , for my bro t her living some distance 
from me makes our chances of wargaming not sO numerous. 

We play Our aircraft games once a month over a weekend, generally getting in 
three sorti es - one sor t ie a game . Each e ame repres ents a month in the last 12 months 
of World War I., therefore 12 games in all . This wi ll r e present a combat era of one 
group of five squadrons or Jastas (German). 

Records a re kept of victorie s , pilo t s are a l l ocated to squa drons, aircraft, etc. 
Medals and promo t ion a re awarded to the pilots . Aces have a higher r ating over a 
novice. ','Ie have st retc hed our rule s, somet imes ou t of sca le to get realism. 

I opera te the German air force a nd my brother the English a nd French. Ite never 
change because of the different methods adopted by both sides we are conditioned to 
their strategy. 

~e can introduce new a ircraft to squadrons through the months, for exam ple , 
Sopwith Triplane s s uperc e ded by the Camel and the Newport by the Spad .

THE BATTLE OF VICTORYVILLE 

by Richard J.Podsiadlo 

This battle was fought by Richard 
Podsiadlo and Gary Newman on a permanent 
sandtable, 4ft. wide, 12ft. long, 4in. 
deep, using 54mm Civil 'Nar figures. The 
former using 43 Rebs and 3 artillery 
pieces, (1 Parrot cannon and 2-121b. Napo­
leons). The latter having 44 Infantry, 
10 Cavalry, and 3 Artillery pieces (1 
Parrot and 2-12lb Napoleons). 

The following will be written alter­
nately - reading the Confederate report 
first of a certain action and then read­
ing the Union report of the same action. 
The Confederate report will be denoted by 
a "ClI, the UnioQ.- will be denoted by a "U". 

C. The rebel skirmishers advanced to the 
cherry orchard before spotting Yanks. 'fhe 
Rebs gave the Yanks a couple of shots, 
killing one skirmisher. 

U. Union skirmishers advanced to ' South 
side of St. John's Church where they re­
ceived a few shots from Confederates in 
cherry orchard, resulting in 1 casualty. 
The Union skirmishers returned the fire, 
killine 1 Confederate skirmisher. 

C. The sole remaining Reb skirmisher re 
treated and joined the leading ~egiment 
from which he hailed. The 1st Georgia 
Regiment advanced to the cherry orchard. 
The 8th Carolina went into the hotel and 
the neighbouring lot at the right of the 
hotel. 'l'he 80th Alabama went forward on 
Victory Road to close the gap and block 
the crossroads between Otto's Tavern and 
the Hotel. 

u. The 108th New York Volunteer Infantr 
took their position across Victory Road 0 
the south side of St.John's Church betwee 
the 'wild Field and Cunning's floods. The 
30th Penna. Infantry took position on 
south side of St.John's Church and in bac 
of Wild Field. The 51st Vermont Infantry 
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took their position between the 108th N.Y.V. I. and the 30th Penna. 

C. Rebs (1st Georgia) in the cherry orchard gave the Yanks near Church a volley, 
killing an officer and a private, and wounding one bugler. 

U. Rebs in cherry orchard gave our troops, near the Church a volley killing 3 men. 
The 30th Penna. fired a volley at the Confederates in the cherry o:chard, killing 3 
of them.

C. Yanks near rear of Church gave the 1st Georgia a volley killing 3 privates. The 
rest of the 1st Georgia retrea ted to the South side of Otto's Tavern. The . 8 th Caro­
lina went from the Hotel balcony t o join the rest of their i1egi~~nt which had advanced

to the .... he·at field. Yanks were spotted going up Humphery ' s Hill. 

u. 44th Ohio took position on Humphery· s ' Hi ll to di g trenches . 3 ~ rivateB were 
wounded of the 30th Penna. whi le advancing through Hild Field .

c . 8 th Carolina gave Ya nk./i> in ;'; ild Field a volley wounding 3 . 'l'he Yanks then 
charged and got into the cherry orchard. Seeing that the Yanks had entered the 
cherry orchard our 8th Carolina retreated to the cro;sroadso The commanding officer 
of the 1st Geor g ia sent his bugler to get a p i ece of artillery. 

U. Feeling that we needed more support we brouGht on our Parrot ca nnon at the same 
time ae the enemy brought their 121h. Napoleon upon the fi e l d . ~e pl aced our pi ece 
on the North side of the Church, on the west s i de of the roaci . 

C. The commander of the 1st Georgia got a company from the 8 th Carolina to wipe out 
Yanks in the cherry orchard . Yanks brought on a Parrot field piece and we brought up 
our Napoleon. T.hey loaded and fired their pi ece directly into one of their own regi­
ments which was blocking the North end of the Victory Road, killing the whole r egi­
ment. 

U. Due to a tragic m1stake , the commanding officer did not · move his men to the side 
of the road nor give an order to have his men l ay on· the ground while the cannon got 
off their shot. Thus a ft er our piece was loaded it was fired di rectly into the 108th 
killing all except the commanding officer. 

C. Wh~t was left of the 1s t Georgi a and a company from the 8th Carolina wiped out 
the Yanks in the cherry orchard . Af ter wi ping out the Yanks the Rebs withdrew to the 
Stratsbury Road behind the southern side of Otto I s 'ravern. The Rockbridge Artillery 
was put in posItion on the Stra tsbury Hoad a nd shot at and disabled the Yank Parrot. 
killing a ll its crew. 

U. Enemy hi t our Parrot gun; disabling it and killing all ·i ts crew. The 51st 
Vermont and the 30th Penna . advanced into the ,aId Field and the 5 1st went on into 
the cherry orchard .

C. Yanks moved into cherry orchard and ~J ild Field once again . Another of our 
artillery pieces was brought on the field and placed in the wheat field (12 lb . Napo­
leon bronze of the ':<ockbridge a r t illery) . ~e r eformed our· troops on the southern 
side of the Tavern in a ha lf U shape 60 tha t the longer par~ of our line extended 
down the St ratsbury road to meet the charging Yanks in the orchard. 

U. Yanks ( our t r oops) in cher ry orchard killed 5 of the artillery crew of the Rock­
bridge artillery . rhe Rebs thereupon manned t his cannon with infantry. 

C. :1hile loading the piece from the Rockbr i dge Artillery . the Yanks in the cherry 
orchard killed 5 of the crew. It was then maD ned by members of the 80th Al abama I nf. 
Our battle line counter-charged the Yanks in the cherry orcha rd killing 3. wounding 3 
and capturing the 3 wounded; this counter- charge also resulted in 3 of our troops be­
ing killed. 'rle pursued the Yanks until we reached the Falls Tavern iload a nd met up 
with Uhion Cavalry. Our troops halted in the ·;/i l d Field where they were attacked by 
Union Cava lry, los i ng 3; the enemy lost 3 and a l s o 2 wounded. The enemy received 
these casualties due to the artillery piece in the whea t field. The ROCkbridge arti­
llery was mov~d up to the stone wall. (while doing so one of the infant r y was wounded). 
Ano ther Union Cavalry Regt. appea red and charged the Rockbridge arti llery. The 
cavalry lQst out again beca us e our cannon go t ~f a shot before they (the cava lry) 
could rea ch t he cannon. 

U. Bn emy brought in the i r second Napoleon; 5 of the crew were killed by our t roops . 
f he Confe derate Inf. coun te r -cha r ged our troops in the cherry orcha r d kill i ng 3 , 
wo~ding 3 , and capturing the 3 wounded. However . \~e inflicted 3 casualties on them • 
• ~e then retreated to the Falls Tavern Haad wi t h the Re bs on our tail . Meeting up with 
some of our cavalry they counter-charged the l~eb s , ... ho had hal ted in . the ~lild Field . 
How ever . they were shel led by the l{ eb artillery which inflicted casualt i es of 3 dead 
and 2 wounded (bugl er a nd officer ) . 'fhe officer of the 108th i'i . Y.V.I. k illed one of 
the i nfantry manning the rebel ar tillery pi ece whi ch was appr oaching the stone wall . 
Another of our cavalry regiments came up a nd charged t he Reb cannon a t the stone wall .

~fARGAt<lES MORALE (No.2)

( Thi s is t he second in a series ot 
ar t icles on that eBsential factor of 
war gaming - morale). 

The question of morale and casua lties 
is so important t hat I think readers of the 

Newsletter might be interested in our newly 
adjusted morale system (which incorporates the 
5CfA. rule) for the Napoleonic period. \'Ie now 
use dice only to det ermine the casualties from 
fire and melees, a 'melee factor' being used 
for morale . By this, each unit is given a 
basic morale factor i.e. 

Line and Light lnfantry 2 
Guard Infantry 3 
Cavalry 4 
Guard Cavalry 5 

To this is added 1 point for every basic 
unit involved. 

A basic unit 10 points, the values for 
the troops being as ! ollows:-

Line and Light i nfantry 
Guard Infa nt ry 
Light Cavalry 
Heavy Cavalry 
Guard Light Cavalry 
Guard Heavy Cavalry

20 men = 40 points = 4 (basic units) + 2 

When units come into contact one dice is thrown f or every 2 points involved in 
the melee factor (points a r e added for staff officers, i mpe t us , etc ). The total shown 
on t he dice is the number of opposing point s to be removed - the loser retreats one 

~ move (6'1) _ he may counter- a t t a ck i f he has lost less tha n one third of his unit, or 
if a staff officer or Commander-in- Chief takes command . 

Points are deducted f r om the me lee f actor for flank and near- attacks , losing the 
colours, and one point i s deducted fo r every basic unit lost. When a unit is reduced 
by half then the melee factor i s divided by 2 . 

when tbe melee factor i s reduced to 2, the unit retreats 611

\oJhen it i s reduced to 1 , the unit is routed, 1211. 
Hhen it i s reduced to 0 , the unit throws a dice - 5 or 6 sur render 

3 or 4 flee 
1 or 2 cut down . 

Un i ts who wiD; a melee receive bonus points. 

It can be seen t hat once a uni t has been defeated , especially after an attempted 
counter-a ttack, i t usually ret reats f a irl y constantly , with only a small 106e . The 
result is that the winners usually ha ve only about 20",.., casualties or' often less, while 
in one game the losers only had 15~ casualt i es - this was due to the a llowance that we 
make fOr the spreaa-or pani c from unit to unit - a battalion of Guards was defeated, 
and the surrou~ding units panicked , eventual ly causing the whole a rmy to flee for no 
good reas on - worst of all , it was my army! 

'I/ e are also thinking of a rul e to account for the fact that steady troops who. 
fired after their opponents seemed t o get good, demora lising r esults - pe r haps, 
II t roops fired on while re l oadi ng , at close range , can only fire once instead of twice,

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THE NEW BOARD GAME flTRAFALGAR"

Privately produced by Roge r Cormier in 
the U.S.A., this game has recei~d a first ­
class rating from the magazine "Strategy 
and Tactics". Having had an opportunity to 
try it out it appears to me that this is 
over-rating the game. Granted, it has all­
or almost all - the expected f eatures: wind 
and movement, broadsides. grappling , board­
ing and towing. The rules are well-written 
and leave little room for argument ; the 73 
ship counters are easily placed in their 
starting positions (where they were at 11.30 
a.m.) and the like l y development is histori­
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cally reasonable. But - and it is a big BUT - the game is virtually unplayable as it 
stands. After battling for 10 hours my opponent and I decided that, even with the 
speed-up practice brings, a complete game would last 20-30 hours - and who has got 
that time~ and patience, to spare ! The inevitable then occur'red, where my gaming is 
concerned - I sat down and thought how the game might be IIrescued tl • 'rhe complicated 
2-step movement procedure was replaced by a simple one (halved the time immediately); 
a simple ranging rule was devised and some unnecessary and tedious trivialities were 
removed. Result - an exciting tactical battle lasting about 6 hours. , 

Looked at from a wider viewpoint the game has little to offer those familiar with 
Don Featherstone ' s book "Naval War Games ll , except perhaps a deeper understanding of 
Nelson's genius.

ROCOUX AND LAUFELDT

My thanks to John Mackenzie for drawing wargamers attention (in the August Ne ..... s ­
letter) to these two important battles. However, I must reject his criticisms of my 
theories about villages . If he reads further in Whitworth (F .11.Lord Ligonier) the 
truth of these affairs will out. 

~. 

The villages of Rocoux and Varoux extend over some 800 yards. They were parti­
ally fortified a nd held by 8 battalions (say 4 , 800 men and British and Hanoverians at 
that) that is six men to the yard! They repulsed the initial attack certainly but 
were unable to take advantage of their success because they could not counter-attack 
(just the same as the French at Bl enheim). However their partial success lasted less 
than half an hour (Whitwor th p.139) - this seems to suggest that the villages fell to 
the second or third assault! Their defenders were broken and took no further part in 
the battle. 

But now comes the crucial point . The British were retiring and the French with 
50 battalions in and about Varoux and Rocoux were desirous of pursuing . To quote 
Whitworth " Having ' given up ' Roco ux and Varoux he used the whole of his cavalry (pro­
bably only 1,000 sabres) to prevent the enemy infantry forming up beyond them, and 
continuously broke up every attempt made by them to advance il:).to the plain beyond" -
1,000 cavalry - what would 4 , 800 infantry have done with musketry! I suggest that 
had Ligonier's line been drawn behind the villages the battle might have been won. 

Laufeldt. Laffeldt or Val. 

I quote Whitworth again. "The fi ghting in Laffeldt was desperate and lasted four 
hours. The village was taken and retaken four times" - and finally taken again at the 
end. That i s to say the village (again partially fortified ) changed hands nine times 
in four hours - an average tenure of half an hour only! 

But again the French were unable to pass the village and pursue . Now l et us 
surmi se what might have happened had Cumberland been allowed to form hi s army in the 
way he wished - two hundred paces behind the villages?

My recent car trip a­
crosa the U.S. was fairly un- · 
eventful although ve were out­
running storms, blizzards and 
~now must of the time. Al­
though I have crossed the 
Continent by plane and by 
troop train, this was the 
first time I had really Been 
the far west at close range. 
One of our worries was that 
of trying to crOSB the Rock­
ies in a snowstorm or blizz­
ard. One pass, the "Donner" 
i8 named for the Donner Party 
which was marooned in it for 
the better part of a winter 
in the mid-1800'e and were 
eventually forced to resort 
to cannibalism when food 
supplies ran out. 

A highway now rUDe 
througb the pass, but parties 
atill get sno~ed in (includ­
ing even the trans-continent­
al R.R. trains). Pat and I 
decided to swing south of the 
Pass as neither of us vere 
villing to be looked on by 
the other as potential field 
rations should bad weather 

"catch us up! 

We programmed our trip to spend a while at Fort 
in Oklahoma. At ope time, in the mid and late 19th 

century, this was a remote cavalry post situated in 
territory often fought over by Sioux and Apache Indians. 
My great-Uncle, a West Point graduate (cl~es of 1875) 
vas stationed there with the 7th Cavalry, - or what vas 
left of the 7th when Sitting Bull and his boys got 
through with it at Little Big Horn. At one time also, 
he commanded the Post even though be was only a 1st 
Lieutenant at the time. 

Much of tbe old post has been preserved and the 
Guard house is much the same as it was when my father and his mother and brother took 
refuge there from an expected attack by Sioux Indians. At this particular time, my 
great-Uncle commanded the post which was garrisoned by a skeleton force - the bulk 
of the garrison having departed the day before for the Philippines. An Indian house­
maid told the house\"Jife that the night after the bulk of the troopers left, the Sioux 
danced the "Ghost Dance" - a traditional pre-battle dance involving ghosts of their 
ancestors "to protect them from bullets. 

My great-Uncle immediately stocked the Post's Guardbouse with food, water and 
ammunition and put all women and children inside. He armed them with pistols with 
instructions to shoot their children and themselves should the Indians break in. Then 
he sent a courier to t he railroad to call troops back. They made it after an all 
night "ride, but the anticipated attack never materialised. Far from being compliment­
ed on bis defensive measures - my great-Uncle was (in your so apt phrase) "given a 
rocket" for being an alarmist and interfering with troop movements. 

Fort Sill will celebrate its Centennial on various dates through 1969 and one 
reason for our stop was to determine which dates would be the most interesting and 
appropriate for attendance by me, and perhaps my aon. 

In October 1969 descendants of Geronimo the Apache, Black Kettle, a Sioux with 
other Indians, and descendants of the Cavalry units and settlers will meet amid 
appropriat"e ceremonies.

"Marshal Mannerheim and the Finns" - Oliver warner.(Weidenfeld and NicftolaoD1 967. 
45s. -d.) 

Since GUstaf Hannerheim lived from 1867 t o 1951 the book is not only a biography 
but an enthralling account of Finland's struggles to retain her independence gained 
in the confusi on of the Russian Revolution. The three great campaigns of the eecond 

. World \o/ar - the \-Jinter '\o/ar, the Continuation l'/ar , and the Russian's final assault -
are clearly explained, as is the necessity for Finland to ally with one of her two 

, po~erful neighbqurs (Germany and Russia) if sbe was to survive in that war. Manner­
.heim's troop dispositions and defensive positioDSi his troops' superb morale and 
skilful use of skis: the confusion caused to the Russians by the severe weather in 
winter and the dense forests - all suggest wargame possibilities. For detailed treat. 
ment of the military aspects, Oliver Warner recommends:-

" How to go Collecting Model Soldiers" by Henry Harri s . (Patrick Stephens Ltd •• 
London. 8~1I x 5i". 200 pages, 69 photographs plus diagrams in text. 35s. -d.). 

This excellent little book is packed with information and illustrations that not 
only stimulate inte r est in the hobby but are alsO mOst valuable. Each of the fifteen 
chapters a nd appendices is literally packed with information on collecting model 
soldiers together with historical details and military · information that mUst have 
taken a lot of collecting. The book covers all aspects of collecting by separately 
considering each facet in the chapters dealing with Headquarters Staffs, Cavalry, 
Infantry, Artillery, Supporting Arms and Services, Flags, MUsic, Transport, Tanks, 
Sea, Air and Civilians. There is also a chapter by Don Featherstone on Wargames and 
most valuable details of displays and exhibitions plus eight appendices which deaL 
with suppliers of model soldiers, books, information and reference, Societies and 
military music. I t horoughly recommend this book and can give no higher praise than 
to say I wish I had written it myself! 

" Head Dresses of the Bri tish Army - Cavalry" by Ii.Y .Carman (published by W.Y. 
Carman, 94 Mulgrave Road, Sutton, Surrey, 1968. 15s. - d.) . One does not expect to 
be able to buy a profusely illustrated book (40 full page photographs) by such a 
f amous authority as Mr. Carman at the literally ridiculous price of 25s. -d. but here 
it is and thoroughly valuable it can be to model soldier collectors and wargamers be­
cause here is chapter and verse of the head gear of Britich cavalry from the 17th 
century . There is no facet of converting a wargarnes fi gure that makes one soldier 
look different to another than altering his head dress and it is always a good idea 
to do it correctly. i'l'ith this book at least your British cavalry will be right ! The 
photographs are brilliant and the descriptive text is not only informative but in­
teresting in the manner of Mr. Carman's writing to which all military collectors have 
long been familiar. 

In connection with the cheap price of this book, it may be a pointer in the 
direction of getting such books at prices far less than the almost out-of-reach price 
heights to which books have recently soared. Mr. Carman has had this book printed 
and publiohed at his own expense and is distributing it from his home. Such a commen­
dable venture should be supported because this is one way in which we can get books at 
prices within our reach. It is the aim of Wargamer's Newsletter to aid in the dis­
tribution of such books and to embark upon publishing ventures of this nature in the 
near futUre . 

Two of my best spies - 't.' . T. Thur bon and A.C. Cass - report on books they have re­
cently r ead . Mr. Cass tells me that "The Roman Sol dier I I by Watkins recently pub-
