The Police player finds it difficult if not 
impossible to win under the r ul es . It took eight months to design - I feel the time 
could have b ~en better spent. In cont r ast 'Goelsen' i s a good non-complex board- game 
based on the Goelsen's and the Breslan's escape to Turkey in August 1914 . The ru l es 
and histori ca l accuracy are very good . The magaz ine i s worth it for this game a lone. 
Not only this but there is a 'follov- up' artic l e whereby any c ontact on the board can 
be fought as a Fl etcher-Pratt type game using Midway size counters and ranges up to 
4ft.

OF THE MONTH 
THE BATTLE OF BULL RUN

The battle was fo ught between myself, Philip Hall 
Harold Connor commanding the Federal s while John Turn­
I John Rowett and Mr . Connor 's son commanded the Con-

I prepared the ba ttle f r om a book ' The National Park .,,"'''' ........ _''''lO,; ... ~\oj •• JI''e 'cvice Historical Handbook Series ' fr om H.M.S.O . in 
London (2s .3d . ) . I commanded Tyler' s Division , Philip 

Hunter's Division a nd Harold Hein teze!can's Division s . 'I/e split the guns and I had 
the cavalry. 'l'he opp osition divided the 9 full Brigades a nd Cavalry between them. 
Each Brigade was 2 regiments except whe re marked (50 men + officers pe r r eg i ment) and 
they arrived on the battlefield a s they did in t he orig inal battle as did the 3 
Federal Division s who were the divisions engaged . 

The battle was fought under your rul e s (Wargames) plus additions. The battle 
took a day to fight at the Garrison . 1 re g iment of reinforcements was a llowe d on per 
move starting at the 3 rd Qove and ~one coul d arrive during the l ull (1 p. m. - 2 p.m. = 
13th-1 6 th mo ves). 

Keyes Briga de of Tylers Jivision immedi~tely attacked Stone Bridge . regiment 
r an f o r 8 moves (dice of 1 . 2 thrown for all troops - first battle of Civil ~ar -
when coming under fire f or first tic~ - if th rown t hey retreat 1 move until 5 . 6 is 
thrown) . It was not until the 5th ~ove that stone Bridge wa s c a ptured with the help 
of Sherman ' s Brigade from the Confederate Brigade of Bva ns, which fell bac k to Be e ' s 
Br i gade . Hunter' s Division advanced alonE; the t·lanassas - Sudley Road und by Carter 
House making an attack aloDb the ~onfederate front between Stone House and Robinson 
Bee and Evans Brigade plus Cocke's 3 r igade from Ball' s Ford stemmed thp. ad vuJlce but 
by this time Tyler ' s Divisio~-3 ~egi.ent was a cross S tone Bridge and was now joined 
on t he 10 th move by the routed r egiment of Ke ye' s Brig~de. Reserve s from Heintezel­
man ' s Division were pourinS down the Y.anassas-Sudley Road a l l this time and there was 
a general Federal a dvanc e . =he Con~ederates wer e reinforced by Jackson's Brigade , 
Hampt on ' s Legion and Bonh~ '1S ::irig3.ce . fede r a l guns were positioned c n a hill south 
of Hatthews House and casua lties vere h eavy on b oth s i de. 'fhe Confederates were push­
ed back outnumbered the recains of their 11 regiments f a cing all the Fe dera l s - 18 
r egiments . 'fheir position vas hopeless as s oon a s Henry House Hill ~I a s t aken. Tyler's 
Division now 6 reg iments strong was on t h e left of 3unter' s Division, and during the 
l ull ott 1 p . ru . it fell back behind Bull Run. Heintezelm.:tn ' s Division Similarly fell 
baCK on t he right to Stone House after it's a dva n c e to a wood south of t hat HOus e (see 
rua.p) . 

After the lull Con federate reinforcements poured on a nd the Confederates pla nned 
a counter- attack from their pos i tions in the wood . Any atta.ck from t hem howev e r would 
h~ve to be a cross open gr ound and up Hen ry n ouse Hill, now in Federal ha nds . The 
fed era l artillery 9 guns strong ( they captured a Confederate gun) was smashing the 
Confedera tes as the ir reinforc ements came on . Though by now ou tnumbered they advanced 
to the northern edg e of the wood f ac ing Henry House Hill and established a line runn ­
ing sou t h-east t o Portici House . 

The Federals sensing victory advanc ed completely 'l'yler's Divisions c apturing 
Port i ci a nd threa tening the ene my ' s line of retreat. He intezelma n ' s Divis ion now ad­
vanc e d south a n d charg ing the Confe derates captured or killed a l l the men west of the 
Hanassas - Sudl ey Road . Hunter's Di vision backed by 5 guns on Henr y HOU Ge Hill attacked 
t he woods to the south and e me r ged at the other end victorious , and linked \·lith Ty l er's 
Division. By 5 p . m. the Confederates were crushed onl y their c avalry , 2 or 3 g uns and 
at most 2 re g iments escaped. The rest were killed or captur ed. ('l'hi s i s t he result 
of deadly rules a nd no quarter given ) . The Federal victory was comple te and unlike 
in the original battle Henry House and Hill were captUred. 'l'ho= Confederater; suffererl 
from r einforcements coming on throughout t he day and the rules did not g i ve the weak­
er side the chance to ho l d out against overwhelming strength. (The Confederates 
suffered fr om bad dice throws from when they were first fired on ) . 

Howeve r, everyone enjoyed the battle immensely, the ConfederateB determined to 
fi ght to the end. un ti l we coul d stay a t t he shop no longer.

It is 
t hese t wo un i t s tha t are vital in modern infant r y co.bat. 

Small unit s ac t i ons ; deep understand ing of problems and tactics of modern war and 
f inal l y the bes t organisa tion to achi eve realism are the th re e factors in modern in­
fant r y i n wa r ga mes .

I received today the May issue of the War­
gaaer'e N~~61etter. The difference between the 
English and American approaches to wargamiag are 
very visible; I will not attempt to defend the 
merits of either against the other. 

Christopher Scott's article on cavalry was in­
teresting. Locally I see very little interest in 
man-to-man combat or imitation thereof. The rules 
are very interesting. although I fear a bit overwhelming for the sort

would be attempted here at M.I.T. - if it were tried at all , it woul d be 
tried with 200 figur es to a side. and great confusion resl.1.ting. The "Counsels of 
War". "Firing into the Brown" and nyou _rite to Us" f eatures have A1Be r ican equiva­
lents, although the atyles were a bit different. 

Il'rhoughts on Modern Period Wargaai.D.g" vere ver, familiar . Miniature wargaming 
locally started out with just such arrange.ents , but did not stay there. At the 
aoaeDt the realism fanatics are preparing for "lIIinor improvellents lt , at least if one 
CaB call an expected i inch thickness of IBH360 output an improvement. It seems that 
the army has prepared estimates of accuracy at different ranges, utilising express-
ions like : _ (sa/r2)

They get vorse from there. However, by a certain amount of sneakiness, one can 
total firepower pOints, artillery effects , efforts to advance, etc., and tabula t£ 
them. I have been assured that when this is finished we will be able to fight battles 
by rolling a few dice/move, instead of seYeral hundred (consecutive throws, not simul­
taneous ) , and after pawing through the rules, the judge will announce results. It 
should be fun if it works. 

"Facts on Firing" are useful. l'be locill prejudice would be t o publish nothinl 
ws.til one has a complete set ot eetiaa':es tor a period , or cla.'3s of weapons, and then 
publish an exhaustive a~ticle on the aatter (Mahan's commente are really quite 
thorough, though ) . 

Your Beat t le Report of the Month" is uauually clear, in comparison with many I 
have read . 'l'he remarks on the intentioc.s and ac tions of the players, 8S well as a 
fluid style, make for pleasant reading. Most American reports which I have read tend 
to be somewhat mechanical. 

M. R. Bates remarks on mixed period vargaaiag suggest something I had not previous­
ly seen . Dave Millward's cemments on plaaticeae terrain are a useful set of ideas 
which ought to be heard by more wargamers. This side of the Atlantic is ossentially 
~onfined to real s and (which dries ) aAd intlated versions of A. H. game boards, OD 
which terrain consists of thin, rec tangular wooden blocks or variations thereon. The 
MITSGS uses a casting clay-sand-oil mixture which does not dr~, but which me~t people 
would probably find unacceptable - it tends to st ick to cloth1ng , floors, sk1D , and 
so on in an unpleasant manne r . The only thing i~mune to the stuff is our figure 
collection; Airfi x and Minitank figures and vehicles, essentially all unpaiBted. 

I fea r that I must take issue with Gary Gygax 's descript ion of American wargam­
ing. While I am not sure I agree with Russell Powell ' s ideas for tur.in~ .wargaming 
frOID a hobby iAto a "professional sport", which is a bit of a n exaggerat10n anyhow, 
it is only fai r to point out that he has sunk several thousand dollars of his own 
moaey into the effort. If he can run good t ournaments with cash or other prizes, a ll 
the better for the hobby. I would not begrudge him the possibility that he will get 
some return for hie effort. Certainly there are very few people who will run a 
tournament because they enjoy the effort. (This I appl y to America n tournaments, 
which a r e mostly run on a play- by-mail basis. The country is just too l a rge for 
reasonable national conventions) . 

I do not ~'Bree with Gary ' s description of board gallles , particularly his charac­
terisation of them as being in a "differe nt class" than miniatures (particularly as

~nvaS10n of R~6s~a ~n a reg1ment and divisional Bcale) with 1,500 er aore pieces .B 
the board . W~th th~s number of pieces , there is a necessary separation between 
tactics and strategy.

"In connection with the movement of artillery I take Dick TenDiUlt's poiat that 
casualties to the limber horses could be replaced by hGrses from the caissons etc.

I am writing to tell you of 
sOlDe ideas which your books "War 
Games!! and " Air war Games" sparked 
off. 

Fir st l y a method of suspend­
ing a ircraft which you may not ha~ 
hear d of. A strawberry net on a 

frame is suspende d ove r the battlefield . ?rom thi s , pi eces of cot t on thread, with 
l oops a t r egular intervals . a re h ung by wire hooks . The a ircraft i s beld in a cradl~ 
made of a wire book and a ring of cotton t~ead. In the t i p of one of the aircraft's 
wings , a notch is made , using a hot pin held with pl i e r s , similar in shape to that 
drawn. '.ii th care , this can be made small enough not to mar the model, yet l arge 
ep.ough to function eff~cti.vely.e...- To the bottom of the 190pe.£ ... thread a dd a small weight 
(I used brass curtain rollers). The metho~ of using thi s is ~hown in the d i agram. 
With the thread runnin g as s hown through the wing-ti p notch, the thread c an be pul led 
sidewa ys without coming out. The hook at tbe top of the loop~d thread a n d the net 
enable the plane to be placed anywhere ben~th, the other hook and the ring o f thre~a

I am informe d by Mike Wall of Wal l Model s , 373 Hi gh s treet, North Manor Park, 
LondoD. E.1 2, that t hey are shortly starting their own range of 20mm figure s , .ada 
under licence by Ted Mayhew. The r ange will include Napoleonic, World War I aad World 
War II figures. Among*t tae Napoleonics Mike is hoping to have such t hings as mounted 
Standard Bearers and trumpeters. Old Guard Standard Bearers and drummers and the typee 
of figures that are not currently available. Mike Wall is a very ener getic and en­
thusias tic person and people like him do a gr eat deal for the hobby by putting out Raw 
ranges and extending current lists . They deserve the suppe~t of all wargamera. 

If you want to have a neat little riot a r ound the guillotine, then·you must buy 
a selection of the latest f i gures of the French Revolutionary period turned out by 
Di ck Higgs of Miniature Figurines Licited. ~en an enthusiast des i gns figures it is 
very difficult not to allow that enthusiasm to run away with one in an uncommercial 
fashion - it is to be hoped that this off-beat range will be purchased if only hr 
their interest value becaus e they are superb figures. Similarly, the new range of 
figures for Napoleon's Egyptian campai gn open up interesting new vistas because this 
is a facet of the Napoleonic .ars which has be en much negl ected but holds intriguing 
possibilities for Napoleonic - cun-Colonial style war gaming. They are excellent figures 
Dnd both Dick and Neville Dickinson find it impossib l e to mention the French dromedary 
trooper without drooling! 

One reads constantly of people doing miraculous conversions with Airfix figures 
and a lso converting 20 and 3O-~ eetal fi gures to things far removed from their origin­
al status. However it i s rare to read of anyone converting or wargaming with figures 
of 40mm or 54mm in size and this ~spect of the hobby provides an interesting smal~­
scale set-up wkich can be used as a divers ion from batt lefields packed with the small-
er figures. The 40mm and l arger plas tic fi gures made under the name of E!aateli_ 
in Germany and obtainable in all Continental toyshops er from Hamleys in Regent 
Street in th i s country, a re yell - known for their brilliance and colourful ness . But 
they tend to be a little expensive ! Th i s i s all leading to the fact that it is now 
possible to buy the large plastic fi ,:;ures made by Airfi x for 3d . each at ..... oolwortbs 
and, if one can convert the scall ~irfix f i gures then surely one can convert these 
larger fi~ureB into Hediaevals, .~cients or whatev er you want? A small foray or 
sk i rmish involving 15 or 20 larbe fiSures on each side has much to offer and the con­
version of these fi gures is a nev and probably easier aspect of our hobby than fiddl­
ing around with the lit tle ~r:ix jobs . 

'Nhen chas i ng around castles, Clanor houses and military displ ays such as Larkhill 
and the tattoos , it is in teresting to note just how many publications, postcards and 
other items of milita ry interest c an be obtained. At the recent Larkhi l l Day on 
Sal i sbury Pl a in, the members of the .essex Hilitary Society who tu::ned up in force 
were deli ghted to be able to buy military records of the Royal Art~llery and the 
Gurkhas normally avai l able only i_ regimenta l circles. 

Completely out of place in this section but included because it would b e for­
gotten other\~ise , is the t-iodern Jargames Demonstration that. tO~k pl~\ ce in a marq~ee 
at Larkhill during Royal Artill e ry Day . The models were br~ll~ant and the terra~n was 
a crowded but hi ghly realistic affair reminiscent of that made by Bish Iwasko. But 
surely it represented the ideal way how HOT to demonstrat~ our h~bby because tne two 
participants doggedly carried on with their game , often 't1J.th the~r bac~s to th~ 
audi ence , Idthout a word being said and with only the most crypt~c of ~nstr,:,ct~on ~ 
chalked on the aearby blackboard. I do not know who t his group are but th~~r obv~ous 
talents in t he fie l d of warg~ming and model making deserved better than th~6 and I am 
sure that they would h~ve given the hobby gr eat publicity by being more enterprising 
and forthcomin g in their approach and attitude. 

I am tol d that the self- service stores are selling packets of Instant-I"jhip or 
.~uick - ,jhip a t 3d , the cardboard cartons of which turn into a ve~y pleasant ra~ge of 
buildin ... s of both modern a nd Victorian periods . Hade up and pal.nted. these l~ttlfJ 
buildings look extremely realistic and fit well into the scale of 20mm figures . 
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Book Reviews 

"CROPREDY BRIDGE 1644. The Cam ai n and the Battle" by Har~aret Toynbee and 
Peter Young. Roundwood Press Publishers Limited. 558. -d. <)ill x 61.". 156 pages·; 
27 plates (2 in colour); 2 maps and innumerable little black and white pen sketches 
at the conclusion of each chapter). 

On first seeing this attractively put-up book, I was inclined to feel tbat a 
whole beok on what was really only a cava lry skirmish, was stretching the sub ject a 
little far. But, just as Brigadier Peter Young did with his book "Edgehili ll this 
volume goes far beyond the actual bat tle both in assessing the events that led up to 
it and the conclusions derived from it. Like other books put out by the Roundwood 
Press, this volume holds a singula r l a vishness and class indicating that the publish­
ers put out books in a mood of care and affection rather than commercial achievment. 
This is a book of interest to every s t uden t of military his tory, it is an essential 
work for any military historian or wargame r spec ialising in the English Civil War. 
The .anner in which it describes the ~arching and counter-~arching that led up to the 
battle can be taken as an excellent example of a "potted" war games campaign 8 S it 

~ bears a little touch of Salamanca in i ts setting-to of arms. It includes innumerable 
details of the forma tions, arms , equipcent and tactics of units of the period which 
·are invaluable collected toge~her unde r on e cover. If there was one small facet of 
the book t hat I found irksome, it is tbe habit of the a uthors to include long extra cts 
from original documents couched in the spelling and the phrasing of the day. Being 
an impatient reader, I found it vague l y irri tat ing t o have t o "transla te*' these 
passages - beca use not to read them is to eias the meat of the sub ject. Knowing 
Brigadier Peter Young persona l ly and baving r ead everything else that he has written, 
I would be intrigued to know VAat par t s of this book were his and wha t were Margaret 
Toynbee's! 

"lHLITARFAHHZEUGE - German Soft skinned Vehicles of ;;/ . \1.2". This is number 10 in 
the Armor Series put ou t by Aero PUblishe r s , Incorporated in California and sold in 
this country by 'N. E. Hersant Licit.ed of 228 Arct.vay Road, Hi ghgate, London N. 6 ., at 
about 24s.6d. including postage . This is an extremely useful book to the wargamer 
speciali sing in \:Jorld 'Nar II because it g ives a complete breakdown of the German soft­
skinned vehicles of the period. Perhaps it is invidious to mention but logistics in­
volving convoys and columns of trucks pr obably play a greater part in the set-up of 
the 'Norld '.~a r II wargalleI'than teat o! any other period. If he wants his ve hicles to 
be accurate then this is a book he :ust bave. 

"HILITAR Y VZrlICLB DA'!'A. - r' lQber 7hree" (Bellona Publica tions: 5s. - d . postage 
extra) • 

This series is t he Allied counterpart of the last reviewed book and, together 
with numb er s 1 and 2 a lready published and number 4 to be published in September 1 97~ 
contains an illus trated breakdOYD Gf all the ve hicles used by t he Allies during ';/orld 
War II. All that has been sai d about the American book above applies to this one so 
far as the modernist wargacer is concerned and as a series it cannot b e too strongly 
recommended at wha t would seem to be a most reasonable price. 

My well-read informant '.I . 'l' . Thurbon of Cambr idge has, as usual, sent me a list of 
recent books tha t have caught h i s eye - it i s as follows:-

"Colin Mitchel l' s autobiography nHaving Been a Soldier" has just been issued as 
a paperback by Mayflower. With that and his seat in Parliament "MadMitch'l haen't 
done too badly. I mentioned the hard ba ck edition recently. 

The other two are new •• l umes in Haolyns a ll-colour paperbacks. Both at 6s.-d.

A-19S. These are superbly detailed drawings presented in 1:76 and 1: 48 Bcale. sell 
at 5s . -d. and are extremely g ood value. 

" FALLSCHIRMJAGER 1936-1 945" German Parachute Troops - An Illustrated History by 
Peter Stahl . This book can be obtained lrom military bookseller A.A.Johnston ot 
Pitney, Langport, Somerse t. It seems as though the Ger man Army of World War II must 
be just about the best documented military force in history _ there is certainly no 
exeuse for any wargamer interested in World War II for not being completely accurate 
in hie uniforms, vehicles and equipment. Thi s book deals with the German parachute 
troops and contains a great number of photographs and dr awings of the troops, their 
equipment, their weapons and their ~ircraft together with Regimental Standards and 
Colours etc ., in full colour . Behind it obviously lies a weal th of research ~nd a 
very commendable search for illustrations. Seemingly e~penaive at 45a. -d., its 
price i s probably justified by the unique and comprehensive contents. 

It is worth painting out t hat Arthur Jolrnston is agent for a very comprehensive 
number of hitherto unobtainable publications on the armies of Wor ld War II and other 
periods. He does a great dea l for the hobby in providing a staggering list of mili­
tary books published over the years since the beginning of the 19tk century in some 
cases. Such a service as is provided by Ar thur Johnston saves hOurs of fruitless 
searching and enables the ~an who lives in the ba ckwoods to obtain books that other­
wise I>'ould be beyond his re!lch.
