"Although last time I wrote to you I put my foot in it I have decided to write with another
"poser". I have always (as most British) had a love for the longbow. Its long range and armour
piercing gqualities are renowned, however, I am now having my doubts. Was there ever an advantage to
using a crowwbow? This doubt was finally triggered by a line from the article "Guidance for Wargames
Rules" in issue No.l173, the author mentions "... the shorter range, but more powerful crosshow with |
their armour piercing gquarrel." I have always had the impression that the crosshow was a weak, second
best to a longbow, but now I am not too sure and it is not only because of the above quote. I thought |
(probahly misguidedly) that the crosshow was easier to load and fire, and so was better for lower
quality, untrained troops. But here I might be wrong, as Genoese crosshowmen were experts, and not
the cheapest of mercenaries. Sets of rules I have seen or obtained are undecided, but usually give |
the longbhow an advantage over other weapons when piercing armour, or make it the only weapon able to
do so. Perhaps these are not based on research but "common knowledge". Although the battles at which ‘
the longbow harvested the armoured knight are well known (need I name names?) were lhere any where the
crosshow did likewise?

The crossbow was also a more expensive weapon than the longbow to produce having - in the best
models - an intricate firing mechanism, and the only advantage I can think of for having this is to
enable the firer to carry the weapon loaded. But, surely, in battle with the crossbow this is of little
use with the longbow having its high rate of firing. So, to put the queries without any elaboration -
which is hetter atpiercinz armour, the crossbow or longhow" Is there any other reason why the crosshow
should be used instead of the longhow?"

"May I add a little to the discussion on the failure of the "American Military Heritage" conven-
tion? Firstly, if I had attended this as a spectator instead of as a trade stand, I would not have
considered it a failure, as the lecturers were well worth hearing. Secondly, on the point that others
have raised about the unpopularity of the period dealt with, I believe this is largely due to the
presentation it is getting. Everybody knows Britain lost the War of Independence, but it is also true
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that the British army won most of the battles! If more had been made of this, instead of slavishly
following traditional folklore about stupid pipeclayed regulars being shot down by a population ex-
clusively consisting of heroic backwoods riflemen, the bicentenary might have had more effect on war-
gaming,

Even your demonstration battle was Saratoga, a battle the Americans could hardly have lost even
if Arnold had been tied hand and foot and gagged! Why not Guildford Courthouse or Germanstown, where
each side stood a good chance and the decision was close? Why not even Long Island, the American
defeat through Washington's inexperience and incompetence that, properly followed up, would have won
the war handily? Would you expect to get an audience in Paris for a re-enactment of Waterloo, or in
America for Bladensburg, with no chance of the decision being reversed?

We have in fact been to three shows this year where the response was less than enthusiastic, and
all of these had one thing in common. There was little or no wargaming., When will organisers get it
into their heads that wargamers like to see wargames, enjoy the tension and competitive atmosphere,
and that it is seeing a game that recruits wargamers? "Ah", they say, "But the general public aren't
interested in seeing wargames." To this I reply that potential recruits are, and that while the public
may pay at the door and keep the organisers happy, it is the wargamers that pay at the trade stands
and keep them happy.

A shining example was provided this year by Glasgow, with nearly 20 games featuring well painted
figures and excellent terrain, packed full of excited visitors. We can do with a few more like that.
They even provided cheap but scrumptious hot meat pies, a far call from those extortionate 20p cups of
luke warm coffee at AMH."

"I would like to take issue with G. de Domenica who writes in the August issue of Wargamer's
Newsletter giving the conversion from normal to percentage dice. I am afraid his mathematics is not
corrects

There are 56 possible ways in which two dice may fall. Only one of these will give 2 so that the
odds are 1 in 36, or 2.78%. 3 may be thrown in two ways (1 on dice A and 2 on dice B, or vice versa)
which gives odds of 2 in 36, or 5.56%. The probability of throwing a 2 or 3 is 2.78 + 5.56, i.e. 8.34%.
4 may be thrown in three ways, and so on. The whole table can easily be drawn up with the aid of a
pocket calculator and is as follows, to the nearest whole number:- 2 = 3%; 3 = 8%; 4 = 17%; 5 = 28%;

6 = 42%; 7 = 58%; 8 = 72%; 9 = 83%; 10 = 92%; 11 = 97% and 12 = 100%.

It is interesting to construct similar tables for three normal dice, two average dice, one normal
and one average dice, and so on."

"In Prohlem of the Month, by John Cook, in issue No.l173, he mentions Intelligence in wargames
with particular reference to light cavalry in Napoleonic period. ' This is indeed a very interesting
aspect and one has only to look at some of Frederick the Great's marches when his armies moved 'blind’
surrounded and 'escorted' by Austrian Light cavalry and irregular Light &nfantry.

It may be of interest to know that we have incorporated this in our 5th Edition Ancient Rules.

A force very deficient in cavalry compared with its opponents is assumed 'out scouted' and has to
deploy in full before he does. We have also brought in a provision for possible flank marches or a
force to be held off the table and come on at a specified time. There are risks to this of course,
but it adds another dimension to the game, and a number of people have taken the trouble to write to
us in approval. Having been on both ends of the out-scouting I can vouch for this - it certainly
makes one watch ones deployment and cover flanks and puts a stop to the blokes who used to put a line
of infantry from table edge to table edge. The whole procedure of out-scouting, terrain choosing,
and making any flank marches only takes a few minutes. I shall ask Phil to consider it for the
successor to our 1750-1850 Rules which he is finishing off at the time of writing.

Finally, thank you for your offer of space for a vebuttal of the "Norseman" comments on 5th Ed.
Ancient, but I am afraid I have not seen it. I assume Phil has. For my part all the people I have
met seem singularly unconcerned over the changes in this Edition and are bashing on regardless and
seem to be enjoying themselves. I am at present 'training" a group of friends in wargsming, and they
have all plumped for Ancients, and 15mm scale, as first choice. The Rules do not seem to bother them,
but they are of course making errors in deployment and timing, but are rapidly learning by experience."

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BOOK

THE CAVAIRY edited by Lt.-Colonel James
Lawford. (30.8 x 21.3 ems; 176 pages; 26 colour
and 200 black-and-white photographs and 20 maps.
Sampson Low - £6.95p)

Having accustomed us to sumptuous military
books with their "BATTLES OF THE AMERICAN REVOLU-
TION" by Curt Johnson, these publishers have re-
peated their high standard of presentation with
this fine book which, as the title page states,
discusses the "techniques and triumphs of the
military horseman: the stories of the great
cavalry regiments, their commanders, their
celebrated actions." The editor James Lawford,

a Senior Lecturer at the Royal Military Academy,
Sandhurst, and a military author of some note, is
also a subscriber to Wargamer's Newsletter and a
wargamer of long-standing. In the editorial team
he assembled are such other well known names as
Brigadier Peter Young, an outstanding soldier of
World War II and the founder of the Sealed Knot;
R.A.Croshie-Weston, a Lecturer and military
historian; Curt Johnson American historian and lecturer and well known for his recent book on the
American Revolutlon; Dr. T.A.Heathcote, Curator of the Sandhurst India Collection; Lt.-Col. Alan
Shepperd who has written some fine military books including "The Italian Campaign 1943-45" and the
well known David Chandler, deputy head of the Department of War Studies at the Royal Military Academy,
Sandhurst, and an authority and writer on Napoleon and Marlborough. 1In two parts, the first section
of this book deals with "Horses and Riders" and provides documented details of the cavalry charger
and mounted soldier, their training, fighting formations, equipment, training, etc. Part 2 is "The
Story of the Cavalry" and consists of fifteen chapters that trace and assess the performance of
cavalry from the time of the Assyrians up to the end of World War I. This section includes such
stimulating titles as The Huns and The Mongols, The Decline of the Knight, The Thirty Years War, The
English Civil War, The Age of Frederick the Great, The Napoleonic Wars, Colonial Cavalry, U.S. Cavalry
and the Civil War, The Twilight of the Cavalry, etc., ete. Profusely illustrated with many familiar
plates, the book is a mine of information and every page is not only highly readable but almost
essential reading if the wargamer is to accurately represent the mounted arm in his table-top battles.
This is a facet of our hobby which few wargamers handle competently, using cavalry either timidly or
extravagantly according to their temperament, beliefs and interpretation of history and perpetrating
many anachronisms so that only the finer points of cavalry emerge whilst their limitations (such as
getting out of hand, failures when used underunsuitable conditions, ete., ete.) are covered up. If

the wargamer reads this book and truly follows its historical precepts so that his cavalry actions are
simulated in an authentic and realistic manner then so far as our hobby is concerned, the book has
fulfilled its aim. If yvou just want a good military historical Mread" then this is a book you will
like and return to freguently besides being highly decorative on your shelves or nearby coffee table!

THE BATTLE OF BLENHEIM by Peter Verney. (83" x 5%"; 192 pages; 15 photographs; 8 maps. B. T.
Batsford Ltd. - £5.50p).

Although this relatively slim volume seems rather highly priced, it is a well written account of
the events leading up to the Battle of Blenheim, With the aid of the maps it is possible to follow
the fairly complex manoeuvres of the armies involved and the admiration one feels for Marlborough,
undoubtedly Britain's greatest soldier, could be claimed to make it good value for the money! Read
alongside David Chandler's "THE ART OF WARFARE IN THE AGE OF MARLBOROUGH" (also published by Batsford)
the wargamer would find himself in possession of more than he requires to authentically and realisti-
cally fight battles in the style of the 18th century. The q .many among us, including no lesser
authorities than Brigadier Peter Young and David Chandler, §9h £ %ﬁgeMarlhurlan campaigns and the Seven
Years War .. lend themsleves more realistically to table -top wargaming activities than any other
period. Certainly it is colourful and the soldiers were real professionals if only by dint of ruth-
less discipline, If you have wargaming interests in the 18th century then you must read this book, if
you wish to know more about a colourful and glorious period in British History (it was at the Schellen-
berg that British infantry first began to achieve their Continental fame) then again, this is for you.

WITH THE BOERS IN THE TRANSVAAL AND ORANGE FREE STATE 1880-81 by C.L.Norris-Newman. (84" x 5iv;
395 pages; 25 illustrations; 3 large pull-out maps. Africana Reprint Library.)

Those of us interested in Victorian Colonial Campaigns owe our devout thanks to the Africana Re-
print Library for putting out so many fascinating books -about campaigns in Africa which otherwise
would be beyond all hope of ownership and indeed could only be obtained through libraries with the
greatest difficulty. This volume is the reprint of the 1882 edition with new material added including
a most interesting Foreword by Dr. Oliver Ransford who is well known to us as a modern writer on the
two Boer Wars. The sixth to be issued in the Africana Reprint Library series of facsimile reproduc-—
tions of early Southern African works, this is one of the series which will eventually comprise 24
matching volumes designed to cover the major areas of historical narrative. These volumes issued at
two-monthly intervals in both a standard hard-back edition and a fully leather-bound edition, numbered
and limited to 100 copies. At the time of writing the price is not known but if you wish to obtain



copies I suggest you write to the Africana Book Society (PTY) Limited, 35J Upper Village, Carlton
Centre, P.0,Box 1071 Johannesburg, South Africa. The short war of 1881, the only war in the whole
of the Victorian period which we lost, was of far more significance than at the time considered and
in a sense it was the end of an era because after 1881 British Colonial activities tended to be more
in the direction of commercial and strategic aspirations rather than improving the physical and
spiritual welfare of subject races. That is beyond our scope and we are interested solely in the
tacties and fighting of the British soldier and his opponents. This is a small and fascinating war,
sadly neglected by wargamers (apart from myself I cannot think of any other wargamer who has a Boer
army) and yet so suited for table-top activities, particularly in a campaign sense. The actions were
relatively small in size and the numbers involved and, because of their incredible marksmanship and
ability to use their native terrain, the Boer army need not be numerically large. The book has some
fascinating appendices and, in its way of describing the combatants, their arms, tactics and general
1jghting, forms an ideal text book for the Colonial wargamer.

OARED FIGHTING SHIPS hy Dr. R.C.Anderson. (216 x 138mm; 144 pages; 26 pages of photographs and
16 black-and-white diagrams. Argus Books - £3.50p).

This, a new edition of a classic work previously published in 1962, traces the complete history
of oared war vessels over 2,500 yvears from the Ancient Greeks to the Baltic States of the 1700s. The
author is a respected naval historian who was for many vears Chairman of the National Maritime Museum
at Greenwich., His manner of examining the problems of manning and handling warships under oars is
masterly and the book is well illustrated with line drawings and pictures, many from contemporary
sources. The naval wargamer will find much of it unique and invaluable and the discussions concerning
the manner of the arrangement of oars in biremes and larger vessels makes most interesting reading.
It would be a really worthwhile naval wargaming project to make two models of Ancient warships as
described in this book, scaled to 25mm figures and then crew them with a suitably scaled-down number
of fighting men, let them loose on a wargames table after carrying out initial manoeuvres with
symbolic smaller models before the actual fighting vessels are placed on the table in whatever
positions they have finally arrived al when contact was made. A vast melee ranging from one deck to
the other would be something I would certainly like to be in on!

The BLANDFORD PRESS have recently issued their list of Autumn Titles for 1976 and one notable new
title which will undoubtedly bhe of great interest to wargamers is UNIFORMS OF THE RETREAT FROM MOSCOW
1812 by Philip Haythornthwaite. Apparently this volume will contain 192 pages with 64 of them in full
colour and sell at £2.95p. The illustrations, which will undoubtedly be up to Blandford's already
well known high standards, are by Michael Chappell.

WAR GAMES THROUGH THE AGES Vol. 4 1861-1945 by Donald Featherstone. (83" x 53"; 240 pages; 8
pages of photographs; numerous charts, Stanley Paul - £5.50p) .

This isthe fourth volume in the series that began with warfare in the year 5000 BC and has now
fought its way up to 1945. Although not the most popular of wargaming periods, the vears covered by
this volume are most significant in that the shape of warfare, armies, tactics and equipment under-
went radieal and revolutionary changes. The book attempts to advise on the accurate reproduction and
cimulation of these changed methods of warfare which saw the comparative demise of cavalry and the

ntroduction of armoured and aerial warfare. Beginning with sections on the Classification of
commanders and the Fighting Assessment of the Armies concerned, the book discusses the diminishing
role of cavalry and then proceeds Lo the complex subject of formulating rules to cover the highly
diverse period from 1861 to 1945. During those 84 years, the major conflicts that are described in
the book, were the American Civil War; the struggle for Italian Unification; the Rise of Prussiaj; the
Franco-Prussian War; the Russo-Turkish War; the Rise of Japan; the Spanish-American War; the Boer War;
World War One; the Spanish Civil War and World War Two. The book in no way attempts to be a history
of warfare but rather it is designed to inform and advise while stimulating interest in the tactical
aspects of warfare and aiding in its authentic reconstruction on the wargames table. The period under
review is too vast to allow historical descriptions of the battles themselves and rather than describ-
ing the progress of wars and campaigns the text restricts itself to discussing the simulation of
tactical aspects by giving details down to unit level rather than providing vast and abstract strategi-
cal conceptls, Oddly enough, as the author found whilst writing the book and it is hoped that the
reader will detect as he proceeds through its pages, the tactical aspects of warfare from 1861 up to
about 1915 bore remarkable basiec similarities. The appendices include the availability of model
soldiers and the bibhliography not only lists major and in-print books for each of the conflicts con-
sidered but also relevant articles in magazines and journals. Now, all that remains to complete the
series is a volume on sieges and another on Colonial wars!

Readers will recall my recent report of a visit to the World War I battlefields of the Western
Front and will have gathered that I found them as fascinating yet sobering as anything I can recall.
Yet this short visit provided only an introduction to a subject so vast that it has gquite obviously
become the overwhelming interest of the author (special Collections Officer to the Imperial War Mus eum )
as it has to Brigadier Denis O'Flaherty who conducted our tour. This fine book not only gives chapter
and verse for every principal action and event in France and Belgium but adds vital information and
interest in the form of dozens of "then and now" photographs and maps. To visit a battlefield is
always exciting, to tramp the same fields armed with the sort of information contained in this book
turns it into an unforgetable experience. At the price in this day and age, Miss Coombs book is
wonderful value and I doubt if anyone will read it without finding that her enthusiasm has infected
them with the desire to follow in her footsteps - and with relatively cheap ferries and the availability
of cars it is no difficult matter for a group of friends to band together and make just such a journey.
