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list of the boardgames he can suppl y . A few months ago he had an advert in WARGAMERIS NEWSLETTER but 
regretfully it produced onl y one enquiry which seems to indicate that readers are more miniature con­
scious than boardgame addi c ts . Ho,,'ever, Chris has an interesting list of available games which, if in 
stock, are promised within one "'eek and, if out of stock in three weeks. He can also try to obtain 
American Science Fiction or Fantasy games if you require them and the prices on his list are- all that 
you pay - there is no pos tage c harge on any game ! I cannot begin to li st the numerous games that Chris 
offers and suggest, if you are interested , you send for his catalogue. He also produces a magazine 
called OVERKILL at 8 p an i s sue specialises in Computer moderated multi-player games and is 
currently running three play- by- mail games . The computer acts only as the storage device for the game 
information, some of which bec omes very complicated. Overkill has been running now for three years at 
six weekl'y intervals and oyer 100 players have been or are involved. Sounds interesting if this is 
your cup-of-tea. 

That effervescent character John Mansfield is still producing SIGNAL, number III wishing me a 
Merry Christmas 1977 - which may indicate that John's mind works a year ahead! Basically SIGNAL deals 
mainly with bo ardgames and conventions which, regardless of their locations throughout the world, all 
seem to be attended by John Mansiield who runs the Canadian Army so as' to facilitate his travels. He 
gets some amazingly up-to-date information on the latest games and also runs an interesting column on 
the latest films and TV featUres of interes t to wargamers and militarist. This latest issue, besides 
buoying me up with greetings for Christmas 1977, also lists the latest boardgames so if this is your 
field you cannot go far wrong by taking out a subscription for SIGNAL at eight copi es for £l.OOp or 
5DMs. ' Send to Signal 410-240 Bri ttany Drive, Ot taws;;.

In a recent American club Ne",'sletter I notic ed that Henry M.Anton and James T.La ne " •••• have em­
barked on a programme of reproducing the 10.5 cm Elastolin composition figures. They are now search­
ing for one of each of the 10.5 cm figures to use as mould models. They will trade, buy or negotiate 
and reproduce castings with anyone interested in this undertaking." This seems to me to be a little 
unprincipled in that they a r e using a commercial figure for their own ends rather than reproducing it 
for personal sat isfaction and without any commercial interest. I hope that Haussers in Germany get to 
hear about it! 

I am rather surprised to hear that overseas readers - wargamers and military modellers - do not 
seem to be falling over themselves to take advantage of the beneficial exchange rates between sterling 
and currency that exists at the moment. Now is their chance to some of the best figures 
apd equipment in the world at prices well below that prevailing a year or so ago. If you keep saying 
it loudly and long enough, you can almost convince yourself that it is an investment!

"A few comment s on the l ast Newsletter, a particularly interesting number. Firs t, Mr.Harman's 
article on India und e r the Freelances. It occurs to me that the Indian setting might provide sc op e 
for either naval war~ames, or amphibious operations, in the Indian Ocean. See f or example Mahan on 
Hug he s and Suffren in t h e 1780's . Some good scenari os might b e obta ined based o n t he novels of E.K. 
Meacham or White' s "Captai n Kelso" stories. 

Secondly, as you would expect, Stuart Asquith's article on longbows and crossbows als o interested 
me. I t hink both you and I agree with his point about t h e long training needed for the Engli sh archer 
This you have brought out in "The Bowmen of England" - en passant I was interested to see in a recent 
sec ond-hand b o oksel l e r's catalogue a copy of an Americ a n edition on offer. We know Doyle's descript­
ion of the training of the old archer's sons in "The White Company". There is also Le.timer ' s referenc 
to the purchase of bows by his father as h e grew up in his Sermon on the Bow; Ron ald Welc h a l so brings 
out the same point in his story "Bowmen of Crecy ". English archery was not a sport, it was extremely 
hard work. The longbowma n generally poure d in a storm of arrows, making the same beaten "zone of fire" 
that was the object of the later rifleman. Of course individual a rch e r s were very good marksmen, like 
the modern sniper, but effectively the archers set up a sit.oJl<'eI',of missil es , just a s t he later soldier 
with his "Brown Bess" did. The crossbow was a weapon with probably a lower tra j ectory and a l onger 
r a nge, but as it developed strength it was more the weapon of the individual "sniper" or of t h e man 
behind defences . Though until the invention of the percussion lock and rifling the bow was probably 
at least equally as efficient as the firearm, it was the fact that the latter could be used by men of 
:lesser physique that caused the gun to r ep lace the b ow by t u e ei .. G of the 16th century. "'Clap me a 
caliver in Wart's arm" said Falstaff as he recruited his!!lcompany. The Americans cal led Colts six­
shooter "The e qualiser", but a ny firearm was equally a n equaliser. Skilled crossb owmen could be very 
effective, as Richard, a great believer in t h e crossbow, proved at Arsouf, and in that famou s night 
attack when with seventy knights (acco rding to Geoffrey Hindley in hi s new very good biography o f 
Saladin, not the seven of last century's writers ) and a company of archers Richard beat off t h e attack 
ing Saracens, his archers were crossbowmen. The crossbow remained in u se b y continental armies, as by 
the conquistadors, for quite a time after the invention of firearms. 

While earlier crossbows we re relatively we ak weapons, as was the s hort bow, the l ater ones probabl 
h a d a -greater punch against plate armour than even the bes t longbow. Primarily , of c ourse, t h e longbo 
was an English and Welsh weapon; the Continentals all seemed to prefer the crossbow . Incidentally , I 
recently saw an article f rom a Smithsonian Institute Re port of 1936 which traced t he crossbow back to 
China in the fourth century B.C. The author comparing the crossbow with the longbow says "i t had more 
range a nd power, s hot a more deadly missile, could b e s i ghte d more accurately, and be drawn a h ead of 
time and fired on an instant 's noticell~- On the other hand he p oints out that it was more cumbersome, 
of heavy weight, and could not be repeatedly drawn and fir ed rapidly. (Interesting how ofter the wo rd 
"fired" creeps in when one means "shot"). To move off at a tangent, has anyone ever arranged rules for 
a Crusader campaign? To return to our archers I wonde r wha t was the comparative power of the Mongolo 
Turkish archers bow; these seem to have been very powe rful - I wonder how t h ey would h ave shown up 
against plate armour? 

Finally, Don Bayley on Board Games. I have seen several and my thirteen year old grand son is ver 
keen on these. I think table games (should we call them "We ll' s type?") are one facet of the wargam­
ing scene, u sing miniat ure figures on miniature terrain, one strives for r ealism. Boardgame s are 
primarily in the class of Go or Chess, however e laborate the simulation, they are still moving pieces 
on a board, whether it be the plain Go stone or the mos t elaborate Simulation or Avalon Hill game 
piece . Some enjoy one type; some the other type; some enjoy bo th.' The great thing is that we get 
pl e asure from both. I think I must disagree with Paddy Griffith s though when he e quat es Ches s with 
Monopoly, though may be I have compressed him into misreading him . Both Chess and Go are wargames; 
chess tactical ' (the battle) Go (strategic, the campaign). 

One last completely different thought. Has anyone thought of playing a game i ntroducing modern 
Mercenaries? This might be interesting. There are several books on Mercenaries, apart from the Con­
dottieri; the second part of Mockler's "Mercenaries u for example, or that splendid Frederick Forsyth 
novel "The Dogs of Waru.

Recently, Major-General B.P.Hughes, much respected a u thor o f such exceptional books as "FIRE- 23 
POWER"; "SMOOTHBORE ARTILLERY OF THE 19th CENTURY" and liTHE BENGAL HORSE ARTILLERY", and Chairman 
of tne Royal Artillery Historical Society, honoured the Wessex Military Society by lunching with 
them in Southamp ton and the n addre ssing the Society on " Smoothbo re Artillery". Fo ll owing one of 
the many questions, the General sent me the fo llowing letter. 

"I think that you may perhaps like a bit more positive information on the point you raised 
about the vulnerability of S .B. guns . As I see it -

a) A gun would have been temporarily disabl ed by wheel damage for a few minutes where it was 
possible to rotate the wheel to bring the sound part l owermost . 

b) A gun would have b e en pu t out of action for 10- 20 minutes b y" the total destruction of a 
wh eel, by which time a s p a r e whe e l could h ave" been brought up from the wagons. 

c) A gun would h ave been permane ntly disabled by a shot hitting the axle tree. 

There is a numb e r of r e ferenc es t o guns b eing 'di smounted ' - I take this to mean that t h e piece 
was knocked off its carri a g e . I t c ould have been replaced without much trouble. The vulnerab l e 
part s were the woode n o n e s a s s hown abov e . 

Th e bes t rele van t t rial o f about 18 00 that I know of was aga1nst a scre en 8 1 wide by 2! 1 hi g h.

2'4 ·"In keeping with your recent campaign to beautify the wargames table, I would like to purcl1ase 
a copy of Wargames Terrain. Properly speaking, I myself have almost never used a table-top for my 
games. Instead, in the t ime-honoured Wellsian fashion, I utilise the floor. This seems to offer an 
advantage inasmuch as when using a table, one is forced to limit the width of the playing area to 5 
or 6 feet, in order to be able to reach the centre. On the other hand, when using the floor, .it is 
quite easy to carefully place a foot or knee right on the battlefield, and conduct operations from 
there. Thus the size of the battlefield is limited only by how much open area the wargamer has avail­
able. Greater space allows for better representation of flanking movements, bringing up rese r ves, 
etc. Of course, the great disadvantage to all this is tpat crawling and lying about on the carpet for 
hours on end lacks any kind of dignity. At any rate, I hope that your booklet will help me replace 
the rather abominable looking polystyrene blocks that I know use for hills with something more aesthe­
tically pleasing. 

. I would also like to order a back issue of the Newsletter for November 1968, which I hope is 
still available. In connection with this, may I say that most of my wargaming budget has recently 
been spent on books and prints, largely because I have acquired more model soldiers than I could hope 
to paint in several years at the rate which I proceed. I have been surprised at the hefty prices 
which some of the older and rarer items command in this field. I cannot help but wonder whether old 
Wargamer's Newsletters will ever become c.ollectorsl items, and fetch enormous sums of money at some 
future auction?"

SIGNAL John Mansfield wrote of it - IIThere is provision for a tactical play-off in this game and the 
forces call be translated into company size units or according to your own miniature rules. I have 
played the game itself a few times and it is good, especially the sea rules - too often this part of 
the English Civil War is overlooked." 

From SIMULATIONS DESIGN CORPORATION I have received Wargame Accessories Pack No.1 containing 
four 15t" x 33" reversible two -colour I" hex sheets in European Green, with Desert Brown (sand) on 
the opposite side. These hex sheets are ideal for game designing and are marked ~t ~4.50 - I imagine 
they can be obtained from the same distributors mentioned earlier in connection w1th the game 
Cromwell. . I presume that this also applies to two publications received under the heading of 
CONFLICT Spe'cial Study at ~2.50 a copy. One is ARAB-ISRAELI ARMOR 1973 a:r:d deal~ with the Yom Kippur 
War and its main battle tanks. It is extremely well researched and beaut1fully 111ustrated and un­
doubtedly its in-depth details are both accurate and valuable. All the main battle tanks of both 
sides are discussed at great technical length, together with illustrations and also a discussion on 
their respective capabilities - it is nice to see that the British Centurion comes out well on top! 
Also given are details of the men fought the tanks; their order of battle and vehicle markings. Then 
there is JAN ZIZKA AND THE HUSSITE WARS 1419-1434 - so completely different from the other volume and 
yet with a ' strange kinship in that this was probably the first example til mili tary history of a com­
bination of fire-power movement and armour bringing success. The wagon forts of the Hussites under 
their brilliant leade; Jan Zizka, born a couple of centuries before his time, revolutionised warfare 
for the period and this book explains in great detail how it was done. In addition there are.excell­
ent maps and marty photographs of soldiers of the period with details of their weapons . and equ~p~ent. 
There must be some Ancient and Mediaeval wargamers looking for an off-beat army who w111 lap th1S up!

Includes the usual features of new kits, books, correspondence, 
b oard games, etc . Not much of interest to wargamers except possibly Franco-Prussian War and Convert­
ing an Airfix Buffalo kit into a 1 : 76 scale LVT( A)l. 
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ARQUEBUSIER - Journal of the Pik e a nd Shot Society - Vol.5: No.1. Nicely turned out but seems to 
sacrifice its true ro l e for an arty appearance! Contains a number of historical steel engravings per­
taining to the English Civil War which, together with some blank spaces could well have been filled 
with interest ing information. Arti c l es include some Book reviews, the Tunbridge Wells Wargames Society 
17th Ce ntury Campaign, Amendment s to the Society 1 s Renais sance Rules; English Civil War Unit Identifi­
cation; A I1 New Hodel l1 Wargames Army and a couple of letters . A nice visual effort but not as good as 
t he old magazine. 

BATTLEFLEET - Magazine of the Naval Wa r gam es Society - Vol.9: No.12. Contains some Naval Wargames 
Reports; an articl e on t he Confederate Torpedo Craft plus no tices, etc. 

DI SPATCH FROM WATERLOO. This is t he f irst i ss ue of a magazine of the Wycombe Wargame Club. Con­
tains a r eport on the recons truct ed Battle of Waterloo and a First World War Naval Battle, some Fantasy 
articles and one on Avalon Hill board games. With the magazi ne came that esoteric but compelling book­
l et NEWS FROM BREE which seems to be all about Fantasy wargaming and, if this is your styl e , must be 
very i n teres ting indee d because it i s well written and produced.
