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setting - forgetting all about Walter Scott, Errol Flynn, and the B.B.C. - there might be several
interesting scenarios available. There is good background material in the "Rough Rymes" - (unless,
like me, anyone is interested in a serious study of the Legend, borrow the book from your Library);
in Keen's "Qutlaws of Medieval Legends"; in Valentine Harris's "The Truth about Robin Hood"; and in
a hook you may recall "The Bowmen of England"!!

Some scenarios might be found in novels like Jay Williams "The Good Yeoman"; or in a few of the
early ballads - even in some incidents from "Ivanhoe" provided they are put later than the reigns of
Richard and John. Although not a Robin Hood tale there are also possibilities in basing a game on
the earlier part of Ronald Welchs' "The Bowmen of Crecy".

I have found several pamphlets and short histories of the crossbow in "Arms and Armour" (Ken
Trotman) catalogues. I still find that weapon fascinating."

"Reference your comments on a commercial magazine for wargamers. I am not too sure whether we
do out-number railway enthusiasts. Incidentally I find that 5 people multiplied by 50,000 copies of
Wargames = 250,000 not half a million as you state (admittedly still a large number!)

I think that there is a very high turnover of people in wargaming. Among clubs, etc,, are many
small boys in their early teens. I suspect that many of them give up wargaming as they get older and
they have probably not got the money to spend on magazines. Apart from this wargames 1is such a
wide and varied hobby that I think it is very difficult for one magazine to cover all periods. A
wargamer who specialises in one period might well prefer to spend his £5.00p per annum subscription on
a book of his period rather than on a general wargames magazine.

Having said this T think that a commercial wargames magazine may be growing up - "Battle" maga-
zine is becoming more and more wargames oriented every month., This magazine has changed direction
several times but now seems to be trying to make itself a wargames magazine. It has a number of
snags in that many of the wargame articles are aimed at beginners and that being a commercial magazine
it lacks the "human touch" of the Newsletter where you can do some research and send in articles which
might be too specialised or not well presented enough to be included in a commercial magazine.

My comments seem to add up to the following -

1. I do not think there are half a million wargamers in the country but there are quite a number]
and probably enough hard-core gamers to support a magazine.

2. But can one magazine cover all periods and tastes? J

3. Has Battle magazine already filled the gap?

Whatever happens I hope there is still a place for such a publication as WARGAMER'S NEWSLETTER
to which people can write in and feel at home. The Editorial staff of the commercial magazines seem
rather far away and intimidating! I don't even know if the editors of "Battle" are wargamers at all.,"

"T should like to take this opportunity of saying how much I enjoy reading the Wargamer's News-—
letter. (I have just renewed my subscription.)

One point I do agree with you over is the need of simple rules. The club I belong to meet weekly
from 7.30 to 10.30 and so the length of any game is of necessity curtailed. We have found that using
commercially available rules ends up -in indecisive results especially as we nearly always play multi-
command games which again slows down a game., We have therefore developed mainly our own rules for each
period and are now about to embark on a 6mm Napoleonic scale campaign.

1In this we are aiming to be able to fight corps-sized battles in the 21 hours
available for the game.

ently well?" Michael Glover answers
his own question - "It was not dread

of the firing squad that sent the Light
Division back into the blood-soaked
breach at Badajoz with as much uncon-
cern as if nothing had happened. One
reason was the confidence they felt in
Wellington's leadership, but the de-—
ciding factor was the pride they felt
in their regiments." In this context
it is astonishing to read that "in all
the squalid tales of crime in the
General Orders of the Peninsular army
there is no court martial on a charge
of cowardice against a man in the
ranks." Not only does this beautifully
produced book with its fine period
drawings tell us of the men who made

up the army, but it gives to us as
wargamers the equally if not more

important aspects of a fine chapter
on the importance of fire—power, which as admirers of Majcr B.P.Hughes know, represents most of what
we need in formulating our rules. The book gives some eye-opening information about cavalry attacks
which could cause a lot of heartsearching and pounding of the typewriter as we alter the conditions
that govern our wargames; it tells much that has possibly puzzled us about the British infantry square
and its effectiveness and for those whose Napoleonic wargames inevitably culminate in prolonged

melees there is a quite startling revelation that "At Busaco bayonets were used only to speed an enemy
already in flight. It seems that the only occasion in the Peninsular when bayonets were actually
crossed was near Roncesvalles on 25 July 181%3%." How about that then? It is hoped that Michael Glover
will accept the invitation of the Wessex Military Society to come and lecture in Southampton on the
subject of this book - look out for an announcement of the date. :

NAPOLEON'S ENEMIES by Richard Warner. (10" x 74"; 192 pages; about 230 illustrations including
100 colour paintings. Osprey Publishing, London, - £5.95p).

This is really a week for the Napoleonic wargamer with this book painting a broader canvas than
the one above as it provides background history and the general introduction to the Napoleonic Wars
from 1804-1815, with the major campaigns and engagements graphically described. Most of the narrative
is given over to a description of the army organisations, uniform and equipment of the soldiers of
Allied and expatriate armies., 1In lavish style it discusses and describes the dress, weapons and equip-
ment of those armies who fought and defeated Napoleon; its illustrations, by some of Britain's best-
known military artists, provide a splendid wide-ranging reference for military collectors and wargamers.
With a eomprehensive foreword by David Chandler, the boek discusses the tactics of wars of the period
from the infantry, ®the cavalry, artillery and engineers point of view. Then it describes -the British
Army; the Austrian and Hungarian Army; The Russian Army; The Cossacks and Blucher's Army; The King's
German Legion and The Black Brunswickers. The beautiful coloured illustrations (of which those for
the Austro-Hungarian Army by Ottenfeld are quite superb) are the coloured paintings taken from the
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centre sections of the Osprey Men-at-Arms Series; the prints, woodcuts and engravings are of great
historical interest, many being quite familiar. Like that other Osprey publication "Armies of the
American Wars 1753-1815" by Philip Katcher, this is the sort of book that Osprey do so well and
should be very popular with wargamers.

THE SAMURAI A Military History by S.R.Turnbull. (10" x 7i"; 304 pages; 120 black-and-white
pictures and 27 coloured plates plus numerous maps. Osprey Publishing - £8.00p).

I suppose once in a while a publisher feels that they owe it to themselves to turn out something
that is quite outstanding in its production - this is such a book. If it were about butterflies or
buildings it would be equally impressive, but it happens to be about an almost legendary warrior race
and can claim to be among the only comprehensive accounts of the Samurai in the English language.
anwing little of Japan and finding it vaguely irritating at being unable to pronounce all these com-
plicated names, I suppose I am the last person who should be reviewing such a book, and I do not
profess to have read every word of it but I will claim to have gone through it very slowly and
thoroughly, to have studied each of the astonishing illustrations, probed into the action paintings
and sought the tactiecs on the numerous battle maps. Once one could say "What an exciting period to
wargame if only there were some figures for it!" There is now no such excuse as at least two or
three of the best known manufacturers turn out figures in both 25mm wargames size and 54mm in the
Individual Skirmish scale highly suitable to simulate these hitherto unknown but undoubtedly highly
ferocious battles. The amount of research that has gone into it makes the mind boggle and Stephen
Turnbull is to be thoroughly congratulated on making such a fine job of a subject that, I stick my
neck out by confessing, is thoroughly alien to a Western writer. Get a look at this book as soon as
you can, you might not be able to afford to buy it but even if you pressed your library into buying
a copy the publishers will be pleased!

DESERT RATS AT WAR - EUROPE by George Forty. (114" x 8%"; 160 pages; innumerable photographs
and maps - three or four to a page. Ian Allan - £5,25p).

Even if I did not know that George Forty was in the Royal Tank Regiment and based at Lulworth
Camp, Dorset, then I would still review this, like his previous book "Desert Rats at War - North
Africa", with great warmth and appreciation. I say this because both succeed in being highly evoca-
tive, in reminding ex-soldiers not only of the mud and the blood but also the laughs and the wine
and above all the comradeship. This is history, both written and pictorial, brought home in a highly
personalised manner which causes me to look at the innumerable photographs of soldiers in battledress
and beret and think "that could be me and those might be our tanks!" Britain has been fortunate in
having some quite outstanding armies - the men who fought the Hundred Years War, Wellington's
Peninsular Army and, much nearer home, Montgomery's 8th Army of the Western Desert. In a war noted
for its dirt and low standards of humanity, the campaign between the British Sth Army and Rommel's
Afrika Korps stands out like a cut-and-thrust chess game and no one who was not around in 1942 can
recall the great feelings of pride and joy that the 8th Army's first British victory of World War Two
gave to us. As a member of the 1st Army in North Africa I remember the awe with which we saw those
tanned, scruffy but always laughing men of the 8th Army as they came up out of the desert and joined
us in Tunisia = this book briefly touches on that but more on thei: rude awakening these men of the
wide open spaces received when they came up against well sited SSmm guns, Tiger and Panther tanks
that out-gunned and out-weighed them in every sense amid the bocage and close country of Normandy.
But in the end, the 8th took it in their stride and was still in there fighting when the war ended in
May 1945 - every ex-soldier who reads this review. will enjoy this book and so will his sons!

MODELLING ARMOURED CARS by Gerald Scarborough. (Airfix Magazine Guide 21 83" x 54"; 64 pages;
57 photographs and S0 drawings. Patrick Stephens Limited - £1.60p).

Coincidentally, this book arrived just when I had finished writing some chapters on tank warfare
in such esoteric campaigns as the Spanish Civil War and the Korean conflict, etc., where I had been
forced to confess that in few cases were there any commercially produced models available and that
scratch-building would have to be the order of the day. The discouragement that might be caused can
be more than mitigated by books such as this one, by a practical expert who can also write and describ
things clearly - where he finds that difficult, the excellent photographs and drawings fill the gap.
The difficult search for published drawings of a particular vehicle is circuited by the author's in-
structions on how photographs in conjunction with published dimensions can be used to make your own
scale plans for virtually any desired vehicle. Then the book devotes itself to a series of practical
armoured car modelling projects ranging from the tiny A.C, in 1914, the famous Rolls Royce of the
1920s onto German, British, Japanese, Russian and American armoured cars of World War Two - in all
more than a dozen scratch-building projects. He illustrates the basic techniques, discusses the tools
and materials needed and generally provides a book that is a model and source of inspiration for all
of its type.

RUSSIAN TANKS OF WORLD WAR 2 — Airfix Magazine Guide 22 by John Milsom and Steve Zaloga. (83" x
5i": 64 pages; 32 photographs, 47 drawings. Patrick Stephens Limited - £1.60p).

Like in the same book mentioned above, I urgently needed details of Russian T26 and DT5 tanks
sent to Spain during the Civil War 1936-1939 - providentially this book which contained it all came
at just the right moment! As always with these Airfix Magazine Guides, the authors are not only
enthusiastic but also experts in their subject and the brilliant collection of photographs ably
illustrates a fine text. The book not only describes the Rmssian tanks of World War Two but is in=-
valuable in outlining the evolution of Soviet armoured theory from 1919 to 1945 and the development
of Russian armour during that period. There is also a section devoted to Soviet wartime tank camou-
flage and markings (most useful for the wargamer) and also an extensive section on tank specifications
- quite invaluable to the wargamer!

This feature is all about books, so far recently published volumes but the military collector and
wargamer finds his nostrils twitching at the thought of good second-hand military books so that ook
